Development Authority of the City of Avondale. The Council will take appropriate action

DISCUSSION:

The City of Avondale Industrial Development Authority (IDA) was incorporated May 20, 1982. An IDA
is a political subdivision with the purpose of providing a financing mechanism for a specific list of
projects (see ARS 35-701 for a complete list). The IDA can issue bonds to fund projects identified by
State Statute, then the debt is repaid by the private developer, not the City. The City of Avondale IDA
issued $3.085M in 1997 to help finance a health care facility located at 350 E. La Canada. The
bonds have a maturity date of December 2014.

The resolution creating the IDA also established the board of directors and called for three directors
to serve on the board. The Board has not had any new business since 1997, and has not been
actively meeting. The Authority may be dissolved once the bonds have been paid in full. Currently
the Board does not have any members, as the last two members passed away in the last year.

Staff files an annual report with the Arizona Corporations Commission on behalf of the IDA. The
vacancies on the board have prompted staff to seek new volunteers to recommend for appointment
to the IDA. Staff has contacted former Council Member Betty Lynch and former City Clerk Linda
Farris to assess their interest in being appointed. They have both agreed to serve.

Staff is recommending their appointment with the following term expiration dates:

Betty Lynch 12/31/2011
Linda Farris 12/31/2013

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff is recommending that the Council appoint Betty Lynch and Linda Farris to serve on the Board
of Directors of The Industrial Development Authority of the City of Avondale.

PURPOSE:

Staff is requesting that the City Council authorize a service agreement for $70,000 with Life, Inc. to
provide subsidized taxi service for residents to obtain special medical treatments.
BACKGROUND:

Avondale initiated the Taxi Subsidy program as a more cost effective alternative to Dial-A-Ride and
Special Transportation Services (STS) for residents that require transportation to obtain specific
medical services such as dialysis, chemotherapy or other recurring medical treatments. The Dial-A-
Ride and STS programs service special needs individual's general transportation needs and is a
more costly alternative.

The Avondale Taxi Subsidy program has been in place since July 2008, and is tailored to provide
transportation for persons to obtain medical treatments. There has been an increase in the number
of residents using this service since Maricopa County discontinued STS services earlier this year.

The City of Glendale competively bid the taxi program services and found Taxi, Inc was the most
responsive bid, with the lowest cost and good coverage in the West Valley. Avondale can purchase
services using Glendale's contract.

DISCUSSION:

The Taxi Subsidy Program provides transportation for Avondale residents with non-emergency
medical transportation needs, who receive recurring treatments such as dialysis and chemotherapy.

BUDGETARY IMPACT:
The funding for this contract was budgeted in the Transit Account line item 215-5113-00-6180.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council authorize a service agreement with Life, Inc. for $70,000, a
piggyback agreement with the City of Glendale, and authorize the Mayor or City Manager and City
Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

PURCHASE AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE CITY OF AVONDALE
AND
LIFE, INC.

THIS PURCHASE AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is entered into as of October 19,
2009, between the City of Avondale, an Arizona municipal corporation (the “City”’) and Life,
Inc., an Arizona non-profit corporation (“Contractor”).

RECITALS

A. After a competitive procurement process, the City of Glendale entered into a
Contract, resulting from Solicitation No. RFP 05-20, dated as of August 4, 2005, as amended,
with the Contractor to provide for the administration of a taxi subsidy program (the “Glendale
Contract”). The Glendale Contract is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by
reference.

B. The City is permitted by Section 25-24 of the City Code to make purchases under
the Glendale Contract without any further public bidding when, in the opinion of the purchasing
director, a separate bidding process is not likely to result in a lower price than would be available
under the Glendale Contract.

C. The purchasing director has made the determination that a separate bidding
process is not likely to result in a lower price than would be available under the Glendale
Contract. The City desires to utilize the services of the Contractor for a lower cost than would
otherwise be available.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals, which are incorporated
herein by reference, the following mutual covenants and conditions, and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby
agree as follows:

1. Term of Agreement. This Agreement shall be effective as of the date first set
forth above and shall remain in full force and effect until June 30, 2010.

2. Scope of Work. Contractor shall administer the City’s taxi subsidy transportation
program (the “Services”) under the terms and conditions of the Glendale Contract, attached
hereto as Exhibit A.

3. Compensation. The City shall pay Contractor an aggregate amount not to exceed
$70,000.00 for the Services, at rates set forth on Exhibit A.

4. Agreement Subject to Appropriation. The provisions of this Agreement for
payment of funds by the City shall be effective when funds are appropriated for purposes of this
Agreement and are actually available for payment. The City shall be the sole judge and authority
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in determining the availability of funds under this Agreement and the City shall keep the
Contractor fully informed as to the availability of funds for the Agreement. The obligation of the
City to make any payment pursuant to this Agreement is a current expense of the City, payable
exclusively from such annual appropriations, and is not a general obligation or indebtedness of
the City. If the City Council fails to appropriate money sufficient to pay the amounts as set forth
in this Agreement during any immediately succeeding fiscal year, this Agreement shall terminate
at the end of then-current fiscal year and the City and the Contractor shall be relieved of any
subsequent obligation under this Agreement.

5. Conflict of Interest. This Agreement may be cancelled pursuant to ARIZ. REV.
StAT. § 38-511.

6 Records and Audit Rights. Contractor’s and its subcontractor’s books, records,
correspondence, accounting procedures and practices, and any other supporting evidence relating
to this Agreement, including the papers of any Contractor and its subcontractors’ employees who
perform any work or Services pursuant to this Agreement to ensure that the Contractor and its
subcontractors are complying with the warranty under Section 7 below (all the foregoing
hereinafter referred to as “Records”), shall be open to inspection and subject to audit and/or
reproduction during normal working hours by the City, to the extent necessary to adequately
permit (a) evaluation and verification of any invoices, payments or claims based on Contractor’s
and its subcontractors’ actual costs (including direct and indirect costs and overhead allocations)
incurred, or units expended directly in the performance of work under this Agreement and (b)
evaluation of the Contractor’s and its subcontractors’ compliance with the Arizona employer
sanctions laws referenced in Section 7 below. To the extent necessary for the City to audit
Records as set forth in this subsection, Contractor and its subcontractors hereby waive any rights
to keep such Records confidential. For the purpose of evaluating or verifying such actual or
claimed costs or units expended, the City shall have access to said Records, even if located at its
subcontractors’ facilities, from the effective date of this Agreement for the duration of the work
and until three years after the date of final payment by the City to Contractor pursuant to this
Agreement. Contractor and its subcontractors shall provide the City with adequate and
appropriate workspace so that the City can conduct audits in compliance with the provisions of
this subsection. The City shall give Contractor or its subcontractors reasonable advance notice
of intended audits. Contractor shall require its subcontractors to comply with the provisions of
this subsection by insertion of the requirements hereof in any subcontract pursuant to this
Agreement.

7. E-verify Requirements. To the extent applicable under ARIZ. REV. STAT. § 41-
4401, the Contractor and its subcontractors warrant compliance with all federal immigration laws
and regulations that relate to their employees and compliance with the E-verify requirements
under ARIZ. REV. STAT. § 23-214(A). Contractor’s or its subcontractor’s failure to comply with
such warranty shall be deemed a material breach of this Agreement and may result in the
termination of this Agreement by the City.

8. Scrutinized Business Operations. Pursuant to ARIZ. REV. STAT. §§ 35-391.06 and
35-393.06, the Contractor certifies that it does not have scrutinized business operations in Sudan
or Iran. For the purpose of this subsection the term “scrutinized business operations” shall have
the meanings set forth in ARIZ. REvV. STAT. § 35-391 or 35-393, as applicable. If the City
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determines that Contractor submitted a false certification, the City may impose remedies as
provided by law including terminating this Agreement pursuant to the Glendale Contract.

1.0 SPECIFICATIONS

The City of Glendale is seeking proposals from qualified firms for professional services to
conduct and administer a Taxi Subsidy Program (Program).

This Request for Proposals (RFP) describes the project, the required guidelines and scope of
services, the Contractor selection process, and the minimum information that must be included in
the proposal. Failure to submit information in accordance with the RFP requirements and
procedures may be cause for disqualification.

1.1  PROJECT DESCRIPTION

It is the desire of the City of Glendale to provide citizens with a variety of transportation options.
Recognizing the need for transportation beyond what is provided by current services, the Taxi
Subsidy Program (Program) is proposed for implementation as a pilot program. The goal of this
program will be to provide an effective transportation option for persons in Glendale requiring
special-needs transportation.

This program will be offered as a service to support non-emergency medical needs and is offered
for limited and specific purposes. The trip purposes will be offered for two specific areas of
special-needs transportation. One component of the plan will provide service for persons who
receive repetitive, essential medical therapy. These include medical treatments such as dialysis,
chemotherapy and other qualified medical treatments including some physical therapy
treatments. Another component of the program will be to provide transportation service to
persons in Glendale in need of specialized community services who are victims of domestic
violence.

1.2  PROJECT LENGTH

The Contractor who is awarded the contract for this Project will be authorized to perform the
work issued in accordance with the terms of the contract. The contract will commence upon
award and end on June 30, 2006. Subject to a report of satisfactory program performance, the
City may extend the terms of the contract.

2.2 Services Required (Taxi Provided)

The Contractor must seek qualified (see definition of qualified — Attachment A) taxi firms to
accomplish the following services (but not limited to):

2.2.1 Provide personnel and vehicles needed to satisfy the requirements of the Program.

2.2.2 Respond in a timely and efficient manner to eligible Customers for an authorized
special needs transportation request.

2.2.3 Upon Customer request, pick up the eligible customer within 30 minutes of service
request.

2.2.4 Accept vouchers authorized by City as payment for taxi service.

2.2.5 Collect twenty-five percent (25%) of total ride cost from Customer for each medical-
needs transportation service provided with a trip cost not to exceed $15.00. Customer
is responsible for any trip cost overrun exceeding $15.00.

2.2.6 Require each medical-needs transportation Customer to show picture identification to
the driver and verify voucher information.

2.2.7 At the end of the taxi ride, drivers will enter the meter fare, distance of the ride,
amount paid by Customer on the voucher, sign the voucher, and have the passenger
verify and sign the voucher.

2.3. SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

PROGRAM INFORMATION GUIDELINES
Medical-Needs Service

3.1.1 Contractor will issue applications and receive and review applications from Glendale
residents requesting to use the medical-needs transportation service. Contractor will
determine eligibility status based on Program eligibility requirements:

a. Glendale resident

b. Person with a disability requiring repetitive medical therapies (dialysis,
chemotherapy, and some physical therapies which can be classified as a medical-
needs service. An example would be stroke rehabilitation.)

c. All medical-needs trips will be limited to service within Glendale city limits (origin
and destination within Glendale city limits). Requests for transportation outside of
Glendale will be referred to Maricopa County Special Transportation Services, which
provides service for trips going outside of Glendale.

d. All customers requesting medical-needs service much be medically stable. Medical-
needs service shall not be used to provide emergency medical transportation.

e. Contractor will provide City with indemnification against any claims related to
program eligibility or selection for inclusion within the program.

3.1.2 Program Subsidy Methodology — The Program will provide a subsidy not to exceed
$15.00 per trip for taxi rides. The customer will pay 25% of the fare. The Program will
pay the remainder of the trip cost (75% of the fare). If a trip cost exceeds the maximum
amount of $15.00, the customer will be responsible for any amount over $15.00. The
Program will also pay an additional 15% gratuity of the actual trip cost (based on the
maximum allowed trip cost of $15.00). (See Attachment B for trip cost examples.)

3.1.3 Trip Limits — The number of trips will be limited to 30 one-way trips per month per
customer. Trips can only be made to and from customer residence and designated
treatment facilities.

3.1.4 Vouchers — Customers must obtain vouchers prior to using the service. Eligible
customer’s name must be printed on voucher. Origin and destination must be printed
on voucher for voucher to be valid. The voucher should be easy to use and read and
include an information table on the back showing the cost of the customer’s (25%) trip
cost. The voucher will also clearly waive any and all claims or lawsuits that could be
presented to the City, the Contractor, or the taxi company by the customer that are
associated in any manner with the customer’s medical condition The customer must
request vouchers from Contractor. No more than 30 coupons (one-month’s worth)
should be issued to a customer at one time. Customer must have used at least half of
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the coupons issued prior to requesting another supply of coupons. Contractor will print
origin and destination, and customer name on voucher prior to sending to customer.
Customer will hand valid voucher to taxi driver at time of ride (along with their share
of trip cost) and provide identification. Taxi driver will complete required information
which includes number of trip miles, total trip cost, amount paid by customer, sign the
voucher, and have the passenger verify and sign voucher. The taxi company will return
completed vouchers to Contractors for reimbursement. Vouchers will be sent to City at
the end of each month along with an itemized invoice for services. Vouchers will have
no cash value. Vouchers will have an expiration date of 6 months from date of issue.
The date of issue and the expiration date are to be indicated on the voucher. Due to the
nature of the Program being implemented as a one-year pilot program, unless otherwise
indicated by the City, all coupons will expire by June 30, 2006.

3.1.5 Identification of participating taxi companies — Contractor will identify and provide a
current list of participating taxi companies to program customers. Customers can
choose which taxi company they prefer to provide the service. Customers will call the
taxi company directly for service.

3.2 Domestic Violence Assistance

3.2.1 Contractor will work with the City of Glendale’s Victim Assistance Unit to provide this
service.

3.2.2 The Contractor shall be responsible for creating and distributing vouchers (approved by
the City) and assuring that the Victim’s Assistance Unit has vouchers available as
needed. The vouchers must state the cost of the trip will be reimbursed by the Program
and the total cost of the trip shall not exceed $35.00. An additional 15% gratuity will
apply to these trips up to a maximum trip cost of $35.00. Gratuity cost is not to exceed

3.3.3 The Victim’s Assistance Unit caseworker will provide vouchers on a one-time case-by-
case basis.

3.3.4 Contractor will provide Victim’s Assistance caseworkers with a list of current
participating taxi providers. Customer can decide which taxi company to use and will
use the voucher to pay for the trip (up to $35.00 maximum).

3.3.5 The taxi company will complete the required information (cost of trip, mileage of trip,
date of trip).
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3.3.6 Vouchers used for domestic violence assistance will be numbered instead of requiring
customer names.

3.3.7 Vouchers will include spaces for trip information including date of service, number of
trip miles, driver signature, date and signature from Victim’s Assistance caseworker
issuing voucher. Vouchers will have no cash value.

4.0 PROGRAM EVALUATION, AUDIT AND PAYMENT

4.1.3 Contractor will provide quarterly evaluation reports within the Program to determine if
Program participants prefer taxi or Dial-A-Ride, and why.

4.1.4 Contractor will provide a report at the end of the initial contract period evaluating
overall Program effectiveness based on items listed in #2 and recommending Program
changes to improve Program.

4.2  Audit and Inspection of Records

The Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records with respect to actual time and
allowable costs incurred under this Agreement. All such records shall be maintained on a
generally accepted accounting basis and shall be clearly identified. The Contractor shall provide
reasonable access to the representatives of City, or its designees, including representatives of the
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applicable government agencies if this Agreement is funded in whole or in part with state or
federal funds, to such books and records and any other books, documents, papers or records of
the Contractor that are related to this Agreement. City of Glendale, the State, the State Auditor,
FHWA, FTA, or any duly authorized representative of the Federal government having
jurisdiction under Federal laws or regulations shall have the right to examine and audit such
books and records and to make transcripts or copies from them as necessary.

Easter Seals Transportation Project currently operates two programs for the City of
Phoenix that are similar to the proposed taxi program in Glendale.

The first, which was initiated in 1984, and has been continuous since that year, provides a
taxi user-side subsidy to assist people with disabilities going to work. The second
program provides trips for people going to dialysis and has been operating continually
since 1999. The budgeted amount for each of the taxi programs represents the direct
expenses of these programs — but not the total costs. The majority of the administrative
and professional support to the taxi programs, as well as to other programs that Easter
Seals manages for the City of Phoenix, are provided in a core contract.

These programs were developed at the Community Forum and operated since inception
until three years ago when Easter Seals Arizona took over the operation. The transition
was seamless.

WORK

A number of consecutive steps comprise the method we will use to accomplish the work.
These include preliminary research, start up activities, implementation of the program,
billing activities, program evaluation and reporting.

Research

We will conduct research to assist us in understanding the size of the population we will
be serving and to identify the number and location of the facilities we will likely be

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serving. We will also identify the people we will need to communicate with in each of
the facilities. Qualified taxi companies will be identified.

Start-up activities

Start-up activities are very important to the success of the program. Experience has
shown us that no matter how straightforward instructions seem, there is always room for
misunderstanding. Therefore we will plan to meet face to face with the principals in this
program. Time spent in this phase of development can ensure time saving in the long
run. The goal here is to be sure that everyone involved understands and buys in to the
program. This phase lays the groundwork for ongoing communication when the program
is implemented. Start-up activities include:

Meeting with Glendale staff

Designing vouchers (with Glendale staff)

Developing flyers and brochures for the Glendale Program that will introduce the
program to medical facilities including dialysis centers

Meeting with social workers in the five dialysis centers in Glendale and with the
Arizona Kidney Foundation

Meeting with hospital representatives and victim assistance case workers to
review procedures and goals

Meeting with the taxi companies who will provide the trips

Adapting software to accommodate the Glendale program

Ordering supplies including voucher paper, stationary and ink stamps, etc.
Designing reporting forms

Preparing evaluation surveys

Implementation

Registering clients

Dialysis patients are registered through the social workers in each of the dialysis
centers. Social workers complete a form which includes name, home address
dialysis address, times and days of dialysis, number of vouchers needed (up to 30)
and any special instructions. Patients going to cancer treatments and other
essential therapies will be registered by telephone using similar forms.

Preparing vouchers

Information from the forms is entered into the ACCESS Database

Travel vouchers are issued using the information in the database

A letter of welcome and a list of participating taxi companies is prepared for each
participant along with their vouchers. For dialysis patients the vouchers are sent
to the social worker in each dialysis center to distribute. For other patients
receiving medical treatments, their package is mailed to them at home.

In the Victim Assistance Program vouchers will contain numbers rather than
names and will be sent to Victim Assistance case workers as the RFP instructs.

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Using vouchers

The medical program travel vouchers pay 75% of the taxi fare to a dialysis center
or other medical facility for eligible participants. The patient pays the remaining
25%. The value of a voucher is capped at $15.00. A 15% gratuity is also paid by
the program. At the time of each trip the participant in the medical programs will
give the taxi driver one voucher and 25% of the fare. If the total fare exceeds
$15.00, the user is responsible for the overage. The driver fills in the voucher
with mileage and costs and he and the patient sign the voucher which the driver
then turns in to his company for payment. Only trips originating and ending in the

~ City of Glendale are eligible for the subsidy. Each voucher is printed on check
paper with the person’s name, address and dialysis center address, providing a
safeguard against abuse.

For the Victim Assistance Program, Glendale travel vouchers will be numbered
and there is no user share. Each voucher is capped at $35.00 for a one way trip.

Customer problems and issues
We are always available to speak with customers about any problems they are
having with their taxi trips. However we encourage customers to communicate
directly with the taxi provider or to change companies when service is
inadequate. User-side subsidy programs empower customers and we do not want
to diminish that except in very selected situations.

Reconciling Invoices
The ACCESS Software that was developed especially for Easter Seals User-Side
Subsidy Taxi Programs assists in issuing vouchers, justifying taxi bills, comparing
vouchers issued with vouchers used and producing reports.

Since cab drivers sometimes have difficulty filling out the vouchers accurately,
we have developed checks and balances to ensure we are paying the right amount.
We use a computer mapping program to determine the mileage of each trip, and
based on the trip distance and the cab company rate, we calculate what the trip
should cost. If the amount charged for the trip does not agree with our
calculation, we discuss the discrepancies with the taxi company in question and
pay the corrected amount.

The program can isolate and compile data for a time period, a taxi provider or a
user. This software has proven to be versatile and has been shared with Maricopa
County and Scottsdale. We propose making the necessary alterations and using
the same software to run the Glendale programs.

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Timelines
After initially registering the dialysis clients, patient lists will be sent to social
workers for updating during the second week of each month. A month’s supply
of vouchers for each patient will be issued and mailed to social workers during the
third week of the month. For patients who start the program at other times, the
social workers will fax a request and vouchers will be mailed within three days.

Individuals requiring medical, non-dialysis trips will be screened and registered
by the Program Director. The number of vouchers sent will depend on each
situation. Vouchers will usually be sent within three days. Victim Assistance
Caseworkers will receive numbered vouchers to have on hand. Supplies will be
replenished as needed.

Checks and balances
After the Program Manager issues and checks the vouchers, the Program
Director reviews each set of vouchers before they are sent to customers. The
Program Director also reviews invoices and reconciliation reports.

Program evaluation
The program will be evaluated to determine its effectiveness, user acceptance,
financial impact and effect on Glendale Transit through surveys and through trip
data from Dial-a-Ride and the Taxi Subsidy Program.

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2.3 ALTERNATIVE OFFERS /EXCEPTIONS

We respectfully request your consideration of our suggestions regarding the items which
follow:

3.1.4 Vouchers

It is stated in Section 3.1.4 of the RFP that customers must have used "% their vouchers
prior to requesting additional vouchers. This is a problem because voucher usage is only
known after taxi invoices have been received and reconciled which is well after the time
a client needs additional vouchers. We will work closely with individuals and social
workers to monitor voucher use and will request that unused vouchers are returned to us.

We request an annual expiration date on the vouchers instead of a six month date. Since
clients in the taxi program will be enrolled on different dates, having a six month
expiration date will be confusing. In our other taxi programs we have found it effective
to have all vouchers expire at the same time. This avoids problems with the taxi
companies and clients and works better for our software programs.

4.1.3 Quarterly Evaluation Reports

To adequately answer the question of whether clients prefer the Taxi Program or Dial-a-
ride and why requires surveying the clients. In our current programs we do this annually
and even at that find it a daunting task that takes repeated contacts. Trying to do this four
times a year would be very difficult, so we suggest an annual survey.

PURPOSE:

Staff is requesting that the City Council award a construction contract to Felix Construction Company
for the 10th Street Sewage Lift Station Rehabilitation in the amount of $105,630 and authorize the
Mayor or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

BACKGROUND:

Staff has been concerned about doing major maintenance in the lift station for some time. Funding
has been an issue. In June 2007 the vertical piping in the lift station was deteriorating and was
replaced. Early in 2009 the outside piping also showed deterioration, as well as lift station lining
problems. Previously the Council approved a Professional Services Agreement to provide design
services and construction documents to rehabilitate portions of the lift station.

DISCUSSION:
The scope of work for this project includes:

o Lift station wet well cleaning, repair and coating.
o Installation of new piping and valves.
e Temporary pumping to bypass the wet well during construction.

City forces will recondition the existing pumps.

Invitation for Bid notices were published in the West Valley View on September 8 and 15, 2009 and
in the Arizona Business Gazette on September 10, 2009. Eight bids were received and opened on
September 30, 2009. Each bid package was reviewed and all met the bidding requirements. The
bids ranged from approximately $106,000 to $190,000. Firms submitting the lowest four bids and the
amount of their bids are as follows:

Felix Construction Co. $105,630.00
Citywide Contracting $120,656.25
Sahuaro Pipeline Corp  $121,223.84
B & F contracting $124,024.36

The attached Bid Tabulation Sheet has the detailed bid item breakdown of each submitted bid. Felix
Construction Company with a bid of $105,630 was determined to have submitted the lowest
responsive bid.

A location for the future Well 20 was obtained at the north end of the Rio Crossing Subdivision in
2004 when the subdivision was being designed and platted. In 2006 the well was drilled and the well
head facilities were designed. No further work was completed due to funding limitations. In 2008,
City Council approved a design contract to update the plans to current standards and get the project
ready to bid.

DISCUSSION:

The scope of work for this project will include well site improvements including a block wall, all
wellhead facilities and a chlorination system.

Invitation for Bid notices were published in the West Valley View on August 18 and 25th, 2009 and in
the Arizona Business Gazette on August 20, 2009. Nine bids were received and opened on
September 16, 2009. Each bid package was reviewed and all except two met the bidding
requirements. The bids ranged from approximately $723,000 to $830,000. Firms submitting the
lowest four bids and the amount of their bids are as follows:

BUDGETARY IMPACT:

In the Water Capital budgets of FY's 07/08 and 08/09, line item 514-1074-00-8520 (Well #20 - El
Mirage/Indian School Rds.) was funded at $1,000,000 for this project. During a reprioritization of
water operations and water supply plans, those funds were reallocated late last year to a new,
additional wellsite along Van Buren St. (Weiler Well, a.k.a. Well #22). During the testing of the new
well (Well #22) water quality issues were identified which required further investigation, and this has
slowed the overall project.

In order to add additional water supplies to the City's operational portfolio, and to keep the Capital
Program moving forward, staff has refocused its efforts on Well #20. Funding of $98,000 is currently
available in the Water Capital Budget, line item 514-1074-00-8520 (Well #20 - El Mirage/Indian
School Rds.) for this project, and we are requesting a transfer of $625,376 from 514-1201-00-8520
(Weiler Well - Avondale Blvd./Van Buren St.) back to line item 514-1074-00-8520 (Well #20 - El
Mirage/Indian School Rds.).

PURPOSE:

Staff is requesting that the Mayor and City Council adopt a Resolution allowing the City of Avondale
to participate in an Intergovernmental Agreement relating to joint training among public agencies.

BACKGROUND:

Over the years public entities have hosted and attended a variety of training programs, many of
which have involved skills based exercises. For programs that involve this type of hands on training
the host entity will typically require some form of liability release in order for the student to
participate. This type of training is becoming more and more prevalent for fire, police and other
municipal service departments and it was felt that a standard form of agreement would be a better
approach rather than addressing it on a class by class basis.

DISCUSSION:

As the controlling entity for the Regional Public Safety Training Center, the City of Glendale took the
lead in developing a generic Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) with the purpose of facilitating joint
training and participation in training programs hosted by any of the entities. The IGA does not require
any entity to host any training program nor does it require any participation in programs. For those
entities that have executed the IGA it does provide a standard form hold harmless statement and it
addresses the question of employment status and worker's compensation for participating
employees during the training period.

While the need for the IGA was identified by the number of "non-partner" agencies desiring to
participate in programs at the Regional Training Center the IGA is not specific to the Center. The
IGA would apply to any training program in the state in which Avondale employees were a
participant (assuming the host entity was also an IGA participant) or to a program for which
Avondale was the host.

The goal would be to have the IGA executed by all public entities in the state, however an entity that
has not executed the IGA would not be precluded from participating in a training program. In a case
such as this an on-site liability release would need to be signed by the participant as is currently
done.

The City of Glendale will be the primary contact for questions relating to the IGA and will maintain
the record of IGA participating entities. As entities execute the IGA Glendale will forward copies of
the signature page to all participating entities for their records.

BUDGETARY IMPACT:




There is no budgetary impact related to this IGA.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Mayor and City Council adopt a Resolution allowing the City of Avondale
to participate in an Intergovernmental Agreement relating to joint training among public agencies.

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
REGARDING PARTICIPATION IN JOINT TRAINING AMONG
THE CITY OF GLENDALE, THE CITY OF PEORIA, THE CITY

COUNTY COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT AND ALL OTHER
PUBLIC AGENCIES IN THE STATE OF ARIZONA

This INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGENCY AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is entered into
as of the day and date set forth on the respective signature pages between and among
the City of Glendale, the City of Peoria, the City of Surprise, the City of Avondale,
Maricopa County Community College District and all other public agencies that comply
with the provisions of A.R.S. § 11-952, and file an executed copy of this Agreement with
the Secretary of State, hereinafter referred to individually as (“Party”) and collectively as
(“Parties”). Jointly the entities/agencies are referred to as “Parties” and independently
as “Party”.

l. Purpose of Agreement

The Parties desire to enter into this Agreement for the purpose of facilitating joint
and collective participation in teaching, instruction and education programs (“Training”)
hosted by any of the Parties. Such Training may include, but is not limited to, recruit and
in-service police and fire academy training; specialty schools for both police and fire
personnel, sworn and civilian; driver training, hazardous materials training, technical
rescue training, firearms training, etc.

Il. Authority

The Parties are authorized and empowered to enter into this Agreement pursuant
to A.R.S. §§ 11-951 and 11-952 and the respective provisions of their City Charters,
Tribal Constitutions or other governing authority.

M. Definitions

a. Host Agency: The Party sponsoring or conducting the Training. There may be
different Host Agencies at different times depending upon which Party happens
to be supporting any specific event.

b. Non-Host Agency: The Party that has sent employees for Training at a Host
Agency.

c. Partnering Agency: A Non-Host Agency that is not Party to this Agreement, but
which has entered a substantially similar agreement with the Host Agency. This
is intended to include out-of-state agencies or private entities or individuals not
subject to Arizona’s intergovernmental agreement requirements.

d. Training Attendee: An employee of the Host Agency, Non-Host Agency or
Partnering Agency attending Training at the Host Agency.

e. Public Agency: Any state department or agency, boards and commissions of this
state, counties, school districts, cities, towns, all municipal corporations, Indian
tribes and any other political subdivisions of this state or any other state.

Iv. Duration and Termination

This Agreement will be effective as to each Party on the date this Agreement is
filed with the Secretary of State as required by A.R.S. § 11-952(G). The Agreement
shall terminate on the 31° day of December, 2014.

This Agreement may be terminated by any Party, with or without cause, upon
thirty (30) days written notice to the other Parties. Such a termination shall have no
effect on the validity of any like agreements entered into by other Parties or the
obligations there under. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the Host Agency terminates
this Agreement after commencing a Training, such termination, unless for cause, shall
not affect the continued participation of any Training attendee in that particular Training
and, with respect to that already commenced Training, the Host Agency agrees to be
bound by the terms of this Agreement.

V. Manner of Financing Training

The Host Agency shall maintain a budget and shall be responsible for the
financial costs of the facilities, personnel, and other expenses for Training under this
Agreement. Prior to the occurrence of a Training event, the Host Agency will ascertain
the final costs of the facility personnel, if any, and provide an estimate to the Party
Agencies of their pro rata share of costs of the Training should they elect to participate
in the Training. The Parties agree that the Agencies, which elect to participate in the
Training, will pay their pro rata share of costs, if any, to the Host Agency. The Host
Agency has the discretion to waive fees, in whole or in part, for any Non-Host Agency.

VI.  Availability of Training

Nothing in this Agreement requires the Parties to host Training or to provide
Training slots in any particular Training class to a Non-Host Agency. Host Agency
reserves the right to cancel scheduled Training for any reason.

VII. Training Records

When reasonable and customary to do so, or when legally required, the Host
Agency will provide original Training records for Training attendees upon the completion
of any Training, completion of an Academy or termination of the Training attendee’s
participation in an Academy or other Training. The recipient of such records may be
assessed a fee pursuant to the Arizona State law concerning production of public
records. The Host Agency will maintain records of lesson plans, class rosters, and other
documentation common to the class as a whole when the law, public safety standards,
or best practices dictate the preservation of such information.
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VIll. Equipment and Assistance with Training

The Host Agency shall provide information to the Non-Host Agency that specifies
the equipment and materials that the Non-Host Agency must provide to its Training
attendees in order for the Training attendee to participate in the Training. The Non-Host
Agency agrees to provide such equipment to its Training attendee(s) as a condition of
participation in the Training. At any time during this Agreement or upon termination, the
property or equipment belonging to a Party remains the property of that Party.

Upon reasonable request, Non-Host Agency Parties agree to provide instructors
or administrative assistance to the Host Agency. When the Non-Host agency has
facilities such as a driving track, firearms range, fire tower, etc., that can facilitate a
specific Training, the Non-Host agency agrees to allow the Host agency to incorporate
such facilities into the Training when feasible and in the best interest of all Parties. The
use of such facilities should be considered an offset, in whole or in part, for the fees
assessed in Paragraph V.

IX. Discipline and Academic Requirements

The Host Agency reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to decide whether the
Training attendees are maintaining the minimum requirements necessary to continue in
the Training. The Host Agency also retains the right, in its sole discretion, to remove a
Training attendee from a Training program for academic, ethical, disciplinary or
performance standards applicable to Training attendees.

Training attendees will be treated in the same manner for purposes of Training,
academics, ethics and discipline. Host Agency reserves the right to investigate the
actions of Training attendees, however discipline remains the prerogative of the
Training attendee’s agency.

The Host Agency will have the sole authority over (1) the curriculum and content
of instruction, (2) the Training schedule and hours, (3) decisions about whether
Training attendees may remain in the Training, and (4) the implementation and
execution of policies and procedures applicable to the Training program.

The Parties understand that in certain Training programs, the curriculum will
consist of the standard Host Agency Training. Although some facilitation of cross-
training on Non-Host Agency materials may occur when feasible, Training programs
based heavily on policy and procedure shall focus on the policies and procedures of the
Host Agency.

The Host Agency will maintain communication with the Non-Host Agency on
issues such as academics, physical fitness, discipline, professional/occupational
requirements or others concerns that impact Training attendee’s ability to successfully
complete the Training program. The Host Agency will consult with the Non-Host
Agency if/when a Training attendee of the Non-Host Agency is in danger of being
separated from a Training program for performance issues.
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X. Employment Status and Compensation

The Parties shall each provide workers compensation insurance, salary, benefits
and appropriate equipment for their respective employees.

Except as otherwise provided by law, including A.R.S. § 23-1022(D), the Parties
will act in their individual governmental capacities and not as agents, employees,
partners, joint ventures, or associates of each other. The employees, agents, or
contractors of one Party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or
agents of any other Party.

A.R.S. § 41-4401 prohibits government entities from entering into an agreement
with any other government entity contractor or subcontractor who fails, or whose
subcontractors fails, to comply with A.R.S. § 23-214(A). Therefore, each Party agrees
that:

1. Each Party and on behalf of each contractor or subcontractor it
uses warrants compliance with all federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to
its employees and its compliance with § 23-214 (A).

2. A breach of a warranty under paragraph 1 above shall be deemed
a material breach of the Agreement and subjects the breaching Party to penalties up to
and including termination of this Agreement.

3. Each Party retains the legal right to inspect the papers of any other
Party, its contractor or subcontractor employees who work under this Agreement to
ensure that each Party, contractor or subcontractor is complying with the warranty
under paragraph 1 above.

Pursuant to A.R.S. §§ 35-391 and 35-393 et seq, each Party certifies and on
behalf of any contractor or subcontractor, that they do not have a scrutinized business
operations in the countries of Sudan or Iran.

Xl.  Worker’'s Compensation/Posting

Pursuant to A.R.S. § 23-1022(D) and for the purposes limited solely to worker’s
compensation coverage, each Training attendee participating in a Training program
covered by this Agreement is deemed to be an employee of the_other Parties
participating in the same Training program, but the Training attendees’ primary
employer shall be solely liable for the payment of worker's compensation benefits or
liable for any damages owed to an employee who has opted out of worker's
compensation coverage.

Parties agree to provide any posting and notice to the employees as required
under A.R.S. § 23-1022(E), or otherwise provided by law. Failure to post as required
does not alter the rights and responsibilities under this Agreement.
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XIl. Nondiscrimination

To the extent required by law, the Parties to this Agreement shall comply with all
applicable provisions of state and federal non-discrimination laws and regulations
including, but not limited to, State Executive Order No. 99-4, which mandates that all
persons, regardless of race, religion, sex, age, national origin or political affiliation shall
have equal access to employment opportunities and all other federal and state
employment and educational opportunity laws, rules and regulations, including the
Americans with Disabilities Act. Tribal governments shall comply with their obligations
under 25 U.S.C. § 450(e)(c). No Party shall engage in any form of illegal discrimination
with respect to applications for employment or Training program participation.

XIll. Hold Harmless

To the extent allowed by law, each Party (as “Indemnitor”) shall indemnify, defend and
hold harmless the other Party (as “Indemnitee”), and its respective governing bodies,
officers, agents and employees, for, from and against any and all claims, loss,
demands, suits, costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs of litigation),
liabilities, expenses, or damages (hereinafter collectively referred to as "Claims")
resulting from any injuries sustained by any person (including death) or property
damage, but only to the extent that such Claims which result in vicarious/derivative
liability to the Indemnitee are caused by the act, omission, negligence, misconduct, or
other fault of the Indemnitor, its officers, officials, agents, employees, or volunteers.

XIV. Participating Non-Host Agencies
The Host Agency agrees to either execute a same or similar agreement with any
Non-Host Agency, Partnering Agency, or individual participating in the Training
program.
XV. Entire Agreement
This Agreement contains the entire understanding of the Parties hereto. There
are no representations or other provisions other than those contained herein, and any
amendment or modification of this Agreement shall be made only in writing and signed
by the parties to this Agreement.
XVI. Invalidity of Part of the Agreement
The Parties agree that should any part of this Agreement be held to be invalid or

void, the remainder of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect and shall be
binding upon the Parties.
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XVIl. Governing law and Dispute Resolution

The laws of the State of Arizona shall govern this Agreement. Venue for disputes
among the Parties to this Agreement will be in the Maricopa County Superior Court of
the State of Arizona, unless otherwise agreed upon by the impacted Parties. Federal
and Tribal Agencies involved in the dispute may have the option of removing a dispute
to the Federal Court for the District of Arizona. Nothing in this provision is intended to
impact venue or jurisdiction for a dispute filed by a person or entity who is not a Party to
this Agreement.

To the extent required by law, the Parties agree to abide by the arbitration
provision in A.R.S. § 12-1518.

XVIIl. Conflict of Interest

The Parties acknowledge that this Agreement is subject to cancellation
provisions pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-511, as amended.

XIX. Notices
All notices, requests for payment, or other correspondence between the Parties
regarding this Agreement shall be mailed or delivered to the respective Parties at the
public address listed for the City/Town Manager, Chairperson or other Chief Executive
Officer for that public agency.
XX. Contract Administrator

The Parties agree to designate a Contract Administrator for this Agreement and
to notify other Parties of the contact information for the designee.

XXI. Record Retention

To the extent required by law, the Parties agree to abide by the record retention
provisions of A.R.S. §§ 39-121.01 and 41-1347.

XXIl. Intentions

Nothing in this Agreement is intended to amend, alter, modify or supersede any
previously existing Agreements entered into pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-952.

XXIll. Counterparts

This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

PURPOSE:

Staff is requesting that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing the acceptance of the
Department of Justice Office of Justice Programs Paul Coverdell Forensic Science Improvement Act
Formula Grant Program award for $26,328 with no city match requirement.

BACKGROUND:

The Avondale Police Department previously received funding from Paul Coverdell Forensic Science
Improvement Grants in October 2004 and October 2007. Previously awarded grants resulted in more
than $140,000 benefit to the City of Avondale's Police Department.

DISCUSSION:

On September 16, 2009 the City of Avondale received notification from the Department of Justice
Office of Justice Programs that the request for grant funding was awarded in the amount of $26,328.
The City of Avondale will use the funding to provide reflective ultra-violet imaging system and
supporting equipment for the purpose of improving policing efforts within the City of Avondale. The
RUVIS (Reflective Ultra Violet Imaging System) allows fingerprints to be developed and located on
surfaces that are otherwise almost impossible to obtain prints from. It works well on semi-porous
surfaces and items, like firearms that, are coated with or have oils and lubricants on their surfaces.
As most latent prints being developed are composed of fats and oils, it is nearly impossible to
differentiate them from the oil coated surfaces. The RUVIS allows for differentiation and
development of those prints.

BUDGETARY IMPACT:

The Paul Coverdell grant does not require a local match. The first year of maintenance for the
equipment was included in the grant request. Future years of maintenance will be absorbed by the
Police Department. This grant requires staff time associated with the Police Department, Finance
Department, Information Department and the Grants Administrator.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing the City of Avondale to accept
a grant in the amount of $26,328 from the Department of Justice Office of Justice Programs.

PURPOSE:

Staff is requesting that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an agreement with Valley
Metro Regional Public Transportation Authority (RPTA) for the purpose of participating in the
regional Safe Routes To School initiative. The City's match requirement is $247.00.

BACKGROUND:

Valley Metro applied for two Enhancement Funds grants totaling $874,777 to support the Safe
Routes To School regional initiative. The grants required a 5.7% match ($53,124) that partnering
agencies were responsible for paying. RPTA staff identified Prop 400 funding that could help to
lower each jurisdiction's match funding amount. The new funding obligation for each city is $247.00.

DISCUSSION:

Valley Metro received two grants from the Transportation Enhancement Fund totaling $874,777 with
a matching requirement of $53,124. Valley Metro will use this funding to support Safe Routes To
Schools programs throughout Maricopa County. Each participating city identified schools that could
benefit from the program. Avondale identified Rancho Santa Fe Elementary School. Funding from
this regional project will support: 12 months of educational programs; create AZ standards for
transportation, safety, health, and air quality; develop student-friendly web-based program support
and reporting tools; provide a regional purchasing program and central outreach for partnerships
with health, business, and community organizations and secure underwriting for student incentives
and safety equipment for crossing guards; match parents with “school pools” to improve traffic flow
and air quality during peak-hour drive times; marketing and education; and, interactive bike trip
planning.

BUDGETARY IMPACT:

The City of Avondale will pay its proportionate share of $247.00. The estimated benefit for this entire
project is $58,000

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council approve a resolution authorizing an agreement with Valley
Metro Regional Public Transportation Authority (RPTA) for the purpose of participating in the
regional Safe Routes To School initiative. The City's match requirement is $247.00.

THIS GRANT PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT (GPA) is made and entered into by and
between the Regional Public Transportation Authority, a public agency duly authorized and
existing under the laws of the State of Arizona (“RPTA”) and City of Avondale, an Arizona

(“CITY").

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Federal Transportation Enhancement Funds have been authorized between
the State of Arizona and the RPTA to jointly participate in The Regional Safe Routes to School
(SRTS) Support Center Project with SAFETEA-LU Transportation Enhancement funds in the
amount of $431,277 and the Regional Bicycle & Pedestrian Safety Education Program with
SAFETEA-LU Transportation Enhancement funds in the amount of $506,712.

Department of Transportation (MCDOT); Maricopa Integrated Health System (MIHS); METRO;

Agree to participate with other PARTNERS in the planning, development,
implementation and benefits of both grants.

Acknowledge that both projects are federally funded, and that CITY has
received a copy of the Federal Terms & Conditions and will comply with
same in the conduct of their portion of the grants implementation. The
Federal Terms & Conditions are attached hereto as Exhibit A and
incorporated herein by reference.

Acknowledge that as the Transportation Enhancement funding

may arise during the duration of the two grants.

D. RPTA’s Obligations. RPTA shall act as the fiscal and administrative agent for the
SRTS Support Center Project and the Regional Bicycle & Pedestrian Safety Education Program.
RPTA will be responsible for completing the two grants no later than September 15, 2010. The
grant components are as follows:

1. The SRTS Support Center Project will:

a.

Provide approximately 12-months of programs to the 19 pilot
schools.

Create Arizona standards-aligned transportation, safety, health, and
air quality curriculums, including a GIS-based mapping
curriculum.

Develop student-friendly web-based program support and
reporting tools.

Provide a regional purchasing program and central outreach for the
PARTNERS with health, business and community organizations
and to secure underwriting for student incentives & safety
equipment for crossing guards.

Match parents with “schoolpools” to improve school traffic flow
and air quality during peak-hour drive times.

2. Regional Bicycle & Pedestrian Safety Education Program will:

a.

Marketing & Education: Through cooperative planning with the
PARTNERS, RPTA will create and deliver a comprehensive safety
education program for bicyclists and pedestrians.

Interactive Bike Trip Planning: RPTA and its PARTNERS will
work with Google mapping and/or other mapping developers to
develop, test and revise/improve both the static bicycle map
capabilities of RPTA and MAG websites, as well as the dynamic
trip planning capabilities available to the bicycling public with
internet access.

E. Termination; Disposition of Property. Either party may terminate this GPA upon
30 days’ written notice to the other party. CITY and RPTA acknowledge that no property will
be jointly used under this GPA; provided, however, that if any property is jointly used under this
GPA, such property shall remain with or be returned to the owner of such property upon

termination of this GPA.

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FEDERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

AUDIT AND INSPECTION OF RECORDS - FHWA:

In accordance with 49 C.F.R. § 18.36(i), 49 C.F.R. § 19.48(d), and 49 U.S.C. § 5325(a),
provided the RPTA is the FHWA Recipient or a sub grantee of the FHWA Recipient, the
Grant Partner (PARTNER) agrees to provide the RPTA, FHWA, the Comptroller
General of the United States, the Secretary of the U.S. Department of Transportation, or
any of their duly authorized representatives access to any books documents, papers, and
records of the PARTNER which are directly pertinent to or relate to this Grant
Partnership Agreement (GPA) (1) for the purpose of making audits, examinations,
excerpts, and transcriptions and (2) when conducting an audit and inspection.

PARTNER shall maintain and the Contracting Officer, the U.S. Department of
Transportation (if applicable), or the representatives thereof, shall have the right
to examine all books, records, documents, and other cost and pricing data related
to the GPA price, unless such pricing is based on adequate price competition,
established catalog or market prices of commercial items sold in substantial
quantities to the public, or prices set by law or regulation, or combinations
thereof. Data related to the negotiation or performance of the GPA shall be made
available for the purpose of evaluating the accuracy, completeness, and currency
of the cost or pricing data.

Data related to the negotiation or performance of the GPA
modification or change order shall be made available for the purpose of
evaluating the accuracy, completeness, and currency of the cost or pricing data.
The right of examination shall extend to all documents necessary for adequate
evaluation of the cost or pricing data, along with the computations and projections
used therein, either before or after execution of the GPA modification or change
order for the purpose of conducting a cost analysis. If an examination made after
execution of the GPA modification or change order reveals inaccurate,
incomplete, or out-of-date data, the Contracting Officer may renegotiate the GPA
modification or change order price adjustment and the RPTA shall be entitled to
any reductions in the price that would result from the application of accurate,
complete or up-to-date data.

For any cost reimbursable Work the PARTNER shall maintain and the
Contracting Officer, the U.S. Department of Transportation (if applicable), or
their representatives shall have the right to examine books, records, documents,



and other evidence, including review of accounting principles and practices that
reflect properly all direct and indirect costs incurred as related to said cost
reimbursable Work.

In accordance with 18 U.S.C. 431, no member of, or delegate to, the Congress of the
United States shall be admitted to any share or part of this GPA or to any benefit arising
there from.

NO FEDERAL GOVERNMENT OBLIGATION TO THIRD PARTIES:

3.1.  RTPA and PARTNER acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any
concurrence by the Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award
of GPA, absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the
Federal Government is not a party to this GPA and shall not be subject to any
obligations or liabilities to RPTA, PARTNER, or any other party (whether or not
a party to that GPA) pertaining to any matter resulting from this GPA.

3.2. The PARTNER agrees to include the above clause in each subcontractor financed
in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FHWA. It is further
agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor
who will be subject to its provisions.

INCORPORATION OF FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION TERMS:

The preceding provisions include, in part, certain standard terms and conditions required
by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding GPA provisions. All
Contractual provisions required by DOT are hereby incorporated by reference. Anything
to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FHWA mandated terms shall be deemed to
control in the event of a conflict with other provisions contained in this GPA. The
PARTNER shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with
any RPTA requests which would cause the RPTA to be in violation of the FHWA terms
and conditions.



FEDERAL CHANGES:

PARTNER shall at all times comply with all applicable FHWA regulations, policies,
procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by
reference in the GPA between the RTPA and the FHWA, as they may be amended or
promulgated from time to time during the term of this GPA. PARTNER’s failure to so
comply shall constitute a material breach of this GPA.

FEDERAL FUNDING LIMITATION:

PARTNER understands that funds to pay for PARTNER's performance under this GPA
are anticipated to be made available from the United States Department of Transportation
through the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA). All funds must be approved and
administered by FHWA. RPTA's obligation hereunder is payable from funds that are
appropriated and allocated by FHWA for the performance of this GPA. If funds are not
allocated, or ultimately are disapproved by FHWA, RPTA may terminate or suspend
PARTNER's services without penalty. RPTA shall notify PARTNER promptly in
writing of the non-allocation, delay, or disapproval of funding.

NOTIFICATION OF FEDERAL PARTICIPATION:

This GPA is funded by local government and Federal Highway Administration funds
only. PARTNER shall conform to all applicable FHWA regulations and requirements as
if FHWA funds were involved.

REQUIRED ASSURANCES:

The RPTA has agreed to abide by the assurance found in 49 CFR Part 26.13(a) and
required by the U. S. Department of Transportation. As a condition of this GPA, the
RPTA shall require each GPA signed by the RPTA with PARTNERs, and each
subcontractor signed by the PARTNER with a subcontractor, to include the following
assurance:

“The PARTNER, subcontractor, or sub-recipient shall not discriminate on the
basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this GPA. The
PARTNER shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the
award and administration of USDOT-assisted GPAs. Failure by the PARTNER
to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this GPA which may result
in the termination of this GPA or such other remedy as the City deems
appropriate.”

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY:

The PARTNER shall comply with U.S. Executive Order No. 11245, as amended, entitled
“Equal Employment Opportunity” as supplemented in the Department of Labor
Regulations (41 CFR PARA 60.) In connection with the execution of this GPA,
PARTNER shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, religion, color, age, disability, sex or national origin. PARTNER shall
take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are
treated during their employment, without regard to their race, religion, color, age
disability, sex or national origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the
following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment
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advertising, layoff or termination, rate of pay or other forms of compensation, and
selection for training including apprenticeship.

COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES:

PARTNER warrants that no person has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this

The PARTNER acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies
Act of 1986 as amended, 31 U.S.C 3801 et seq. and U.S. DOT regulations, “Program
Fraud civil Remedies, “ 49 CFR Part 31, apply to its actions on this Project. Upon
execution of the GPA, the PARTNER certifies or affirms the truthfulness of any
statement it has made, it makes, or causes to be made, pertaining to this GPA or the
FHWA assisted Project for which this GPA Work is being performed. In addition to
other penalties that may be applicable, the PARTNER further acknowledges that if it
makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement,
submission or certification, the Federal Government reserves the right to impose the
penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the PARTNER to the
extent the Federal Government deems appropriate. The PARTNER acknowledges that if
it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement,
submission, or certification to the Federal Government under a GPA connected with a
project that is financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance originally awarded by
FHWA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. 5307, the Government reserves the right to
impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. 1001 and 49 U.S.C. 5307 (n)(1) on the PARTNER, to
the extent the Federal Government deems appropriate.

The PARTNER agrees to include the above two paragraphs in each subcontractor
financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FHWA. It is further
agreed that the clauses shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who
will be subject to the provisions.

PRIVACY ACT:

The following requirements apply to the PARTNER and its employees that administer
any system of records on behalf of the Federal Government under any GPA:

Today, Randall McDaniel and his family reside in Minnesota where he is a full-time basic skills
instructor for second graders. He has not forgotten his roots in Avondale, and still has close ties to
the city and his family, freinds and former high school coaches in Avondale.

Amendment to the Neighborhood Stabilization Plan

PURPOSE:

The purpose of this item is to request that City Council hold a public hearing and adopt a resolution
amending the 2008-2009 Annual Action Plan, Neighborhood Stabilization Program Plan (NSP Plan)
which outlines a strategy for alleviating the problem of home foreclosures and related vacancies.

BACKGROUND:

The NSP Plan, approved by Council on November 17, 2008, describes the activities Avondale is
undertaking with its NSP funds from the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 which
appropriated $2,466,039 to Avondale for assisting in the redevelopment of foreclosed homes. Staff
proposes the following changes to the NSP Plan:

1. Delete the rental rehabilitation activity and move $616,510 to homeownership assistance; and
2. Add 9 neighborhoods to the list of Target Neighborhoods.

The Neighborhood and Family Services Commission recommended accepting the changes at their
August 26, 2009 meeting.

DISCUSSION:

NSP funds must be targeted to the neighborhoods with the greatest number of foreclosures (Target
Neighborhoods). Recent market data on loan delinquencies indicates the probability of a significant
number of new foreclosures in 9 neighborhoods that were not included as part of the original 21
Target Neighborhoods. Based on current foreclosure and loan default data, staff is proposing
addition of the following subdivisions as target neighborhoods: Coldwater Springs, Diamond Ridge,
Dysart Ranch, Tres Rios Landing, Garden Trails, Crystal Ridge, Fulton Estates, Donatela Il and
Cantada Ranch.

To fund the additional service area staff is recommending eliminating the rental rehabilitation NSP
activity and transferring the associated $616,510 budget to the homebuyer assistance activity and
assisting an additional 12 to 18 homebuyers (see new budget in resolution). The $616,510
constitutes the 25% Very-Low Income (VLI) set-aside from which Avondale is required to assist
households earning 50% of the HUD Area Medium Income. Market conditions currently support VLI
homeownership. Forty-Eight Percent (48%) of the foreclosed homes on the market this month are
priced below $120,000, the affordability range for VLI homeowners. A surplus of multi-family rental
units (as indicated by the 9% vacancy rate) and single family investor owned rental units has
decreased rental rates overall and increased the availability of rental units affordable to VLI renters.
A secondary consideration in making this recommendation is the reduced need for rental units
afforable to very low income families. There is an abundance of affordable rental opportunities for
families in Avondale.




BUDGETARY IMPACT:

The NSP funds are provided to the City in the form of a grant and do not require matching funds.
There is no impact on the General Fund.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Council hold a public hearing and adopt a resolution amending the
2008-2009 Annual Action Plan, Neighborhood Stabilization Program Plan (NSP Plan) which outlines
a strategy for alleviating the problem of home foreclosures and related vacancies.

2008-2009 ANNUAL ACTION PLAN AMENDMENT NO 2
AVONDALE NSP PLAN
JULY 31, 2009

The City of Avondale engaged in a sustained proactive response to the collapse of the
housing market in Avondale when it began implementation of its Neighborhood
Stabilization Program (NSP) on March 19, 2009, the effective date the $2.4 million NSP
funding contract with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).
Through this contract Avondale committed to convert vacant foreclosed properties into
homeownership and rental opportunities and demolish blighted properties. Avondale is
undertaking these activities in its areas of greatest need (“Target Neighborhood”)
established by the following criteria using September 2008 market data: 1) Greatest
percentage of home foreclosures; 2) highest percentage of homes financed by a subprime
mortgage related loan; and 3) likely to face a significant rise in the rate of foreclosures.

Avondale keeps up to date with current market conditions and trends to inform NSP
project implementation and adjust program design as necessary to remove obstacles to
implementation. This is accomplished by maintaining real estate data base subscriptions,
regular discussions with Housing Our Communities (homebuyer assistance provider) and
regular meetings with the Avondale Real Estate Advisory Group (representatives from
the real estate community). Recent changes in the market require adjustment to
Avondale’s NSP program through an amendment to the NSP Plan.

A significant rise in the loan delinquency rate in many Avondale neighborhoods indicates
the coming of a second wave of foreclosures within the next few months. The average
number of delinquencies in Avondale neighborhoods is double now what is was when the
original Target Neighborhoods were established, up 54% from 4.4% to 6.8%. Realtor
attending the most recent Real Estate Advisory Group on July 9, 2009 indicated that
current loan delinquencies will most probably default and become foreclosures by the end
of the summer. In compliance with NSP greatest need criteria (#3 above) Avondale
proposes to add 10 neighborhoods with above average delinquencies (6.8%) to its list of
Target Neighborhoods (see Table 2 below). All of the neighborhoods proposed as new
Target Neighborhoods have a Need Factor of 20 pursuant to the NSP 2 HUD Website.

A related adjustment necessary in Avondale’s NSP Plan is an increase in funding for the
homebuyer assistance activity to fund the increase in Target Neighborhoods. Avondale
proposes to shift its 25% Very-Low Income (VLI) set-aside from rental rehabilitation to
homebuyer assistance (see Table 1 below). Low housing prices and low interest rates
create ideal conditions for VLI homebuyers. Of the foreclosed homes on the market this
month, 48% are below $120,000 (the price range for most VLI homebuyers). Housing
Our Communities Inc. asserts that it is possible to assist the 12 to 18 VLI homebuyers
necessary to spend the $616,510 set-aside based on the number of VLI applicants on file
and that 21% of the homeowners assisted in the last year are VLI. The change in the set-
aside activity is further supported by the scarcity of small multi-family properties
necessary to accomplish the original rental rehabilitation concept.

RESOLUTION NO. 2855-1009

A RESOLUTION OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AVONDALE,
ARIZONA, APPROVING A SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE 2008-2009
ANNUAL ACTION PLAN PORTION OF THE 2006-2009 CONSOLIDATED
PLAN AND AUTHORIZING ITS SUBMISSION TO THE U.S. DEPARTMENT
OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT REGARDING AMENDING
THE USE OF NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION FUNDS.

WHEREAS, Title III of Division B of the Housing and Economic Recovery Act
(“HERA”) (Public Law 110-289, approved July 30, 2008), establishes the Neighborhood
Stabilization Program (“NSP”) for emergency assistance for redevelopment of abandoned and
foreclosed homes and residential properties, and provides under a rule of construction that,
unless HERA states otherwise, the grants are to be considered Community Development Block
Grant (“CDBG”) funds; and

WHEREAS, the City of Avondale (the “City”) entered in a contract with the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) on March 19, 2009, to provide
$2,466,039 in NSP funds for the City to use within an 18-month period from the date of receipt
to purchase and redevelop abandoned and foreclosed homes and residential properties; and

WHEREAS, HUD has issued regulations in the Federal Register [under Docket No. FR-
5255-N-01] (the “Regulations”) which define the statutory requirements of NSP and which
require an amendment to the 2008-2009 Annual Action Plan as a condition of receiving NSP
funds; and

WHEREAS, the City of Avondale 2006-2009 Consolidated Plan (the “Consolidated
Plan”) was approved by Council of the City of Avondale (the “City Council”) on May 1, 2006
and by HUD in June 2006; and

WHEREAS, the City of Avondale 2008-2009 Annual Action Plan (the “Action Plan”)
was approved by the City Council on April 21, 2008; and

WHEREAS, the City prepared an amendment to the Action Plan to accommodate the
NSP funds (the “First Amendment”) in accordance with the Regulations, which First
Amendment was approved on November 17, 2008; and

WHEREAS, the City has completed public participation requirements in accordance

with the Regulations, including a 30-day comment period during which a draft of a second
amendment was posted on the City website (August 4, 2009 though September 4, 2009) through

which comments were able to be received from City residents for incorporation into the Action
Plan (the “Second Amendment”).

BACKGROUND:

The subject property was annexed into the City on May 26, 1981.

On May 21, 2007, the City Council rezoned approximately 62 acres, including the subject
property, to PAD (Planned Area Development) for a proposed mixed use development called
La Entrada.

The original La Entrada PAD included a multi-family residential component (22 dwelling units
per acre) north of Encanto Blvd. and a commercial/office component south of Encanto Blvd.
On February 2, 2009, the City Council approved an amendment to the permitted use list for the
south half of the La Entrada PAD, to allow “movie studio production and support facilities” and
“‘indoor live entertainment, outdoor amphitheater, and theater support facilities” as permitted
uses.

On September 14, 2009, the City Council voted unanimously to approve an additional
amendment to the La Entrada PAD, amending the conceptual development plan, use list, and
development standards. The amendment also changed the name of the PAD from La Entrada
to Avondale Live.

The subject property is bounded by 99th Ave. on the east; Gateway Pavilions on the south;
CJS Movie Studio, Rio Vista Elementary School, large lot County residential neighborhood on
the west; and a vacant property on the north.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST:

1.

The applicant has requested site plan approval for Phase | of Avondale Live. Phase | is
approximately 24.5 acres, located at the southwest quarter of the development. The Avondale
Live Conceptual Development Plan designates Phase | as the Studio District.

The site plan for Phase | will include three structures. A 65' tall, 274,560 square foot building
(Building 1) to be used for offices, production stages, indoor storage, and tourist areas; a 65'
tall, 43,200 square foot building (Building 2) used for wardrobe creation, set construction,
electrical work, and indoor storage; and a 65' tall, 56,000 square foot six-story parking garage.
Included in the 24.5 acre Studio District development, Phase | will include the dedication and
construction of the full width of Encanto Blvd., as well as the remaining half-street of 99th Ave.
for the entire length of the Avondale Live site. The 99th Ave. construction will include the




relocation and underground piping of the existing SRP canal that runs north-south along the
eastern property line.

. The Studio District will be accessed by three primary driveways off of Encanto Blvd, as follows:

The easternmost driveway will be utilized by the general public, and will provide access to the
parking garage and a small surface parking lot to the east of the parking garage; the middle
driveway will include a gated guard station and will be used for studio personnel; the
westernmost driveway will include a gated guard station and will be used for deliveries. An
additional driveway will be included at the south end of the property off of 99th Ave. utilized
primarily as a service drive.

The landscape plan includes a wide variety of landscape material throughout the site. At total
of 15% of the site will be landscaped. This includes pedestrian areas near the main entrance to
Building 1, the café area on the east end of Building 1, and specimen landscape arrangements
around the main driveway entrances.

Buildings 1 and 2 will be concrete tilt-panel construction with decorative metal panels, scoring,
and coloring, with storefront windows on the office portion of Building 1. The parking garage
will be constructed largely of concrete with decorative metal railings along the exterior
staircase. The parking garage will also include a decorative metal screen painted with film-
related images on all four sides.

Storm water retention will be accommodated by temporary basins located to the east of Phase
| in the Phase Il area. Permanent storm water retention will be constructed as part of the Phase
Il development and will handle all storm water from both Phase | and Phase II.

PARTICIPATION:

On March 9, 2009, a letter of notification and a copy of the site plan were mailed to property owners
within 500 feet of the property. No comments have been received to date.

PLANNING COMMISSION ACTION:

At their October 8, 2009 meeting, the Planning Commission voted 5-0 to forward a recommendation
of APPROVAL subject to the following conditions:

Development shall be in conformance with the Site Plan, Elevation Plan, Landscape Plan,
project narrative, photometric plan, and comprehensive sign package date stamped September
3, 2009.

The site plan shall expire one year after approval unless a building permit has been issued.

All development shall be done in accordance with the City of Avondale General Engineering
Requirements Manual and the City of Avondale Supplement to MAG Uniform Specifications
and Details.

All common landscape areas shall be maintained by the property owner in accordance with the
approved landscaping plan.

No exterior equipment, including, but not limited to, mechanical equipment and roof ladders,
shall be allowed where they are visible to the public from an off-site location.

Landscape material adjacent to the property line shall not impede the pedestrian or fire lane
access routes.

Financial assurance for all work within the public right-of-way shall be made prior to the
issuance of the first construction permit.

As part of the first phase of development, the developer shall relocate the existing SRP
irrigation canal along 99th Ave. per SRP requirements. This shall include, but not be limited to,
the construction of the new pipe and the recording of any necessary easements.

The developer shall dedicate right-of-way for 99th Ave. as required by the City Engineer prior
to the issuance of a building permit.

The developer shall dedicate right-of-way for Encanto Blvd. from the eastern property line to
the western property line of the subject property as required by the City Engineer prior to the
issuance of a building permit.

As part of the first phase of development, the developer shall construct the full half-street
improvements of the west side of 99th Ave. adjacent to the subject property and the entire




width of Encanto Blvd. as shown in the PAD amendment.

12. Prior to the issuance of a building permit, the developer shall contribute towards the cost of the
design, purchase, and installation of new traffic signals warranted by this development, as
determined by the City Engineer. This contribution will include no more than 50% of the cost of
design, purchase, and installation of a new traffic signal at the intersection of 99th Ave. and
Encanto Blvd.

13. To the extent allowed by law, all Type 1 and Irrigation Grandfathered Groundwater Rights
appurtenant to the property shall be properly extinguished and the resulting Assured Water
Supply credits pledged to the City of Avondale's account at the Arizona Department of Water
Resources prior to recordation of the final plat or issuance of a building permit, whichever
comes first.

14. The developer shall allocate any SRP surface water rights or any other surface water rights to
the City prior to recordation of the final plat or issuance of a building permit, whichever comes
first.

15. The developer will abandon any existing registered or unregistered wells using ADWR's well
abandonment rules prior to recordation of the final plat or issuance of a building permit,
whichever comes first.

16. Prior to the issuance of a building permit, the applicant shall revise the ten-foot wall elevations,
trash enclosure wall elevations, and three-foot wall elevations to provide enhanced design and
to more closely match the building architecture as determined by the Zoning Administrator or
designee. All plans revised through this condition shall be replaced by the applicant in the
Planning Division files by the revised plans, prior to the issuance of a building permit.

17. Prior to the issuance of a building permit, the all plans showing the location of the
trash/recycling enclosure at the south end of property shall be revised to show the
trash/recycling enclosure outside of the public utility easement, and the adjacent public utility
easement shall be landscaped. All plans revised through this condition shall be replaced by the
applicant in the Planning Division files by the revised plans, prior to the issuance of a building
permit.

18. Prior to the issuance of a building permit, the applicant shall work with staff to ensure that the
reflectivity of the Building 1 exterior glass does not negatively affect the surrounding area.

ANALYSIS:
General Plan, Freeway Corridor Specific Plan, and North Avondale Specific Plan

e The General Plan and Freeway Corridor Specific Plan designate the subject property as
Mixed-Use, with a mix of high.intensity uses and a retail commercial emphasis. The existing
PAD and the proposed Phase | site plan meet the intent of the Mixed Use designation.

o The Freeway Corridor Specific Plan refers to the portion of the property south of Encanto Blvd.
as a corridor entry area, which is most suited for regional and community-wide commercial
services. The Phase | development is designed to provide a regional attraction for the area.
The proposed site plan meets the intent of the Freeway Corridor Specific Plan.

Site Layout

o The site is designed with two primary areas: A public area and a private area. The public area
is accessed by the easternmost driveway off of Encanto Blvd. and allows access to the parking
garage, pedestrian access to the café and tourism portion of Building 1. The private area is
accessed by the two westernmost driveways from Encanto Blvd. and an additional driveway
from 99th Ave at the south end of the property. The private area of the development is
surrounded by a ten foot masonry screen wall to assist in maintaining privacy and security. The
three vehicular entrances to the private area are gated and include guard stations.

e The public entrance provides adequate access for the general public. The private driveways
provide access for studio personnel and deliveries to assist in keeping the traffic separate from
the general public.




Landscaping

The applicant has provided a landscaping plan that shows 15% of the site as landscaped, in
compliance with the PAD. This includes lush landscaping along Encanto Blvd., landscaping
throughout the surface parking areas, a landscaped three foot berm on the east side of the
public surface parking lot to screen the parking from 99th Ave., and landscaping along the
remainder of the east property line to soften the appearance of the ten foot masonry wall
surrounding the private area of the development.

The landscaping includes a unique palette of landscape materials designed to differentiate the
project from other developments in the area to include: Palo Verde trees, Sissoo, Sierra Sun,
California Fan Palms, Swan Hill Olives, and Specimen Ironwoods. The Specimen Ironwood
trees will provide a feeling of importance to the development and enhance the site at these key
locations on the property.

The landscape palette also includes a wide variety of cacti and succulents to provide a desert
setting.

Access, Circulation, and Parking

The Phase | development is accessed primarily from Encanto Blvd. As part of the
improvements for Phase |, the developer is required to widen 99th Ave. to its ultimate cross-
section, include southbound deceleration lanes at from 99th Ave. to Encanto Blvd., and
contribute 50% of the cost of a future traffic signal. The traffic signal is required to be installed
when development warrants it.

The general public will be allowed to access the site through an open driveway off of Encanto
Blvd. Studio personnel and service vehicles will use two gated driveways off of Encanto Blvd.
By separating the three driveways, circulation for each of the three types of traffic kept away
from each other, providing better circulation in their distinct areas.

To increase pedestrian safety, all instances where sidewalks cross vehicular driveways or
aisles have been clearly defined by the use of decorative pavers.

As part of the Phase | improvements, Encanto Blvd. will be constructed to its full cross-section
from 99th Ave. to the west property line of the development, where it will end in a cul-de-sac. A
condition of approval of the PAD amendment requires the dedication of Encanto Blvd. right-of-
way to the west property line. At this time, the City Engineer has determined that a connection
to the existing Encanto Blvd. to the west is not necessary. At a future date, if such a connection
is warranted, the right-of-way will be available to extend the street to the west.

The Avondale Live PAD requires a total of 852 parking spaces. The Phase | site plan provides
1,376 parking spaces. The majority of the parking spaces are provided in the parking garage,
with an additional public parking lot to the east of the parking garage, and an employee parking
lot to the south of Building 1. Additionally, the site plan provides 45 oversized parking spaces
for trucks and other large vehicles to the west of Building 1.

Building Architecture

The building architecture is contemporary, with the primary building materials being concrete
tilt-panel, glass, and metal panels. The concrete is designed with deep scoring, shading,
coloring, insets, and other architectural enhancements to break up large expanses of blank
walls.

Building 1 is proposed to include a large LED light panel wrapping around the northeast corner
of the building. The PAD and Zoning Ordinance do not specifically allow this type of sign;
however. The applicant will need to seek an Economic Development Agreement (EDA) with
the City in order to receive approval for this type of sign. The applicant has provided elevations
showing the appearance of the building with the LED panels removed, in case an EDA is not
approved as needed.

The parking garage is designed to be mostly open air, with short screen walls at each level to
screen vehicles. The garage is shown with a decorative metal screen with images painted




directly on the metal to provide screening of the sides of the garage and to provide visual
interest in the building. Additionally, the exterior staircase has been designed to be an integral
architectural feature on the east side of the garage, providing further visual interest in the
building.

Community Impact

e The proposed development will provide a unique regional industry and tourist attraction.

e The Phase | development will result in the widening of 99th Ave. to its ultimate cross section
and the burying of the SRP canal along 99th Ave. for the entire length of the property. The
development will also include the dedication of the Encanto Blvd. alignment, and the
construction of Encanto Blvd.

Conclusion

o Based on the information provided by the applicant and the analysis by staff, staff recommends
approval of the site plan. This request meets the required criteria and will conform to the
conditions of approval.

FINDINGS:

1. The project meets the General Plan Land Use of Mixed Use for this site.

2. The proposed development conforms to the Avondale Live PAD and the Avondale Zoning
Ordinance.

3. The project meets the Avondale Design Manual for Commercial, Industrial, and Multi-Family
Residential Development.

4. The conditions of approval are reasonable to ensure conformance with the provisions of the
Avondale Zoning Ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Council should accept the findings and APPROVE application DR-09-4, subject to the 18
conditions recommended by the Planning Commission.
