b)  DESIGN BUILD CONTRACT – SUNDT – AVONDALE CIVIC CENTER - THIRD AMENDMENT

City Staff is requesting Council approval of the third amendment to the Design-Build Contract with Sundt Construction, Inc., to increase the contract amount by $31,328.00 for the purchase and installation of supplemental air conditioning units for the Information Technology room, resulting in an amended contract amount of $22,257,270.00.
