a.  ORDINANCE – ANNEXATION OF VAN BUREN STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY
The Council will consider an ordinance annexing segments of right-of-way along Van Buren Street between Dysart Road and Avondale Boulevard.  The Council will take appropriate action.

b. ORDINANCE – AVALON COMMERCIAL CORPORATION PROPERTY ANNEXATION
The Council will consider an ordinance annexing parcel numbers 501-01-018 and 500-01-016,  36 acres located west of Avondale Boulevard south of I-10.  The Council will take appropriate action.



c.  ORDINANCE – DEMORE/WHYMAN ANNEXATION 

The Council will consider an ordinance annexing a portion of parcel number 501-54-006G, a small piece of land located at 919 South 4th Street.  The Council will take appropriate action.

d.  RESOLUTION – INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT – LITTLETON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISTRICT – SUMMER RECREATION
The Council will consider a resolution authorizing an intergovernmental agreement with Littleton Elementary School District #65 for the purpose of offering a Summer Recreation Program for 2005, at a cost of $13, 000.  The Council will take appropriate action.

e. RESOLUTION – INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT – LITTLETON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISTRICT #65 – AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM
The Council will consider a resolution authorizing an intergovernmental agreement with Littleton Elementary School District #65 for the purpose of offering an After School Recreation Program at a cost of $10,000.  The Council will take appropriate action.

f. ORDINANCES – PUBLIC UTILITIES POWER EASEMENT/POWER DISTRIBUTION EASEMENT – SALT RIVER PROJECT


The Council will consider ordinances necessary to grant a Public Utilities Power Easement and a Power Distribution Easement to Salt River Project (SRP) for various buried electric distribution lines related to the City of Avondale Civic Center.  The Council will take appropriate action.

g.  ORDINANCE – RIGHT-OF-WAY – SOUTH AVONDALE SIDEWALK PROJECT PHASE 2
The Council will consider an ordinance accepting the dedication of certain right-of-way related to the South Avondale Sidewalk Project, Phase II.  The Council will take appropriate action.

h.  RESOLUTION – JOINT FACILITY USE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT – CITY OF GOODYEAR
The Council will consider a resolution authorizing an intergovernmental agreement with the City of Goodyear for temporary joint use of Goodyear Fire Station 181.  The Council will take appropriate action.

i. ORDINANCE – ACQUISITION OF PROPERTY BY PURCHASE OR CONDEMNATION – 107TH AVENUE AND THOMAS ROAD STREET PROJECT
The Council will consider an ordinance authorizing the acquisition by purchase or condemnation of property required for drainage easements and right-of-way purposes relating to the 107th Avenue and Thomas Road Street Improvement Project.  The Council will take appropriate action.


j.    SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSE – ST. THOMAS AQUINAS CHURCH PICNIC
City Staff is requesting that Council consider an application for a special event liquor license for St. Thomas Aquinas, 13720 West Thomas Road, for April 3, 2005.  The Council will take appropriate action.


k. PURCHASE AGREEMENT – TRUCKS WEST OF PHOENIX - SANITATION  TRUCK
City Staff is requesting Council approval of a purchase agreement with Trucks West of Phoenix, for the purchase of one Heil 27 yard rear load sanitation truck at a total cost of $163,261.27.  The Council will take appropriate action.

l. PURCHASE AGREEMENT – NORWOOD EQUIPMENT INC. - PM-10 STREET SWEEPER 

City Staff is requesting Council approval of a purchase agreement with Norwood Equipment Inc. for the purchase of a PM-10 certified street sweeper in the amount of $173,866.73.  The Council will take appropriate action.


m. PURCHASE OF PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT – DONNIE HALE PARK
City Staff is requesting Council authorization to purchase playground equipment for Donnie Hale Park through the State of Arizona Cooperative Purchasing Program with Micon Construction and Miracle Playground Sales Southwest for a total of $68,831.22.  The Council will take appropriate action.

n.  CHANGE ORDER 1 – AJP ELECTRIC, INC. - TRAFFIC SIGNAL MODIFICATIONS – CENTRAL AVENUE AND VAN BUREN 

City Staff is requesting Council approval of change order 1 to the AJP Electric, Inc.’s contract for the traffic signal modification project at the intersection of Central Avenue and Van Buren Street in the amount of $8,283.16.  The Council will take appropriate action.

o.  RENEWAL OF INSURANCE BROKERAGE SERVICES CONTRACT
Staff is requesting that the City Council approve a one-year extension of the existing Insurance Brokerage Services Contract with MARSH USA at a cost not to exceed $75,000.  The Council will take appropriate action.

p. FINAL PLAT APPROVAL – FABRIC DEPOT PLAZA FP-04-8
The Council will consider a request from T. Wade Earl for final plat approval for Fabric Depot Plaza, 5.02 acres located at the southwest corner of Eliseo C. Felix Jr. Way and Van Buren Street. The Council will take appropriate action.

q. DESIGN SERVICES AGREEMENT – STANLEY CONSULTANTS, INC. – 107TH AVENUE BRIDGE WIDENING
City Staff is requesting Council approval of a contract with Stanley Consultants, Inc. to provide design services for widening of the 107th Avenue bridge over the RID Canal in the amount of $47,000.  The Council will take appropriate action.


r. AMENDMENT 2 – NESBITT CONTRACTING CO. INC. – DESIGN BUILD CONTRACT – DYSART ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROJECT
City Staff is requesting Council approval of Amendment 2 to the Nesbitt Contracting Co. Inc. Design-Build Contract for construction phase services required for Phase 2 of this project, which includes reconstructing the west half of Dysart Road between I-10 and Van Buren in the amount of $927,177.96.  The Council will take appropriate action.

SOUTHWEST GAS FRANCHISE AGREEMENT
City Staff is requesting Council authorize a franchise agreement with Southwest Gas Corporation for the operation of its gas system within the public rights of way within the City of Avondale.  The Council will take appropriate action.

8)
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT – DH VENTURES
City Staff is requesting Council approve an Economic Development Agreement with DH Ventures to facilitate the development of a Hilton Garden Inn and a Hilton Homewood Suites at the southeast corner of Avondale Boulevard and Interstate 10.  The Council will take appropriate action.

PUBLIC HEARING - DYSART ROAD MINOR GENERAL PLAN AMENDMENT        GP-04-4
The Council will hold a public hearing and consider a Minor General Plan Amendment to change the land use designation from Medium High Density Residential (4-8 dwelling units per acre) to Commercial, 11.5 acres, located along the east side of Dysart Road from Brinker Drive to Jefferson Street and from Jackson Street to the La Mar Boulevard alignment.  The Council will take appropriate action.

PUBLIC HEARING – OAK PARK REZONING Z-04-9
The Council will hold a public hearing and consider a request for rezoning from Eastwood Construction and Development from AG (Agricultural) to PAD (Planned Area Development), 16.5 acres located on the southeast corner of Avondale Boulevard and Thomas Road.  The Council will take appropriate action.

SITE PLAN – 101 TRUCK AND AUTO WASH DR-04-40
The Council will consider a request for site plan approval from Mr. Zygmunt Kwasnica for 101 Truck and Auto Wash, 7.57 acres located on the southeast corner of 101st Avenue and Roosevelt Street.  The Council will take appropriate action.

PUBLIC HEARING – CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT – EXISTING CELLULAR TOWER EXTENSION CU-04-7
The Council will hold a public hearing and consider a request for a Conditional Use Permit from Mr. Scott Quinn, Agua Fria High School District #26, to allow a 10-foot height extension on an existing 95-foot cellular tower in the R1-6 (Single-Family Residential) zoning district, located on the northeast corner of Riley Drive and Dysart Road.  The Council will take appropriate action.
