Participants took time out of their busy schedules to successfully compete the ten-week 
course which included informative workshops and tours focused on their community and how the 
City of Avondale functions as an organization dedicated to public service.

BACKGROUND:

Since 2007, when the city launched its first Citizens Leadership Academy (CLA), the city continues 
to work toward the council goal of encouraging greater community involvement. Avondale's CLA is 
a ten-week program that is designed to provide participants with a comprehensive, behind-the-
scenes perspective on city government with interactive and informative workshops on topics 
ranging from how the city runs to future development and building strong neighborhoods.

Creators of Soulful Expressions Open Mic Night 5/2/2016

PURPOSE:

The Soulful Expressions Open Mic Night at the Civic Center Library was created and is now 
managed by three exceptional seniors from La Joya Community High School. Wintana Yohannes, 
Daniela Acosta, and Jahnez Wong are to be recognized for their contributions to serving the 
Avondale community and providing a unique expression opportunity for teenagers and young adults 
in a public environment to develop and grow personal skills in public speaking.

BACKGROUND:

Ten months ago, three seniors from La Jolla High School initiated a meeting with Avondale Library 
staff. Their goal was to find a community space where teenagers could come together as an outlet 
for self-expression. Unable to find anything like this on the West Valley, they sought the library as a 
venue.  From this idea, and through their creativity and determination, Avondale’s monthly Soulful 
Expressions Open Mic Night was born.

Wintana Yohannes, Jahnez Wong and Daniela Acosta collectively make up the group known as 
Speak EZ Poetry.  A group started during their junior year of high school as a way to share their 
own poetry with each other.  Now, Speak EZ Poetry can be found all over social media. To their 
peers, it has come to mean a safe place where anyone can express themselves without 
judgement.  This same ideal has carried over to the Soulful Expressions Open Mic Nights.

DISCUSSION:

Since July of 2015, teens and adults have gathered at the Civic Center Library on the second 
Saturday of the month for the Soulful Expression Open Mic Night.  The desire to create an outlet for 
teen expression has become a conduit in which the community can appreciate artistic expression.  
Many participants share their poetry, music and creative talents to an attendance that ranges 
between forty and sixty. Others come to support and to be inspired. Wintana, Jahnez and Daniela 
are central to the success of each event.  Not only do they help promote, setup, and host every 
open mic night, but they are all gifted performers as well.  

Through community involvement like this and as active leaders at their school, Wintana, Jahnez 
and Daniela have been making their voices heard.  All three will be graduating this month, going off 
to college, and on to bigger and brighter futures.  Wintana will be attending Williams College in 
Massachusetts, where she plans to double major in English and Environmental Science with a 
concentration on African Studies.  Jahnez will be pursuing a journalism career at the Walter 



Cronkite School of Journalism at Arizona State University. Daniela intends to study graphic design 
at Northern Arizona University, while continuing her writing aspirations as a songwriter and fantasy 
novel author.

PURPOSE:

Staff is recommending approval of the Council Subcommittee's and staff's recommendations for 
appointment to the Avondale Judicial Advisory Board.

BACKGROUND:

On October 21, 2013, the City Council established the Judicial Advisory Board (JAB) to evaluate 
and recommend to the City Council a list of three of the best qualified applicants for the position of 
City Judge in cases where there is a vacancy and to evaluate and recommend to the City Council 
whether a sitting judge should be retained. 

Judge Craig Jennigs was appointed by the Council on July 14, 2014 with a two-year contract that is 
due to expire on August 16, 2016.  Per the adopted ordinance, the Judicial Advisory Board will 
schedule meetings in the next few months to conduct an evaluation of Judge Jennings and prepare 
a recommendation to the City Council regarding whether Judge Jennings should be retained. 

The terms of the member representing the State Bar of Arizona and the municipal court judge have 
expired therefore new members must be appointed by the City Council.

DISCUSSION:

The Council Subcommittee on Boards, Commissions and Committees held a meet and greet on 
April 26th to interview three nominees submitted by the State Bar and are recommending the 
appointment of Mr. David R. Fuller to the State Bar designated position in the Judicial Advisory 
Board.  Mr. Fuller's term will expire July 1, 2020.

The Honorable Maria Brewer is the Presiding Judge for the City of Buckeye and has expressed 
interest in being appointed to the Avondale Judicial Advisory Board.  Staff is recommending her 
appointment with an expiration date of July 1, 2020.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff is recommending approval of the Council Subcommittee's recommendation for appointment of 
Mr. David R. Fuller and Staff's recommendation for the appointment of The Honorable Maria 
Brewer to the Avondale Judicial Advisory Board.

PURPOSE:
Staff is requesting that the City Council approve a cooperative purchasing agreement between the 
City of Avondale and Stifel, Nicolaus & Company, Incorporated for financial advisory services in 
connection with three bond refundings in addition to a new bond issue totaling approximately $39 
million.

BACKGROUND:
When issuing or refunding municipal debt, it is appropriate to procure the services of a financial 
advisor to assist with the process. The Crane Elementary School District No. 13 entered into 
Contract No. C-007-1213 on June 11, 2013 (attached as Exhibit A). Under its Municipal Code 
Section 25-24, the City is allowed to purchase such services under this contract. Please see Page 
13 of the Cooperative Purchasing Agreement to see other municipal, 
school and county participants. 

Stifel has been the City's financial advisor and/or underwriter for all bond issues and refundings for 
the past several years, and staff is very pleased with the quality of their work and their knowledge of 
the municipal bond markets, rating agencies, etc.. Staff would propose to continue that relationship 
under this Cooperative Purchasing Agreement.

DISCUSSION:
Staff is proposing to refund three of the City's excise tax bond issues totaling $28.6 million in 
addition to issuing an additional $9 million in sewer revenue bonds. In circumstances where the City 
is entering the bond market, it is appropriate to engage the services of a financial advisor. The 
advisor serves as a fiduciary to the City and offers assistance and guidance with items such as 
preparing and proofreading the Official Statement, working on the bond rating process, facilitating 
discussions with the City's bond counsel, and advising on the competitive market sale vs a 
negotiated sale with the underwriter who will eventually purchase and market the bonds to 
investors. 

It is important to have a financial advisor in such large bond transactions, as it is important to have 
the expertise of a firm that can advise on the municipal bond markets in addition to all of the 
regulations imposed by the Securities and Exchange Commission (Federal Agency that regulates 
the underwriters).



BUDGET IMPACT:
This transaction will not have a budgetary impact, as the financial advisory fees will be netted from 
the savings on the refunding and paid at the closing of the bonds. The Cooperative Purchasing 
Agreement sets an upper limit on the fee at $150,000 for this transaction. The Crane pricing 
schedule is set forth on pages 96 and 97 of the Cooperative Purchasing Agreement, and staff 
expects the fee to be approximately $120,000, but is ultimately dependent upon duration of the 
bonds, credit ratings, and complexity of the issue. That fee will be finalized by the closing of the 
bonds, and will be clearly notated on the closing documents.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Council enter into a Cooperative Purchasing Agreement for the 
financial advisory services of Stifel, Nicolaus & Company, Incorporated in order to complete its 
upcoming bond refunding.

PURPOSE:
Staff is requesting that the City Council approve the Waxie Sanitary Supply Cooperative Purchasing 
Agreement in the amount of $30,000 annually and authorize the Mayor or City Manager and City 
Clerk to execute the contract documents.

BACKGROUND:

In January 2012, Waxie Sanitary Supply was awarded a purchasing agreement not to exceed an 
annual amount of $35,000 to provide sanitary supplies for the city.  A new contract is required as 
this contract allowed for three extensions and is scheduled to expire June 1, 2016. 

Waxie Sanitary Supply is a National supplier of sanitary products, janitorial supplies, and equipment 
to commercial, industrial, contractor, and institutional markets with a distribution center located in 
the Phoenix Valley. Waxie has proven to be a reliable source for the City of Avondale’s janitorial 
and sanitary supply needs. 

DISCUSSION:
Waxie has partnered with the City to manage inventory and product costs effectively. The new 
contract request can be reduced to an annual expenditure limit of $30,000 as a result of cost 
reduction methods that have been implemented.  The new Agreement would be effect June 2016 
through August 2020.

BUDGET IMPACT:
Funding for this Agreement is budgeted for in the Building Maintenance operating budget, Janitorial 
Supply line item 101-5420-00-7060.

RECOMMENDATION:
That City Council approve the Waxie Sanitary Supply Cooperative Purchasing Agreement in the 
amount of $30,000 annually and authorize the Mayor or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the 
contract documents.

PURPOSE:
Staff requests that City Council approve the amendment to the Cooperative Purchase Agreement 
between the City of Avondale and Allstaff Services, Inc. to provide temporary staffing services in an 
amount not to exceed $103,000 and authorize the Mayor or the City Manager and City Clerk to 
execute the necessary documents.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Avondale entered into a Cooperative Purchasing Agreement No. 13846, dated 
December 18, 2013, with Allstaff Services, Inc. based upon State of Arizona Contract No. 
ADSPO13-043968, dated March 25, 2013, as amended, to provide temporary staffing services. The 
Agreement provided for up to two successive one-year term extensions, which the City exercised, 
and provided for the maximum aggregate compensation not to exceed $45,000. The Agreement 
expired on March 24, 2016.

The City has used these temporary staffing services primarily to cover vacancies in the Finance and 
Budget Department’s Transaction Privilege Tax and Licensing Unit, which is responsible for tax 
collections and business licensing. The City plans to use temporary staffing services to cover these 
vacancies until the State of Arizona takes over state sales tax collections for the City.

DISCUSSION:
Staff evaluated the State of Arizona Contract No. ADSPO13-043968, dated March 25, 2013, as 
amended through March 24, 2016, and determined that the Contract has been extended through 
March 31, 2017 and provides for a ten percent (10%) reduction in compensation for all temporary 
positions. Staff also determined that the Contract meets the City’s procurement requirements. 

The amendment to the Agreement will increase total compensation from $45,000 to an amount not 
to exceed $103,000 and extend the Agreement until March 31, 2017.

BUDGET IMPACT:
The funding for the temporary staffing services has been planned and budgeted for in 101-5600-00-
5010 and will come from the Finance and Budget Department’s operating budget vacancy savings.



RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that City Council approve the amendment to the Cooperative Purchase 
Agreement between the City of Avondale and Allstaff Services, Inc. to provide temporary staffing 
services in an amount not to exceed $103,000 and authorize the Mayor or the City Manager and 
City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

FIRST AMENDMENT 
TO 

COOPERATIVE PURCHASING AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN 

THE CITY OF AVONDALE 
AND 

ALLSTAFF SERVICES, INC. 
 

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO COOPERATIVE PURCHASING AGREEMENT (this 
“First Amendment”) is entered into as of May 2, 2016, between the City of Avondale, an 
Arizona municipal corporation (the “City”), and Allstaff Services, Inc., an Arizona corporation 
(the “Consultant”). 
 

RECITALS 
 
A. After a competitive procurement process, the State of Arizona (the “State”) 

entered into Contract No. ADSPO13-043968, dated March 25, 2013, as amended by Amendment 
Number One, Amendment No. 2, dated February 12, 2015, and Change Order No. 6, dated 
March 24 2016 (collectively, the “State Contract”), with the Consultant for the Consultant to 
provide temporary staffing services.  A copy of Amendment No. 2 and Change Order No. 6 (the 
“Amendments”) are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by reference. 

 
B. The City and the Consultant entered into a Cooperative Purchasing Agreement, 

No. 13846, dated December 18, 2013 (the “Agreement”), based upon the State Contract, for the 
Consultant to provide the City with temporary staffing services (the “Services”).  All capitalized 
terms not otherwise defined in this First Amendment have the same meanings as contained in the 
Agreement. 

 
C. The City has determined that additional Services by the Consultant are necessary 

(the “Additional Services”). 
 
D. The City and the Consultant desire to enter into this First Amendment to (i) 

extend the term of the Agreement and (ii) provide for the cost of and purchase the Additional 
Services. 
 

AGREEMENT 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing introduction and recitals, which 
are incorporated herein by reference, the following mutual covenants and conditions, and other 
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, 
the City and the Consultant hereby agree as follows: 

 
1. Term of the Agreement.  The term of the Agreement is hereby extended and shall 

remain in full force and effect until March 31, 2017, unless terminated as otherwise provided 
pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Agreement.

PURPOSE:
Staff is requesting that City Council approve a Construction Contract with Nesbitt Contracting 
Company, Inc. to provide construction services for the McDowell Rd Improvements in the amount of 
$2,758,396.15, authorize the transfer of $33,000 from identified CIP Street Fund Line Items to CIP 
Street Fund Line Item 304-1012-00-8420 and authorize the Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk 
to execute the necessary documents.

BACKGROUND:
The City’s current Capital Improvement Program includes a project to improve the roadway on 
McDowell Road from the Agua Fria River Bridge to Avondale Boulevard. McDowell Road will be 
repaved within the limits. Median islands will be added from the bridge to 119th Avenue. This 
project will enhance the aesthetics along the corridor including LED street lights, added sidewalks 
and bike lanes along with landscaping.   

Council approved the Design Contract with Kimley Horn and Associates on June 15, 2015 to 
conduct the design of the improvements within this corridor.  Plans and specifications have been 
reviewed and approved.

DISCUSSION:
The main scope of work for this project will include: 

� Pavement replacement, curb, gutter and sidewalk installation 
� Median island installation 
� LED lighting 
� Landscaping 

BID PROCESS: 

Requests-for-Bid notices were published in the West Valley View on April 6 and April 13, 2016 and 
the Arizona Business Gazette on March 31, 2016.  The Development and Engineering Services 
Department held a non-mandatory pre-bid meeting on April 6, 2016.  Six (6) bids were received and 
opened on April 20, 2016.

 1.20 “Procurement Administrator” means a City employee, as designated on the cover of this IFB, 
who has specifically been designated to act as a contact person to the Bidders and/or Contractor relating to their 
IFB. 
 
 1.21 “Procurement Agent” means the City Manager or authorized designee. 

 1.22 “Procurement Code” means the City’s Procurement Code, as amended from time to time. 

 1.23 “Project” means the purpose and Work described as set forth in Section 2.1, in the 
“Purpose/Scope of Work” of the IFB. 

 1.24 “Punch List” means that list of items provided by City to Contractor at the time of Substantial 
Completion indicating items to be completed or corrected, including the time for completion or correction by 
Contractor after Substantial Completion. 

 1.25 “Services” means the furnishing of labor, time or effort by a Contractor, not involving the delivery 
of a specific end product other than reports which are merely incidental to the required performance and as further 
defined in this Contract.  This term does not include “professional and technical services” as defined in the 
Procurement Code. 

 1.26 “Specification” means any description of the physical characteristics, functional characteristics, or 
the nature of a commodity, product, supply or Services.  The term may include a description of any requirements 
for inspecting, testing, or preparing a supply or service item for delivery. 

 1.27 “Subcontractor” means those persons or groups of persons having a direct contract with the 
Contractor to perform a portion of the Work and those who furnish Materials according to the plans and/or 
Specifications required by this Contract. 

 1.28 “Substantial Completion” shall be defined as set forth in Section 3.16 below and shall occur not 
later than the date set forth in the Schedule, subject to modification by changes in the Work as provided in Section 
3.15 below. 

 1.29 “Vendor” means any firms, entities or individuals desiring to prepare a responsive Bid in response 
to this Invitation for Bids. 

 1.30 “Work” means all labor, Materials and equipment incorporated or to be incorporated in the Project 
that are necessary to accomplish the construction required by this Contract. 
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ARTICLE II – BID PROCESS; BID AWARD 

2.1 Purpose/Scope of Work.  The Work for this Project consists of improvements to McDowell Road 
from the Agua Fria Bridge to Avondale Boulevard in Avondale, Arizona, which will include (i) removing the 
existing facilities, (ii) installing new pavement, curb, gutter, sidewalk, street lighting, landscaping, irrigation, 
signal, storm drainage and (iii) other related miscellaneous work.  The City is issuing this IFB is to secure a 
qualified Arizona General Engineering Class A Licensed Contractor to perform the Work and provide Materials as 
more particularly described in the Specifications attached hereto as Exhibit A, and incorporated herein by 
reference.  Bidders must submit Bids encompassing the entire Project, inclusive of the related Plans and/or 
Construction Drawings.  Failure to do so may result in a determination that the Bid is non-responsive. 

2.2 Amendment of IFB.  Except as set forth in Section 3.56 below, no alteration may be made to this 
IFB or the resultant Contract without the express, written approval of the City in the form of an official IFB 
addendum or Contract amendment.  Any attempt to alter this IFB/Contract without such approval is a violation 
of this IFB/Contract and the City Procurement Code.  Any such action is subject to the legal and contractual 
remedies available to the City including, but not limited to, Contract cancellation and suspension and/or 
debarment of the Bidder or Contractor. 

2.3 Preparation/Submission of Bid.  Bidders are invited to participate in the competitive bidding 
process for the Project specified in this IFB.  Bidders shall review their Bid submissions to ensure the following 
requirements are met. 

A. Irregular/Non-responsive Bids.  The City will consider as “irregular” or “non-responsive” 
and shall reject any Bid not prepared and submitted in accordance with the IFB and Specifications, or any Bid 
lacking sufficient information to enable the City to make a reasonable determination of compliance with the 
Specifications.  Unauthorized or unreasonable exceptions, conditions, limitations, or provisions shall be cause for 
rejection.  Bids may be deemed non-responsive at any time during the evaluation process if, in the sole opinion of 
the Procurement Agent, any of the following are true: 

1. Bidder does not meet the minimum required skill, experience or requirements to 
perform the Work or provide the Materials. 

2. Bidder has a past record of failing to fully perform or fulfill contractual 
obligations. 

3. Bidder cannot demonstrate financial stability. 

4. Bid submission contains false, inaccurate or misleading statements that, in the 
opinion of the Procurement Agent, are intended to mislead the City in its evaluation of the Bid. 

B. Specification Minimums.  Bidders are reminded that the Specifications in this IFB are the 
minimum levels required and that Bids submitted must be for products that meet or exceed the minimum level of 
all features specifically listed in this IFB.  Bids offering less than the minimums specified will be deemed not 
responsive.  It shall be the Bidder’s responsibility to carefully examine each item listed in the Specifications. 

C. Required Submittal.  Bidders shall provide all of the following documents to be 
considered a responsive Bid: 

1. Complete, fully executed original of this IFB, with the Offer signed in ink by a 
person authorized to bind the Bidder. 

2. Price Sheet. 
 
3. Bid Bond. 
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4. Licenses; /DBE & MBE Status. 
 
5. References. 
 
6. Federal Requirements, if applicable. 
 
7. Acknowledgment for each Addendum received, if any. 

D. Bidder Responsibilities.  All Bidders shall  (1) examine the entire Bid package, (2) seek 
clarification of any item or requirement that may not be clear, (3) check all responses for accuracy before 
submitting a Bid and (4) submit the entire, completed Bid package by the official Bid Deadline.  Late Bids shall 
not be considered.  Bids not submitted with an original, signed Offer page by a person authorized to bind the 
Bidder shall be considered non-responsive.  Negligence in preparing a Bid shall not be good cause for withdrawal 
after the Bid Deadline. 

E. Sealed Bids.  All Bids shall be sealed and clearly marked with the IFB title and number 
on the lower left hand corner of the mailing envelope.  A return address must also appear on the outside of the 
sealed Bid. 

F. Address.  All Bids shall be directed to the following address:  City Clerk, 11465 West 
Civic Center Drive, Suite 200, Avondale, Arizona 85323, or hand-delivered to the City Clerk’s office. 

G. Bid Forms.  All Bids shall be on the forms provided in this IFB.  It is permissible to copy 
these forms if required.  Telegraphic (facsimile), electronic (email) or mailgram Bids will not be considered. 

H. Modifications.  Erasures, interlineations, or other modifications in the Bid shall be 
initialed in original ink by the authorized person signing the Bid. 

I. Withdrawal.  At any time prior to the specified Bid Opening, a Bidder (or designated 
representative) may amend or withdraw its Bid.  Facsimile, electronic (email) or mailgram Bid amendments or 
withdrawals will not be considered.  No Bid shall be altered, amended or withdrawn after the specified Bid 
Deadline, unless otherwise permitted pursuant to the City Procurement Code. 

2.4 Inquiries; Interpretation of Plans, Specifications and Drawings. 

A. Inquiries.  Any question related to the IFB, including any part of the Plans, 
Specifications, Scope of Work or other Contract Documents, shall be directed to the City Representative and 
Procurement Administrator whose names appear on the cover page of this IFB.  Verbal or telephone inquiries 
directed to City staff will not be answered.  Within two business days following the Final Date for Inquiries 
listed on the cover page of this IFB, answers to all questions received in writing or via e-mail will be mailed, 
sent via facsimile and/or e-mailed to all parties who obtained an IFB package from the City and who legibly 
provided a mailing address, facsimile and/or e-mail address to the City.  Questions shall be submitted in writing 
by the date indicated on the cover page of this IFB; the City will not respond to any inquiries submitted later 
than the Final Date for Inquiries.  The Vendor submitting such inquiry will be responsible for its prompt 
delivery to the City.  Any correspondence related to the IFB shall refer to the title and number, page and 
paragraph.  However, the Bidder shall not place the IFB number and title on the outside of any envelope 
containing questions, because such an envelope may be identified as a sealed Bid and may not be opened until 
the Bid Opening.  Any interpretations or corrections of the proposed Contract Documents will be made only by 
addenda duly approved and issued by the City.  The City will not be responsible for any other explanations or 
interpretations of the Contract Documents. 
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B. Addenda.  It shall be the Bidder’s responsibility to check for addenda issued to this IFB.  
Any addendum issued by the City with respect to this IFB will be available at:

C. Approval of Substitutions.  The Materials, products, and equipment described in this 
IFB establish a standard or required function, dimension, appearance and quality to be met by any proposed 
substitution.  No substitute will be considered unless written Substitution/Equal Request in the form attached 
hereto as Exhibit B, has been received by the City Representative at least ten days prior to the Bid Deadline.  
Each such request shall include the name of the Material or equipment for which it is to be substituted and a 
complete description of the proposed substitute, including any drawings, performance and test data and any 
other information necessary for evaluation of the substitute.  If a substitute is approved, the approval shall be by 
written addendum to the IFB.  Bidder shall not rely upon approvals made in any other manner. 

D. Use of Equals.  When the Specifications for materials, articles, products and equipment 
include the phrase “or equal,” Bidder may bid upon and use materials, articles, products and equipment that 
will perform equally the requirements imposed by the general design.  The Engineer will have the final approval 
of all materials, articles, products and equipment proposed to be used as an “equal.”  No such “equal” shall be 
purchased or installed without prior, written approval from the Engineer.  No “equal” will be considered unless 
a written Substitution/Equal Request, in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B, has been received by the City 
Representative at least ten days prior to the Bid Deadline.  The request shall include the name of the material or 
equipment for which the item is sought to be considered an equal and a complete description of the proposed 
equal including any drawings, cuts, performance and test data and any other information necessary for 
evaluation of the equal.  All approval of equals shall be issued in the form of written addendum or amendment, 
as applicable, to this IFB or the Contract. 

E. Bid Quantities.  It is expressly understood and agreed by the parties hereto that the 
quantities of the various classes of Services and/or Materials to be furnished under this Contract, which have 
been estimated as stated in the Bidders’ Offer, are only approximate and are to be used solely for the purpose of 
comparing, on a consistent basis, the Bidders’ Offers presented for the Work under this Contract.  The selected 
Contractor agrees that the City shall not be held responsible if any of the quantities shall be found to be incorrect 
and the Contractor will not make any claim for damages or for loss of profits because of a difference between 
the quantities of the various classes of Services and/or Materials as estimated and the Services and/or Materials 
actually provided.  Contractor is responsible for ensuring that all Materials contained in the Plans for the project 
are bid on the Price Sheet.  Contractor shall bring any potential discrepancy between the Plans and the Price 
Sheet to the City’s attention, either at the Prospective Bidders’ Conference or by written inquiry, as set forth in 
Subsection 2.4(A) above.  If any error, omission or misstatement is found to occur, the same shall not (1) 
invalidate this Contract or the whole or any part of the Scope of Work, (2) excuse Contractor from any of the 
obligations or liabilities hereunder or (3) entitle Contractor to any damage or compensation except as may be 
provided in this Contract. 

2.5 Prospective Bidders’ Conference.  A Prospective Bidders’ Conference may be held.  If 
scheduled, the date and time of the Prospective Bidders’ Conference will be indicated on the cover page of this 
IFB.  The Prospective Bidders’ Conference may be designated as mandatory or non-mandatory on the cover of 
this IFB.  Bids shall not be accepted from Bidders who do not attend a mandatory Prospective Bidders’ 
Conference.  Bidders are strongly encouraged to attend those Prospective Bidder’s Conferences designated as 
non-mandatory.  The purpose of the Prospective Bidders’ Conference will be to clarify the contents of the IFB 
in order to prevent any misunderstanding of the City’s requirements.  Any doubt as to the requirements of this 
IFB or any apparent omission or discrepancy should be presented to the City at the Prospective Bidders’ 
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Conference.  The City will then determine if any action is necessary and may issue a written amendment or 
addendum to the IFB.  Oral statements or instructions will not constitute an amendment or addendum to the IFB. 

2.6 New Materials.  All Materials to be provided by the Contractor and included in the Bid shall be 
new, unless otherwise stated in the Specifications. 

2.7 Prices.  Work shall be performed at the unit prices as set forth in the Price Sheet attached hereto 
as Exhibit C and incorporated herein by reference.  Bid prices shall be submitted on a per unit basis by line item, 
when applicable and include all applicable transaction privilege (sales) tax.  In the event of a disparity between 
the unit price and extended price, the unit price shall prevail.  NOTE:  All pricing blanks must be filled in.  
Empty or unfilled spaces in the Bid Price Sheet shall result in a determination that a Bid is non-responsive. 

2.8 Payment; Discounts.  Any Bid that requires payment in less than 30 Days shall not be considered.  
Payment discounts of 30 Days or less will not be deducted from the Bid Price in determining the low Bid.  The 
City shall be entitled to take advantage of any payment discount offered, provided payment is made within the 
discount period.  Payment discounts shall be indicated on Price Sheet. 

 2.9 Taxes.  The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax, including the Federal Transportation Tax.  
Transaction privilege tax, if any, shall be included in the unit price for each line item.   It shall not be considered 
a lump sum payment item.  Bidder should not include tax on any allowances.  It is the sole responsibility of the 
Bidder to determine any applicable State tax rates and calculate the tax accordingly.  Failure to accurately tabulate 
any applicable taxes may result in a determination that a Bid is non-responsive.  The Bidder shall not rely on, and 
shall independently verify, any tax information provided by the City. 
 

2.10 Federal Funding.  It is the responsibility of the Bidder to verify and comply with federal 
requirements that may apply to the Work (the “Federal Requirements”).  It is also the responsibility of the Bidder 
to incorporate any necessary amounts in the Bid to accommodate for required federal record-keeping, necessary 
pay structures or other matters related to the Federal Requirements.  Federal Requirements, if any, shall be attached 
hereto as Exhibit D.  In addition to any applicable Federal Requirements, this procurement is subject to a number 
of state and City regulations.  In general, where these rules conflict, the more stringent law or rule applies. 

2.11 Cost of Bid/Proposal Preparation.  Bids submitted for consideration should be prepared simply 
and economically, providing adequate information in a straightforward and concise manner.  The City does not 
reimburse the cost of developing, presenting or providing any response to this solicitation; the Bidder is 
responsible for all costs incurred in responding to this IFB.  All materials and documents submitted in response to 
this IFB become the property of the City and will not be returned. 

2.12 Public Record.  All Bids shall become the property of the City.  After Contract award, Bids shall 
become public records and shall be available for public inspection in accordance with the City’s Procurement 
Code, except that any portion of a Bid that was designated as confidential pursuant to Section 2.13 below shall 
remain confidential from and after the time of Bid opening to the extent permitted by Arizona law. 

2.13 Confidential Information.  If a Vendor/Bidder believes that a Bid, Specification, or protest 
contains information that should be withheld from the public record, a statement advising the Procurement Agent 
of this fact shall accompany the submission and the information shall be clearly identified.  The information 
identified by the Vendor or Bidder as confidential shall not be disclosed until the Procurement Agent makes a 
written determination.  The Procurement Agent shall review the statement and information with the City Attorney 
and shall determine in writing whether the information shall be withheld.  If the City Attorney determines that it is 
proper to disclose the information, the Procurement Agent shall inform the Vendor or Bidder in writing of such 
determination. 

2.14 Vendor Licensing and Registration.  Prior to the award of the Contract, the successful Bidder shall 
(A) be registered with the Arizona Corporation Commission and authorized to do business in Arizona and (B) have 
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a completed Request for Vendor Number on file with the City Financial Services Department.  Bidders shall 
provide license and certification information with the Bid, attached as Exhibit E and incorporated herein by 
reference.  Upon the City’s request, corporations, limited liability companies, partnerships or other entities shall 
provide Certificates of Good Standing from the Arizona Corporation Commission. 

2.15 Bidder Qualifications.   

 A. Experience and References.  Bidder must demonstrate successful completion of at least 
three similar projects within the past 60 months, one of which must have a dollar value of at least 75% of the 
total bid for this Project as set forth in the Price Sheet, attached as Exhibit C.  Total bid price does not include 
any City allowances identified.  For the purpose of this Solicitation, “successful completion” means completion 
of a project within the established schedule and budget and “similar projects” resemble this Project in size, 
nature and scope.  References for these three projects shall be listed on the sheet attached hereto as Exhibit F 
and incorporated herein by reference.  These references will be checked, and it is Bidder’s responsibility to 
ensure that all information is accurate and current.  Bidder authorizes the City’s representative to verify all 
information from these references and releases all those concerned from any liability in connection with the 
information they provide.  

 B. Investigation.  The City’s representative may conduct any investigation deemed 
necessary to determine the Bidder’s ability to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents.  
The three lowest Bidders may be requested to submit additional documentation within 72 hours (or as specified) 
to assist the City in its evaluation. 

2.16 Certification.  By submitting a Bid, the Bidder certifies: 

A. No Collusion.  The submission of the Bid did not involve collusion or other anti-
competitive practices. 

B. No Discrimination.  It shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for 
employment in violation of Federal Executive Order 11246. 

C. No Gratuity.  It has not given, offered to give, nor intends to give at any time hereafter, 
any economic opportunity, future employment, gift, loan, gratuity, special discount, trip favor or service to a City 
employee, officer, agent or elected official in connection with the submitted Bid or a resultant Contract.  In the 
event that the resultant Contract is canceled pursuant to this provision, the City shall be entitled, in addition to any 
other rights and remedies, to recover and withhold from the Contractor an amount equal to 150% of the gratuity. 

D. Financial Stability.  It is financially stable, solvent and has adequate cash reserves to meet 
all financial obligations including any potential costs resulting from an award of the Contract. 

E. No Signature/False Statement. The signature on the Bid and the Vendor Information 
Form is genuine.  Failure to sign the Bid and the Vendor Information Form, or signing either with a false 
statement, shall void the submitted Bid and any resulting Contract, and the Bidder may be debarred from further 
bidding in the City. 

2.17 Bid Bond.  All Vendors desiring to prepare a responsive Bid shall submit a non-revocable bid 
security payable to the City in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the total Bid Price.  This security shall be in the 
form of a bid bond, certified check or cashier’s check and must be in the possession of the City Representative by 
the Bid Deadline.  All bid security from Contractor(s) who have been issued a Notice of Award shall be held until 
the successful execution of all required Contract Documents and bonds.  If the Contractor fails to execute the 
required contractual documents and bonds within the time specified, or ten Days after Notice of Award if no period 
is specified, the Contractor may be found to be in default and this Contract terminated by the City.  In case of 
default, the City reserves all rights inclusive of, but not limited to, the right to purchase material and/or to complete 
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the Work and to recover any actual excess costs associated with such completion from the Contractor.  All bid 
bonds shall be executed in the form attached hereto as Exhibit G, duly executed by the Bidder as Principal and 
having as Surety thereon a Surety company holding a Certificate of Authority from the Arizona Department of 
Insurance to transact surety business in the State of Arizona.  Individual sureties are unacceptable.  All insurers and 
sureties shall have, at the time of submission of the proposal, an A.M. Best’s Key Rating Guide of “A-” or better as 
currently listed in the most recent Best Key Guide, published by the A.M. Best Company.  As soon as is 
practicable after the completion of the evaluation, the City will (A) issue a Notice of Award for those Offers 
accepted by the City and (B) return all checks or bonds to those Bidders who have not been issued a Notice of 
Award. 

2.18 Award of Contract. 

A. Multiple Award.  The City may, at its sole discretion, accept Bidder’s Offer as part of a 
Multiple Award. 

B. Evaluation.  The evaluation of this Bid will be based on, but not limited to, the following:  
(1) compliance with Specifications, (2) Price, including alternates selected by the City, if any, and taxes, but 
excluding “as-needed” services requested by the City and (3) Bidder qualifications to perform the Work. 

C. Waiver, Rejection, Reissuance.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this IFB, the City 
expressly reserves the right to:  (1) waive any immaterial defect or informality, (2) reject any or all Bids or portions 
thereof and (3) cancel or reissue an IFB. 

D. Offer.  A Bid is a binding offer to contract with the City based upon the terms, conditions 
and Specifications contained in this IFB and the Bidder’s responsive Bid, unless any of the terms, conditions, or 
Specifications are modified by a written addendum or Contract amendment.  Bids become binding Contracts when 
the Acceptance of Offer and Notice of Award is executed in writing by the City.  Bidder Offers shall be valid and 
irrevocable for 90 days after the Bid Opening. 

E. Protests.  Any Bidder may protest this IFB, the proposed award of a Contract, or the 
actual award of a Contract.  All protests will be considered in accordance with the City Procurement Code. 

ARTICLE III – GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

PART A - GENERAL 

3.1 Reference Standards.  The Contractor shall perform the Work required in conformance with MAG 
Specifications and the MAG Supplement, each of which is incorporated herein by reference.  In the event of a 
conflict between the MAG Specifications and the MAG Supplement, the MAG Supplement shall prevail. 

3.2 Plans and Specifications to Successful Contractor.  The successful Contractor may obtain five sets 
of Plans and Specifications for this Project from the Engineer at no cost. 

3.3 Contract Time.  The Contract Time for this Project shall be 180 days from the Notice to Proceed.  
All Work on the Project shall be completed on or before the expiration of the Contract Time. 

3.4 Pre-Construction Conference.  Within 30 days of the issuance of the Notice of Award, the 
Contractor shall attend a pre-construction conference.  The City will contact the Contractor to schedule a specific 
date, time and location for the pre-construction conference.  The purpose of this conference is to outline specific 
items and procedures and to address items that require special attention on the part of the Contractor.  The 
Contractor may also present proposed variations in procedures that the Contractor believes may (A) improve the 
Project, (B) reduce cost or (C) reduce inconvenience to the public.  Any necessary coordination and procedures for 
construction inspection and staking will be addressed during the pre-construction conference.  The Contractor will 
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be required to provide the following items at, or prior to, the pre-construction conference, each of which is subject 
to review and approval by the Engineer: 

A. Key Personnel; Subcontractors.  A list of the names and emergency telephone numbers of 
all proposed key personnel, Subcontractors and suppliers that the Contractor intends to utilize on the Project, in 
the form attached hereto as Exhibit H and incorporated herein by reference.  The term “Key Personnel” means 
individuals who will be directly assigned to this Project and includes, but is not limited to, the owner, principals, 
project manager, project superintendent, scheduler, construction engineer and supervisory personnel.  At least 
two of the Bidder’s Key Personnel must have a minimum of three years’ experience in similar projects (defined 
above) and the scheduler must have experience in employing scheduling techniques appropriate for this Project. 
Resumes of Key Personnel shall be submitted upon request by the City’s representative.  Proposed 
Subcontractors shall be qualified and have the requisite professional or technical licenses and be licensed to do 
business in the State of Arizona.  The list shall include such information on the professional background of each 
of the assigned key individuals as may be requested by the City Representative.  Such key personnel and 
Subcontractors shall be satisfactory to the Engineer and shall not be changed except with the consent of the 
Engineer.  Additionally, the Engineer shall have the right to request that the Contractor personnel and 
Subcontractors be removed from the Project if, in the Engineer’s sole discretion, such personnel or 
Subcontractor(s) are detrimental to the Project delivery process.  Upon receipt of such request, the Contractor shall 
remove such personnel or Subcontractor(s) unless the Contractor can provide the City with sufficient 
documentation to prove it is commercially impractical to replace the personnel or Subcontractor(s) with substitute 
personnel possessing similar qualifications.  The Engineer’s approval of substituted personnel or Subcontractor(s) 
shall not be unreasonably withheld. 

B. Progress Schedule.  A construction progress schedule showing the estimated time for start 
and completion of the major items of Work. 

C. Payment Schedule.  A payment schedule showing the estimated dollar volume of Work 
for each calendar month during the life of the Project. 

D. Traffic Control.  A written proposal, prepared by an individual who is IMSA or ATSSA 
certified, outlining the intended plans for traffic control and for maintaining continuous access to residences and 
businesses along the construction site. 

E. Drawings, Materials & Equipment.  An itemized list of all required shop drawings, 
material and equipment submittals and a schedule indicating the dates each of these items will be transmitted to the 
City for review. 

3.5 Notice to Proceed.  Within 45 days of the issuance of the Notice of Award the City may issue a 
written Notice to Proceed.  The Notice to Proceed shall stipulate the actual Contract start date, the Contract Time 
and the dates of Substantial Completion and Final Completion.  The time required for the Contractor to obtain 
permits, licenses and easements shall be included in the Contract Time and shall not be justification for a delay 
claim by the Contractor.  The time required for the Contractor to prepare, transmit and obtain approval of 
applicable submittals shall be included in the Contract Time and shall not be justification for a delay claim by the 
Contractor.  No Work shall be started until after all required permits, licenses, and easements have been obtained.  
The Contractor shall notify the Engineer, in writing, at least 72 hours before the following events: 

A. Commencement.  The start of construction. 

B. City Services Shut Down.  Shutdown of City water, sewer, drainage, irrigation and/or 
traffic control facilities. 

C. Well or Pump Shut Down.  Shutdown of existing water wells and booster pumps.  Such 
shutdown shall not exceed 72 hours of any facility and only one facility may be shutdown at any one time. 
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D. Water Lines.  All draining and filling of water lines and irrigation laterals and all 
operations of existing valves or gauges.  The City will furnish all required water meters; provided however, that the 
meter provided is only for construction purposes.  Any domestic water meter necessary for the Project shall be 
included in the Bid. 

E. Start-up and Testing.  Start-up or testing of any water well or booster pump to be 
connected to any part of the existing City water system.  This includes operation of existing valves necessary to 
accommodate the water. 

3.6 Laws and Regulations.  The Contractor shall keep fully informed of all rules, regulations, 
ordinances, statutes or laws affecting the Work herein specified, including existing and future (A) City and County 
ordinances and regulations, (B) State and Federal laws and (C) Occupational Safety and Health Administration 
(“OSHA”) standards. 

3.7 Affirmative Action Report.  It is the policy of the City that suppliers of goods or services to the 
City adhere to a policy of equal employment opportunity and demonstrate an affirmative effort to recruit, hire, and 
promote regardless of race, color, religion, gender, national origin, age or disability.  On any Contract in excess of 
six months, the Contractor shall provide an annual report to the Engineer highlighting its activities to comply with 
this Section 3.7. 

3.8 Rights-of-Way.  The Contractor shall obtain a right-of-way permit for any of the Work completed 
in the public right-of-way.  The Contractor will be responsible for any required Maricopa County permits or other 
agency permits.  The City will provide any necessary easements for Work specified under this Contract, and the 
Contractor shall not enter or occupy with workers, tools, equipment or materials any private ground outside the 
property of the City without the written consent of the owner thereof.  The Contractor, at its own expense, is 
responsible for the acquisition of any additional easements or rights-of-way. 

3.9 Inspection, Safety and Compliance.  Each Contractor must inform itself fully of the conditions 
relating to the construction of the Project and the employment of labor thereon.  Failure to do so will not relieve the 
Contractor of its obligation to furnish all material and labor necessary to carry out the provisions of this Contract.  
Insofar as possible in carrying out its work, the Contractor must employ such methods or means as will not cause 
any interruption of or interference with the Work of any other contractor.  Contractor affirms that it has inspected 
the jobsite and has thoroughly reviewed this Contract including, without limitation, the Specifications listed on 
Exhibit A, as the same may be revised by the City, and is not relying on any opinions or representations of City.  
Contractor agrees to perform and complete such Work in strict accordance with this Contract and under the general 
direction of the City.  Contractor agrees that any exclusions of any Work must be approved in writing by the City 
prior to acceptance of this Contract or same shall not be excluded hereunder.  Contractor is responsible for all 
safety precautions and programs and shall provide all protection and necessary supervision to implement said 
precautions and programs.  Contractor shall take all reasonable precautions for the safety of and provide reasonable 
protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to: (A) employees or others on the Project, (B) the Work and materials 
and (C) other property at the Project or adjacent thereto.  Contractor shall designate a responsible person on the 
Project whose duty shall be prevention of accidents.  Contractor shall provide all competent supervision necessary 
to execute all Work and any Work incidental thereto in a thorough, first-class, workmanlike manner.  It is 
Contractor’s responsibility that all of the Work and any Work incidental thereto conforms to, and is performed in 
accordance with, all applicable Federal, State, County and City laws, codes, ordinances, regulations (including 
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System and air pollution standards) and orders of public authorities 
bearing on performance of the Work. 

3.10 Traffic Regulations.  All traffic affected by the Work under this Contract shall be regulated in 
accordance with the then-current version of the City of Phoenix-Traffic Barricade Manual (the “Barricade 
Manual”) which is incorporated herein by reference; provided, however, that this Contract shall govern in a 
conflict with the terms of the Barricade Manual.  At the time of the pre-construction conference, the Contractor 
shall designate an employee who is well qualified and experienced in construction traffic control and safety to be 
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responsible for implementing, monitoring and altering traffic control measures, as necessary.  At the same time, the 
City will designate a representative who will be responsible to see that all traffic control and any alterations are 
implemented and monitored to the extent that traffic is carried through the Work area in an effective manner and 
that motorists, pedestrians, bicyclists and workers are protected from hazard and accidents.   

A. Major Streets.  The following shall be considered major streets:  All major parkway, mile 
(section line), arterial and collector (mid-section line and quarter section line) streets so classified by the City. 

B. Traffic Control Devices.  All traffic control devices required for the Work under this 
Contract shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall place advance warning signs (such as 
REDUCE SPEED, LOOSE GRAVEL, 25 MPH SPEED LIMIT and DO NOT PASS) in accordance with the 
Barricade Manual.  The Contractor shall provide, erect and maintain all necessary flashing arrow boards, 
barricades, suitable and sufficient warning lights, signals and signs and shall take all necessary precautions for the 
protection of the Work and safety of the public.  The Contractor shall provide, erect and maintain acceptable and 
adequate detour signs at all closures and along detour routes.  All barricades and obstructions shall be illuminated 
at night, and all safety lights shall be illuminated from sunset until sunrise.  All barricades and signs used by the 
Contractor shall conform to the standard design generally accepted for such purposes and payment for all such 
services and materials shall be considered as included in the other pay items of this Contract. 

C. Existing Signs.  The Contractor shall ensure that all existing traffic signs are erect, clean 
and in full view of the intended traffic at all times.  Street name signs at major street intersections shall be 
maintained erect at all times.  If these signs should interfere with construction, the Contractor shall notify the 
Engineer, in writing, at least 48 hours in advance for City personnel to temporarily relocate or cover said signs.  
The Engineer will direct the Contractor as to the correct positions to re-set all traffic and street name signs to 
permanent locations when notified by the Contractor that the interfering construction is complete. 

D. Manual Traffic Control.  Manual traffic control shall be in conformity with the Barricade 
Manual, except that the designated liaison officer shall be contacted at the Avondale Police Department.  When 
construction activities or traffic hazards at the construction site require the use of flagmen, it shall be the 
Contractor’s responsibility to provide trained flagmen to direct traffic safely.  When traffic hazards at construction 
sites warrant the use of certified police personnel to direct traffic, arrangements must be made with the liaison 
officer at the Avondale Police Department. 

E. Contractor Equipment.  The assembly and turnarounds of the Contractor’s equipment 
shall be accomplished using adjacent local streets when possible.  Equipment used and/or directed by the 
Contractor shall travel with traffic at all times.  Supply trucks shall travel with traffic except when being spotted.  
Contractor shall provide a flagman or off-duty, uniformed Avondale officer to assist with spotting. 

F. Traffic Alterations.  During construction, it may be necessary to alter traffic control.  Any 
such alterations shall be in accordance with the Barricade Manual.  No street within the Project area may be closed 
to through traffic or to local emergency traffic without prior, written approval of the Engineer.  Written approval 
may be given if sufficient time exists to allow for notification of the public at least 72 hours in advance of such 
closing.  Partial closure of streets within the Project shall be done in strict conformity with the Barricade Manual 
and the Engineer’s written directions. 

G. Intersections.  Caution should be used when excavating near intersections with traffic 
signal underground cable.  Contractor shall notify the Engineer, in writing, 24 hours in advance of any Work at 
such intersections.  The Contractor shall install and maintain temporary overhead traffic signal cable as specified 
by the Engineer when underground conduit is to be severed by excavations at intersections.  The Contractor shall 
provide an off-duty, uniformed Avondale police officer to direct traffic while the traffic signal is turned off and the 
wiring is transferred.  All damaged or modified traffic signal overhead and underground items shall be repaired and 
restored to the Engineer’s satisfaction.  Magnetic detector loops shall, under no circumstances, be spliced. 
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H. Adjacent Property Access.  The Contractor shall maintain access to all businesses, schools 
and residences along the Project alignment at all times in accordance with the MAG Supplement, Section 107.7.1 
(Access). 

I. Covered Crossings.  Where crossings of existing pavement occurs, no open trenches shall 
be permitted overnight, but plating may be permitted if conditions allow, as determined by the Engineer in his sole 
discretion.  If plates cannot be used, crossings shall either be back-filled or the Contractor shall provide a detour. 

3.11 Indemnification.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify and hold 
harmless the City and each council member, officer, employee or agent thereof (the City and any such person 
being herein called an “Indemnified Party”), for, from and against any and all losses, claims, damages, 
liabilities, costs and expenses (including, but not limited to, reasonable attorneys’ fees, court costs and the costs 
of appellate proceedings) to which any such Indemnified Party may become subject, under any theory of 
liability whatsoever (“Claims”) to the extent that such Claims (or actions in respect thereof) are caused by the 
negligent acts, recklessness or intentional misconduct of the Contractor, its officers, employees, agents, or any 
tier of subcontractor in connection with Contractor’s work or services in the performance of this Agreement.  
The amount and type of insurance coverage requirements set forth below will in no way be construed as limiting 
the scope of the indemnity in this Section. 

3.12 Insurance. 

A. General. 

1. Insurer Qualifications.  Without limiting any obligations or liabilities of 
Contractor, Contractor shall purchase and maintain, at its own expense, hereinafter stipulated minimum 
insurance with insurance companies authorized to do business in the State of Arizona pursuant to ARIZ. 
REV. STAT. § 20-206, as amended, with an AM Best, Inc. rating of A- or above with policies and forms 
satisfactory to the City.  Failure to maintain insurance as specified herein may result in termination of this 
Contract at the City’s option. 

2. No Representation of Coverage Adequacy.  By requiring insurance herein, the 
City does not represent that coverage and limits will be adequate to protect Contractor.  The City reserves 
the right to review any and all of the insurance policies and/or endorsements cited in this Contract but has 
no obligation to do so.  Failure to demand such evidence of full compliance with the insurance 
requirements set forth in this Contract or failure to identify any insurance deficiency shall not relieve 
Contractor from, nor be construed or deemed a waiver of, its obligation to maintain the required insurance 
at all times during the performance of this Contract. 

3. Additional Insured.  All insurance coverage, except Workers’ Compensation 
insurance and Professional Liability insurance, if applicable, shall name, to the fullest extent permitted by 
law for claims arising out of the performance of this Contract, the City, its agents, representatives, officers, 
directors, officials and employees as Additional Insured as specified under the respective coverage 
sections of this Contract. 

4. Coverage Term.  All insurance required herein shall be maintained in full force 
and effect until all Work or Services required to be performed under the terms of this Contract are 
satisfactorily performed, completed and formally accepted by the City, unless specified otherwise in this 
Contract. 

5. Primary Insurance.  Contractor’s insurance shall be primary insurance with 
respect to performance of this Contract and in the protection of the City as an Additional Insured. 
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6. Claims Made.  In the event any insurance policies required by this Agreement 
are written on a “claims made” basis, coverage shall extend, either by keeping coverage in force or 
purchasing an extended reporting option, for three years past completion and acceptance of the services.  
Such continuing coverage shall be evidenced by submission of annual Certificates of Insurance citing 
applicable coverage is in force and contains the provisions as required herein for the three-year period. 

7. Waiver.  All policies, except for Professional Liability, including Workers’ 
Compensation insurance, shall contain a waiver of rights of recovery (subrogation) against the City, its 
agents, representatives, officials, officers and employees for any claims arising out of the Work or Services 
of Contractor.  Contractor shall arrange to have such subrogation waivers incorporated into each policy via 
formal written endorsement thereto. 

8. Policy Deductibles and/or Self-Insured Retentions.  The policies set forth in these 
requirements may provide coverage that contains deductibles or self-insured retention amounts.  Such 
deductibles or self-insured retention shall not be applicable with respect to the policy limits provided to the 
City.  Contractor shall be solely responsible for any such deductible or self-insured retention amount. 

9. Use of Subcontractors.  If any Work under this Contract is subcontracted in any 
way, Contractor shall execute written agreement with its Subcontractors containing the indemnification 
provisions set forth in this Section and insurance requirements set forth herein protecting the City and 
Contractor.  Contractor shall be responsible for executing any agreements with its Subcontractor and 
obtaining certificates of insurance verifying the insurance requirements. 

10. Evidence of Insurance.  Prior to commencing any Work or Services under this 
Contract, Contractor will provide the City with suitable evidence of insurance in the form of certificates of 
insurance and a copy of the declaration page(s) of the insurance policies as required by this Contract, 
issued by Contractor’s insurance insurer(s) as evidence that policies are placed with acceptable insurers as 
specified herein and provide the required coverages, conditions and limits of coverage specified in this 
Contract and that such coverage and provisions are in full force and effect.  Confidential information such 
as the policy premium may be redacted from the declaration page(s) of each insurance policy, provided 
that such redactions do not alter any of the information required by this Contract.  The City shall 
reasonably rely upon the certificates of insurance and declaration page(s) of the insurance policies as 
evidence of coverage but such acceptance and reliance shall not waive or alter in any way the insurance 
requirements or obligations of this Contract.  If any of the policies required by this Contract expire during 
the life of this Contract, it shall be Contractor’s responsibility to forward renewal certificates and 
declaration page(s) to the City 30 days prior to the expiration date.  All certificates of insurance and 
declarations required by this Contract shall be identified by referencing this Contract.  A $25.00 
administrative fee shall be assessed for all certificates or declarations received without a reference to this 
Contract.  Additionally, certificates of insurance and declaration page(s) of the insurance policies 
submitted without referencing this Contract will be subject to rejection and may be returned or discarded.  
Certificates of insurance and declaration page(s) shall specifically include the following provisions: 

a. The City, its agents, representatives, officers, directors, officials and 
employees are Additional Insureds as follows: 

(i) Commercial General Liability - Under Insurance Services 
Office, Inc., (“ISO”) Form CG 20 10 03 97 or equivalent. 

(ii) Auto Liability - Under ISO Form CA 20 48 or equivalent. 

(iii) Excess Liability - Follow Form to underlying insurance. 
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b. Contractor’s insurance shall be primary insurance with respect to 
performance of this Contract. 

c. All policies, except for Professional Liability, including Workers’ 
Compensation, waive rights of recovery (subrogation) against City, its agents, representatives, 
officers, officials and employees for any claims arising out of Work or Services performed by 
Contractor under this Contract. 

d. ACORD certificate of insurance form 25 (2014/01) is preferred.  
If ACORD certificate of insurance form 25 (2001/08) is used, the phrases in the cancellation 
provision “endeavor to” and “but failure to mail such notice shall impose no obligation or liability 
of any kind upon the company, its agents or representatives” shall be deleted.  Certificate forms 
other than ACORD form shall have similar restrictive language deleted. 

B. Required Insurance Coverage. 

1. Commercial General Liability.  Contractor shall maintain “occurrence” form 
Commercial General Liability insurance with an unimpaired limit of not less than $1,000,000 for each 
occurrence, $2,000,000 Products and Completed Operations Annual Aggregate and a $2,000,000 General 
Aggregate Limit.  The policy shall cover liability arising from premises, operations, independent 
contractors, products-completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury.  Coverage under the 
policy will be at least as broad as ISO policy form CG 00 010 93 or equivalent thereof, including but not 
limited to, separation of insured’s clause.  To the fullest extent allowed by law, for claims arising out of 
the performance of this Contract, the City, its agents, representatives, officers, officials and employees 
shall be cited as an Additional Insured under ISO, Commercial General Liability Additional Insured 
Endorsement form CG 20 10 03 97, or equivalent, which shall read “Who is an Insured (Section II) is 
amended to include as an insured the person or organization shown in the Schedule, but only with respect 
to liability arising out of “your work” for that insured by or for you.”  If any Excess insurance is utilized to 
fulfill the requirements of this subsection, such Excess insurance shall be “follow form” equal or broader 
in coverage scope than underlying insurance. 

2. Vehicle Liability.  Contractor shall maintain Business Automobile Liability 
insurance with a limit of $1,000,000 each occurrence on Contractor’s owned, hired and non-owned 
vehicles assigned to or used in the performance of the Contractor’s Work or Services under this Contract.  
Coverage will be at least as broad as ISO coverage code “1” “any auto” policy form CA 00 01 12 93 or 
equivalent thereof.  To the fullest extent allowed by law, for claims arising out of the performance of this 
Contract, the City, its agents, representatives, officers, directors, officials and employees shall be cited as 
an Additional Insured under ISO Business Auto policy Designated Insured Endorsement form CA 20 48 
or equivalent.  If any Excess insurance is utilized to fulfill the requirements of this subsection, such Excess 
insurance shall be “follow form” equal or broader in coverage scope than underlying insurance. 

3. Professional Liability.  If this Contract is the subject of any professional Services 
or Work, or if the Contractor engages in any professional Services or Work adjunct or residual to 
performing the Work under this Contract, the Contractor shall maintain Professional Liability insurance 
covering negligent errors and omissions arising out of the Services performed by the Contractor, or anyone 
employed by the Contractor, or anyone for whose negligent acts, mistakes, errors and omissions the 
Contractor is legally liable, with an unimpaired liability insurance limit of $2,000,000 each claim and 
$2,000,000 annual aggregate.   

4. Workers’ Compensation Insurance.  Contractor shall maintain Workers’ 
Compensation insurance to cover obligations imposed by Federal and State statutes having jurisdiction 
over Contractor’s employees engaged in the performance of Work or Services under this Contract and 
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shall also maintain Employers Liability Insurance of not less than $500,000 for each accident, $500,000 
disease for each employee and $1,000,000 disease policy limit. 

5. Builder’s Risk Insurance.  Unless expressly waived by the City Manager in a 
written addendum or amendment to this Contract, the Contractor shall be responsible for purchasing and 
maintaining insurance to protect the Project from perils of physical loss.  The insurance shall provide for 
the full cost of replacement for the entire Project at the time of any loss.  The insurance shall include as 
named insureds the City, the Contractor, the Contractor’s Subcontractors and subsubcontractors and shall 
insure against loss from the perils of fire and all-risk coverage for physical loss or damage due to theft, 
vandalism, collapse, malicious mischief, transit, flood, earthquake, testing, resulting loss arising from 
defective design, negligent workmanship or defective material.  The Contractor shall increase the coverage 
limits as necessary to reflect changes in the estimated replacement cost. 

C. Cancellation and Expiration Notice.  Insurance required herein shall not expire, be 
canceled, or be materially changed without 30 days’ prior written notice to the City. 

3.13 Performance Bond.  The Contractor shall be required to furnish non-revocable security binding 
the Contractor to provide faithful performance of this Contract in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the 
total Contract Price payable to the City.  Performance security shall be in the form of a performance bond, certified 
check, cashier’s check or irrevocable letter of credit.  This security must be in the possession of the Engineer 
within seven days after execution of this Agreement by the City.  If the Contractor fails to execute and deliver the 
security instrument as required, the Contractor may be found in default and this Contract terminated by the City.  
In case of default the City reserves all rights.  All performance bonds shall be executed in the form attached hereto 
as Exhibit I, duly executed by the Contractor as Principal and having as Surety thereon a Surety company approved 
by the City and holding a Certificate of Authority to transact surety business in the State of Arizona by the Arizona 
Department of Insurance.  Individual sureties are unacceptable.  All Insurers and Sureties shall have, at the time of 
submission of the performance bond, an A.M. Best’s Key Rating Guide of “A-” or better as currently listed in the 
most recent Best Key Guide, published by the A.M. Best Company. 

3.14 Payment Bond.  The Contractor shall be required to furnish non-revocable security for the 
protection of all persons supplying labor and material to the Contractor or any Subcontractor for the performance 
of any Work related to this Contract.  Payment security shall be in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of 
the total Contract Price and be payable to the City.  Payment security shall be in the form of a payment bond, 
certified check, cashier’s check or irrevocable letter of credit.  This security must be in the possession of the 
Engineer within seven days after execution of this Agreement by the City.  If the Contractor fails to execute and 
deliver the security instrument as required, the Contractor may be found in default and this Contract terminated by 
the City.  In case of default the City reserves all rights.  All payment bonds shall be executed in the form attached 
hereto as Exhibit J, duly executed by the Contractor as Principal and having as Surety thereon a Surety company 
approved by the City and holding a Certificate of Authority to transact surety business in the State of Arizona by 
the Arizona Department of Insurance.  Individual sureties are unacceptable.  All Insurers and Sureties shall have, at 
the time of submission of the payment bond, an A.M. Best’s Key Rating Guide of “A-” or better as currently listed 
in the most recent Best Key Guide, published by the A.M. Best Company. 

3.15 Changes in the Work.  The City may, without invalidating this Contract, order changes in the 
Work consisting of additions, deletions or other revisions to this Contract and the Contract Price and the Contract 
Time shall be adjusted as provided below.  The Contract Price and/or the Contract Time may only be changed by 
the City’s written approval authorizing said change, and said changes shall be performed under the applicable 
conditions of this Contract.  The Contract Price shall be adjusted as a result of a change in the Work as follows: 

A. Additions.  When the City increases the scope of the Work, Contractor will perform the 
increased work pursuant to Contractor’s unit prices set forth on the Price Sheet. 
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B. Deletions.  When the City decreases the Work resulting in a decrease in Contractor’s 
quantity of the Work, the City shall be allowed a decrease in the Contract Price amounting to the quantity of the 
deleted Work multiplied by the Contractor’s unit prices. 

C. Estimating.  Whenever the City is considering a change to the Work, Contractor shall 
promptly, and in any event within five business days, estimate the price of the contemplated additional or deleted 
Work in good faith and as accurately as is then-feasible.  The estimate shall show quantities of labor, material and 
equipment and shall be pursuant to the rates set forth in the Contractor’s Bid. 

3.16 Substantial Completion.  When the Contractor considers that the Work is Substantially Complete, 
the Engineer shall prepare and submit to the Contractor a comprehensive list of Punch List items, which the 
Contractor may edit and supplement.  The Contractor shall proceed promptly to complete and correct Punch List 
items.  Failure to include an item on the Punch List does not alter the responsibility of the Contractor to complete 
all Work in accordance with the Contract Documents.  The City shall determine when the Project and the 
Contractor’s Work is substantially complete.  “Substantial Completion” means construction has been completed in 
accordance with the Contract Documents to the extent that the City can use or occupy the entire Project, or the 
designated portion of the Project, for the use intended without any outstanding, concurrent construction at the site, 
except as may be required to complete or correct Punch List items.  A prerequisite for Substantial Completion, 
over and above the extent of construction completion required, is receipt by the City of acceptable documentation 
that Contractor has successfully tested and demonstrated all systems for their intended use.  The date of Substantial 
Completion shall be confirmed by a Certificate of Substantial Completion signed by the City and Contractor.  The 
Certificate of Substantial Completion signed by the City and Contractor shall state the respective responsibilities of 
the City and the Contractor for security, maintenance, utilities, damage to the Work and insurance.  The Certificate 
of Substantial Completion shall also include the Punch List as created by the Contractor and modified by the City 
and establish the time for completion and correction of all Punch List items.  If the City and the Contractor cannot 
agree as to the appropriate date of Substantial Completion, such issue shall be submitted for dispute resolution in 
accordance with the procedures set forth in Article III, Part B below.  Notwithstanding such disagreement, the 
Contractor shall diligently proceed with completion of the Punch List items. 

3.17 Final Completion.  The City shall determine when the Project and the Contractor’s Work is finally 
completed.  “Final Completion” means completion of the Project by the Contractor in accordance with the 
Contract Documents, certified to the City by the Contractor.  Final Completion shall be achieved only upon the 
City’s written acceptance of (A) the construction, (B) all testing, (C) demonstration by Contractor that the Work 
functions as required by the Contract Documents and meets all Contract requirements, (D) resolution of all 
outstanding system deficiencies and Punch List items, if any, (E) delivery of all as-built documentation, drawings, 
completed record documents (with revisions made after Substantial Completion), annotated submittals and design 
document deliverables, (F) submittal, acceptance, and delivery of the one hundred percent (100%) complete O&M 
manuals, (G) delivery of warranties, inspection certificates, bonds and all other required documents, (H) all pre-
requisites for final payment and (I) submittal of Contractor’s request for final payment and acceptance enclosing 
all required documentation.  Upon Final Completion the Engineer shall issue a Certificate of Final Completion to 
the Contractor on behalf of the City.  Following receipt of payment from the City, the Contractor shall make all 
payments due to the Subcontractors. 

3.18 Payments to Contractor.  Payment shall be conditioned upon Contractor’s compliance with the 
payment terms and conditions set forth below.  Contractor expressly acknowledges and agrees that (A) the 
Contract Price is an estimated amount based upon an engineer’s estimate of the quantities of the Materials deemed 
necessary to perform the Work and (B) the amount of any payment to be made pursuant to this Contract shall be 
determined by the field-measured quantities of Materials actually installed by Contractor.  Material or equipment 
delivered to the Project by or on behalf of Contractor shall not constitute material or equipment furnished in the 
performance of the Work until same has been incorporated into the improvements constituting the Project.  
Payment shall not constitute acceptance by the City or evidence thereof of any Work performed. 
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A. Progress Payments. 

1. On or before the 15th day of each month after construction has commenced, the 
Contractor shall submit to the City an application for payment consisting of the cost of the Work 
performed up to the end of the prior month, including the cost of material stored on the site or at other 
locations approved by the City.  The application shall be deemed approved and certified for payment 
seven days after it is submitted unless before that time the City prepares and issues a specific written 
finding setting forth those items in detail that are not approved for payment under this Contract. Prior to 
submission of the next application for payment, the Contractor shall make available at the request of the 
City a statement accounting for the disbursement of funds received under the previous application for 
purposes of audit.  The extent of such statement shall be as agreed upon between the City and Contractor. 

2. Within 14 days after approval of each monthly application for payment, the City 
shall pay directly to the Contractor the appropriate amount for which application for payment is made, less 
amounts (a) previously paid by the City, (b) sufficient to pay expenses the City reasonably expects to incur 
in correcting deficiencies which are set forth in writing and provided to the Contractor and (c) any 
retainage as set forth in subsection 3.18(B) below. 

3. The City’s progress payment, occupancy or use of the Project, whether in whole 
or in part, shall not be deemed as acceptance of any Work not conforming to the requirements of this 
Contract. 

4. Upon Substantial Completion of the Work, the City shall pay the Contractor the 
unpaid balance of the cost of the Work, less a sum equal to the Contractor’s estimated cost of completing 
any unfinished items as agreed to between the City and the Contractor as to extent and time for Final 
Completion.  The City thereafter shall pay the Contractor monthly the amount retained for unfinished 
items as each item is completed. 

B. Retainage.  With respect to the Work, the City shall retain ten percent (10%) of the 
amount of each estimate until Final Completion and acceptance of all Material, equipment and Work covered by 
this Contract. 

1. Any securities submitted by Contractor in lieu of retainage as may be allowed by 
law, shall be deposited in an escrow account by the City.  The City shall be listed as payee or multiple 
payees with Contractor on all such securities. 

2. When the Work is fifty percent (50%) completed, one-half of the amount retained 
including any securities substituted pursuant to subsection 3.18 (B)(1) shall be paid to the Contractor upon 
the Contractor’s request, provided the Contractor is making satisfactory progress on the Work and there is 
no specific cause or claim requiring a greater amount to be retained.  After the construction Work is fifty 
percent (50%) completed, no more than five percent (5%) of the amount of any subsequent progress 
payments made under this Contract may be retained, provided the Contractor is making satisfactory 
progress on the Project.  If, at any time, the City determines satisfactory progress is not being made, ten 
percent (10%) retention shall be reinstated for all progress payments made under this Contract after the 
determination. 

C. Payment for On-site and Off-site Stored Materials.  Payment shall be made on account of 
Materials and equipment delivered and suitably stored at the site for subsequent incorporation in the Work.  
Payment may similarly be made for Materials and equipment suitably stored off the site, conditioned upon the 
Contractor furnishing evidence to the City that (1) title to the Materials and equipment will pass to the City upon 
payment therefore, (2) the Materials and equipment are adequately safeguarded and insured, including during 
transit from the off-site location to the Project site and (3) such other matters as the City may reasonably request in 
order to protect its interests.  With the prior, written approval of the City, Contractor may advance order the bulk

delivery of Materials to be incorporated into the Work over the course of this Contract.  Upon delivery and receipt 
of supplier invoice, the City shall pay for the bulk delivery, either directly to the Contractor or to the vendor or by 
joint check to Contractor and vendor, and shall receive a full release for the amount paid from vendor and 
Contractor.  Contractor agrees to assume full responsibility for the safekeeping of all such Materials and shall 
guarantee to the City that such Materials shall remain safe from theft or damage from any and all causes (unless 
caused by the sole negligence of the City).  Contractor shall immediately replace, repair or restore said Materials to 
their original condition so as to not cause any delay in the Work, and Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless 
the City for, from and against any and all loss, cost, liability or expense resulting from any loss or damage to any of 
the Materials described herein from any cause unless due to the City’s sole negligence.  Should the City have 
reason to believe Contractor is not properly safeguarding any of the Materials, the City shall have the right, but not 
the affirmative duty, to immediately take such steps as it deems necessary to do so, including removing Contractor 
from the job, replacing any Materials or expending any sums to properly carry out Contractor’s responsibility 
hereunder, and any amounts so expended shall be billed back to Contractor or deducted from any sums then or 
thereafter due to Contractor.  Contractor shall fully insure all Materials stored on site as required by the City, and if 
such insurance is not obtained due to a lack of insurable interest, the City shall have the right to obtain such 
insurance and charge the amount thereof back to Contractor or deduct said amount from any funds then or 
thereafter due to Contractor. 

D. Title to Construction Work.  The Contractor warrants that title to all Work covered by an 
application for payment shall pass to the City no later than the time of payment.  The Contractor further warrants 
that upon submittal of an application for payment, all Work for which applications for payment have been 
previously issued and payments received from the City shall be free and clear of liens, claims, security interests or 
encumbrances in favor of the Contractor, Subcontractors, material suppliers, or other persons or entities making a 
claim by reason of having provided labor, Materials and equipment relating to the Work. 

E. Final Payment. 

1. Final payment, consisting of the unpaid balance of the cost of the Work shall be 
due and payable at Final Completion and acceptance by the City.  Before issuance of final payment, the 
City may request satisfactory evidence that all payrolls, Materials bills and other indebtedness connected 
with the Work have been paid or otherwise satisfied. 

2. In making final payment the City waives all claims except for: 

a. Outstanding liens. 

b. Improper workmanship or defective Materials. 

c. Work not in conformance with this Contract or Work not completed. 

d. Terms of any special warranties required by this Contract. 

e. Delivery to City of all warranties, operation and maintenance manuals, 
“AS-BUILT” record drawings and other documents as required by this Contract. 

f. Right to audit Contractor records for a period of three years. 

g. Claims previously made in writing and which remain unsettled. 

3. Acceptance of final payment by the Contractor shall constitute a waiver of 
affirmative claims by the Contractor, except those previously made in writing and identified as unsettled at 
the time of final payment. 
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F. Warranty.  Contractor or its assignee shall give to the City a one-year warranty against 
deficiencies in material and workmanship for all Work on the Project or other such warranty as required by the 
City Engineer, which warranty shall begin on the date that the City accepts the Work as provided in this Section.  
Any material deficiencies in material or workmanship identified by City staff during the one-year warranty 
period shall be brought to the attention of the Contractor or its assignee that provided the warranty, which shall 
promptly remedy or cause to be remedied such deficiencies to the reasonable satisfaction of the City Engineer.  
Continuing material deficiencies in a particular portion of the Work shall be sufficient grounds for the City to 
require (1) an extension of the warranty for an additional one-year period and (2) the proper repair of or the 
removal and reinstallation of, that portion of the Work that is subject to such continuing deficiencies.  
Regardless of whether the applicable warranty period has expired, the Contractor agrees to repair any damage to 
the Work caused by Contractor’s construction activities on the Property.  Nothing contained herein shall prevent 
the City or Contractor from seeking recourse against any other third party for damage to the Work caused by 
such third party. 

3.19 Offset. 

A. Offset for Damages.  In addition to all other remedies at law or equity, the City may offset 
from any money due to the Contractor any amounts Contractor owes to the City for damages resulting from breach 
or deficiencies in performance or breach of any obligation under this Contract. 

B. Offset for Delinquent Fees or Taxes.  The City may offset from any money due to the 
Contractor any amounts Contractor owes to the City for delinquent fees, transaction privilege taxes and property 
taxes, including any interest or penalties. 

PART B - PERFORMANCE OF THE WORK 

3.20 Project Videotape.  The Contractor shall produce and provide a project videotape to the Engineer 
as required by MAG Supplement Section 105.5.3.  All costs associated with the Project videotape produced in 
accordance with this Section shall be deemed incidental. 

3.21 Soil and Subsurface Conditions.  In addition to conformance to MAG Specifications, Section 
102.4 (Examination of Plans, Special Provisions and Site Work), the Contractor shall make its own determinations 
as to the soil and subsurface conditions, including rock, caliche and ground water and shall complete the Work in 
whatever material and under whatever conditions may be encountered or created, without extra cost to the City 
pursuant to the provisions of the MAG Supplement Section 102.4.1. 

3.22 Work Scheduling.  Time is of the essence for this Contract.  Contractor shall provide the Engineer 
with any requested scheduling information and a proposed schedule for performance of the Work within the 
Contract Time in a form acceptable to the Engineer and approved by the Engineer, in his sole and absolute 
discretion, providing for commencement and completion of the Work (the “Schedule”).  The Schedule shall 
include the date for Substantial Completion of the Work.  The Engineer may revise the Schedule during the course 
of the Work.  Contractor, to induce the City to enter into this Contract, has and does hereby agree to fully perform 
and complete the Work for the Contract Price within the Schedule. 

3.23 Contractor’s Representative.  The Contractor or his authorized representative shall be present at 
the Work site at all times during working hours.  Instructions and information provided by the Engineer to the 
Contractor’s representative shall be considered as having been given to the Contractor, per MAG Supplement 
Section 105.5.2. 

3.24 Prosecution of the Work.  The Contractor shall prosecute the Work so that the portion of the Work 
completed at any point in time shall be not less than as required by the Schedule.  If the delay is an Inexcusable 
Delay, as defined below, the Contractor shall prepare a recovery schedule for the Engineer’s review and approval, 
showing how the Contractor will compensate for the delays and achieve Substantial Completion by the date(s) 
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shown on the Schedule.  If the Contractor is unable to demonstrate how it will overcome Inexcusable Delays, the 
Engineer may order the Contractor to employ such extraordinary measures as are necessary to bring the Work into 
conformity with the Substantial Completion date(s) set forth therein, the costs of which shall be included as part of 
the Cost of the Work.  If the delay is an Excusable Delay, as defined below, the Engineer shall either (A) authorize 
an equitable extension in the Schedule to account for such delay, and equitably adjust the contract sum on account 
of such delay or (B) request that the Contractor prepare a recovery schedule showing how (if possible) the 
Contractor can achieve Substantial Completion by the applicable date shown on the Schedule, and equitably adjust 
the Contract Price in accordance with the provisions of this Contract on account of any extraordinary activities 
required of the Contractor on account of such recovery schedule. 

3.25 Extensions of Time. 

A. Allowable Extensions.  An extension in the scheduled date of Substantial Completion will 
only be granted in the event of Excusable Delays affecting the Schedule for the Work.  The Contractor shall be 
entitled to general condition costs and extra costs related to the Excusable Delay for idle labor, equipment 
inefficiency and lost productivity of the performance of the Work.  The Contractor must submit evidence 
reasonably satisfactory to the City substantiating such costs.  Such adjustment to the Price and Substantial 
Completion date shall be issued in a Change Order or Contract amendment, as applicable. 

B. Excusable Delay.  To the extent any of the following events results in an actual delay in 
the Work, such shall constitute an “Excusable Delay” (to the extent not set forth below, a delay will be considered 
an “Inexcusable Delay”): 

1. Delays resulting from Force Majeure. 

2. Differing, unusual or concealed site conditions that could not reasonably have 
been anticipated by the Contractor in preparing the Schedule, including, without limitation, archaeological 
finds and unusual soil conditions (including rock or other geological conditions), underground 
foundations, abandoned utility lines and water conditions. 

3. Delays resulting from the existence or discovery of Hazardous Materials on the 
Site not brought to the Site by the Contractor. 

4. Delays resulting from changes in Applicable Laws occurring after the date of 
execution of this Contract. 

5. Delays occurring due to the acts or omissions of the City and those within the 
control of the City. 

6. Delays occurring due to the acts or omissions of a utility, so long as Contractor 
has coordinated with the utility causing the delay and the delay occurs despite reasonable steps taken by 
Contractor to avoid the delay. 

7. Delays resulting from weather conditions that make it unreasonable to perform 
the Work in accordance with the Schedule; provided, however, that Contractor’s Schedule shall be deemed 
to include 14 days for weather delays (the “Expected Delay Days”), regardless of whether such weather 
delays are specifically set forth in the Schedule.  Contractor shall notify the City within 24 hours in writing 
of a weather-related delay. If Contractor fails to give the required 24-hour notice, no such weather delay 
will be subtracted from the Expected Delay Days.  Weather delays shall not be deemed “Excusable” 
unless all of the Expected Delay Days have been exhausted. 

8. Delays resulting from Additional Work (defined below) that cannot be performed 
concurrently with the Work on the Schedule. 
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C. Required Notice.  In order to obtain an extension of time due to an Excusable Delay, the 
Contractor shall comply with the following requirements.  The Contractor shall notify the Engineer in writing of 
the Excusable Delay as soon as practicable, but in no event more than seven Days after the Contractor becomes 
aware of the occurrence of the Excusable Delay.  Such notice shall describe the Excusable Delay and shall state the 
approximate number of Days the Contractor expects to be delayed.  After the cessation of the Excusable Delay, the 
Contractor shall notify the Engineer of the number of Days the Contractor believes that its activities were in fact 
delayed by the Excusable Delay.  In the event that the delay arises as a result of a Change Order request by the 
City, the request for an extension of time contained in the resulting Change Order proposal shall be deemed 
sufficient for purposes of this subsection. 

D. Determination.  Within ten days after cessation of an event giving rise to either an 
Excusable Delay or Inexcusable Delay, the parties will use good faith efforts to agree on the extent to which the 
Work has been delayed and whether the delay is an Excusable Delay or an Inexcusable Delay.  In the absence of 
agreement between the parties as to the then-current status of Excusable Delays and Inexcusable Delays, the 
Engineer will provide the Contractor with written notice of Engineer’s determination of the respective number of 
Days of Excusable Delay and/or Inexcusable Delay.  The Engineer’s determination may be issued at such time as 
the Engineer deems reasonable, but not later than ten Days after receipt by the Engineer of the Contractor’s written 
request for such determination.  The Contractor shall not, however, deem an issuance by the Engineer of such a 
determination to be a concurrence of the matters set forth in the Contractor’s request.  The Contractor may invoke 
the dispute resolution procedures set forth in Part D below with respect to such determination. 

E. Concurrent Delay.  To the extent the Contractor is entitled to an extension of time due to 
an Excusable Delay, but the performance of the Work would have been suspended, delayed or interrupted by the 
fault or neglect of the Contractor or by an Inexcusable Delay, the Contractor shall not be entitled to any additional 
costs for the period of such concurrency. 

3.26 Liquidated Damages.  It is expressly understood that should Contractor fail to complete the Work 
covered hereby within the Contract Time, the Contractor agrees to pay and shall pay to the City upon request 
therefore for each calendar day of delay beyond the original or revised scheduled time of completion of 
Contractor’s Work as liquidated damages, and not as a penalty, in the amount per day as set forth in MAG 
Specifications for each calendar day of delay. 

A. Prior to Termination.  If this Contract is not terminated, the Contractor shall continue 
performance and be liable to the City for the liquidated damages until the Work is complete. 

B. After Termination.  In the event the City exercises its right of termination, the Contractor 
shall be liable to the City for any excess costs and, in addition, for liquidated damages until such time as the City 
may reasonably obtain delivery or performance of similar Services. 

3.27 Suspension by the City for Convenience. 

A. City Determination.  The City may order the Contractor in writing to suspend, delay or 
interrupt all or any part of the Work without cause for such period of time as the City may determine to be 
appropriate for its convenience. 

B. Contract Adjustments.  Adjustments caused by suspension, delay or interruption shall be 
made for increases in the applicable contract sum and/or the date(s) of Substantial Completion.  No adjustment 
shall be made if the Contractor is or otherwise would have been responsible for the suspension, delay or 
interruption of the Work, or if another provision of this Contract is applied to render an equitable adjustment. 

3.28 Termination by the City for Convenience.  The City may, upon 30 days’ written notice to the 
Contractor, terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, for the convenience of the City without prejudice to any 
right or remedy otherwise available to the City.  Upon receipt of such notice, the Contractor shall immediately 
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discontinue all Services affected unless such notice directs otherwise.  In the event of a termination for 
convenience of the City, the Contractor’s sole and exclusive right and remedy shall be payment for all Work 
performed through the date of termination.  The Contractor shall not be entitled to be paid any amount as profit for 
unperformed Services or consideration for the City’s termination by convenience. 

3.29 Termination by the City for Cause. 

A. Default; Cure.  If the Contractor refuses or fails to supply sufficient properly skilled staff 
or proper Materials, or disregards laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, or orders of any public authority jurisdiction, 
or otherwise substantially violates or materially breaches any term or provision of this Contract, and such 
nonperformance or violation continues without cure for 15 days after the Contractor receives written notice of such 
nonperformance or violation from the City, then the City may, without prejudice to any right or remedy otherwise 
available to the City, terminate this Contract. 

B. Substitute Performance.  Upon termination of this Contract by the City, the City shall be 
entitled to furnish or have furnished the Services to be performed hereunder by the Contractor by whatever method 
the City may deem expedient.  Also, in such case, the Contractor shall not be entitled to receive any further 
payment until completion of the Work, and the total compensation to the Contractor under this Contract shall be 
the amount that is equitable under the circumstances.  If the City and the Contractor are unable to agree on the 
amount to be paid under the foregoing sentence, the City shall fix an amount, if any, that it deems appropriate in 
consideration of all of the circumstances surrounding such termination, and shall make payment accordingly.  The 
Contractor may dispute the City’s assessment of the termination amount pursuant to the dispute resolution process 
set forth in in Part D of this Contract. 

C. Contractor Insolvency.  Upon the appointment of a receiver for the Contractor, or if the 
Contractor makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, the City may terminate this Contract, without 
prejudice to any right or remedy otherwise available to the City, upon giving three business days’ written notice to 
the Contractor.  If an order for relief is entered under the bankruptcy code with respect to the Contractor, the City 
may terminate this Contract by giving three business days’ written notice to the Contractor unless the Contractor or 
the trustee completes all of the following: 

1. Promptly cures all breaches within such three-day period. 

2. Provides adequate assurances of future performance. 

3. Compensates the City for actual pecuniary loss resulting from such breaches. 

4. Assumes the obligations of the Contractor within the established time limits. 

3.30 Contract Subject to Appropriation.  The City is obligated only to pay its obligations set forth in 
this Agreement as may lawfully be made from funds appropriated and budgeted for that purpose during the 
City’s then current fiscal year.  The City’s obligations under this Agreement are current expenses subject to the 
“budget law” and the unfettered legislative discretion of the City concerning budgeted purposes and 
appropriation of funds.  Should the City elect not to appropriate and budget funds to pay its Agreement 
obligations, this Agreement shall be deemed terminated at the end of the then-current fiscal year term for which 
such funds were appropriated and budgeted for such purpose and the City shall be relieved of any subsequent 
obligation under this Agreement.  The parties agree that the City has no obligation or duty of good faith to 
budget or appropriate the payment of the City’s obligations set forth in this Agreement in any budget in any 
fiscal year other than the fiscal year in which this Agreement is executed and delivered.  The City shall be the 
sole judge and authority in determining the availability of funds for its obligations under this Agreement. The 
City shall keep Contractor informed as to the availability of funds for this Agreement.  The obligation of the 
City to make any payment pursuant to this Agreement is not a general obligation or indebtedness of the City.  
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Contractor hereby waives any and all rights to bring any claim against the City from or relating in any way to 
the City's termination of this Agreement pursuant to this section. 

3.31 Additional Work, Materials and/or Overtime.  Contractor expressly agrees that if overtime or 
additional workers or materials are necessary to meet the Schedule, that such overtime will be performed or 
additional workers or materials will be procured by the Contractor, and the additional expense thereof shall be 
borne by Contractor unless the delay requiring overtime was directly caused by the City, in which event Contractor 
shall be entitled to compensation for such overtime Work.  If the City requests Contractor to perform additional 
Work in connection with the Project (“Additional Work”), Contractor shall charge the City a negotiated fixed 
amount for the Additional Work.  In the event a fixed amount cannot be negotiated, Contractor shall invoice the 
City on a time and materials basis for the Additional Work at the unit prices set forth in the price sheet. 

3.32 No Damage for Delay or Additional Work by the City.  Contractor shall adjust its operations to 
conform to any progress schedule changes and hereby waives and releases the City from any liability for damages 
or expenses that may be caused to or sustained by Contractor by reason of such changes or by reason of delays in 
the Work, whether caused in whole or in part by conduct on the part of the City, including without limitation, any 
breach of this Contract or delays by other contractors or Subcontractors.  Contractor’s exclusive remedy in the 
event of delay or Additional Work by the City shall be an extension of time hereunder to complete the Work. 

3.33 Risk of Loss.  Contractor shall assume the risk of loss occasioned by fire, theft or other damage to 
Materials, machinery, apparatus, tools and equipment relating to the Work prior to actual installation in final place 
on the Project and acceptance by the City.  Contractor shall be responsible for damage to the Materials, machinery, 
apparatus, tools, equipment and property of the City and other contractors resulting from the acts or omissions of 
its Subcontractors, employees, agents, representatives Subcontractors, and for payment of the full costs of repair or 
replacement of any said damage. 

3.34 Protection of Finished or Partially Finished Work.  The Contractor shall properly guard and 
protect all finished or partially finished Work and shall be responsible for the same until the entire Contract is 
completed and accepted by the Engineer.  The Contractor shall turn over the entire Work in full accordance with 
this Contract before final settlement shall be made. 

3.35 Character and Status of Workers.  Only skilled foremen and workers shall be employed on 
portions of the Work requiring special qualifications.  When required by the Engineer, the Contractor shall 
discharge any person who is, in the opinion of the Engineer, disorderly, dangerous, insubordinate, incompetent or 
otherwise objectionable.  The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the City from and against damages or 
claims for compensation that may occur in the enforcement of this Section.  The Contractor shall be responsible for 
ensuring the legal working status of its employees and its Subcontractor’s employees.  The Contractor agrees that 
once assigned to Work under this Contract, key personnel shall not be removed or replaced without written notice 
to the City.  If key personnel are not available for Work under this Contract for a continuous period exceeding 30 
Days, or are expected to devote substantially less effort to the Work than initially anticipated, the Contractor shall 
immediately notify the City and shall, subject to the concurrence of the City, replace such personnel with personnel 
of substantially equal ability and qualifications. 

3.36 Work Methods.  The methods, equipment and appliances used on the Work shall be such as will 
produce a satisfactory quality of Work, and shall be adequate to complete this Contract within the Contract Time.  
Except as is otherwise specified in this Contract, the Contractor’s procedure and methods of construction may, in 
general, be of its own choosing, provided such methods (A) follow best general practice and (B) are calculated to 
secure results which will satisfy the requirements of this Contract.  The Work covered by this Contract shall be 
carefully laid out in advance and performed in a manner to minimize interference with normal operation and 
utilization of the City’s right-of-way.  The Contractor shall exercise caution during the course of this Work to 
avoid damage to all known existing or possible unknown existing underground utilities.  It shall conduct its 
operations in such a manner as to avoid injury to its personnel and to avoid damage to all utilities.  Any damage 
done will be repaired without delay and at the expense of the Contractor. 
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3.37 Safety Fencing Requirement for Trenches and Excavations.  The Contractor shall provide safety 
construction fencing around all open trenches and excavations during all non-working hours.  In addition, the 
Contractor shall provide safety fencing around the Project site during working hours in order to ensure public 
safety.  The Contractor shall provide for the safety and welfare of the general public by adequately fencing all 
excavations and trenches that are permitted by the Engineer to remain open when construction is not in progress.  
Fencing shall be securely anchored to approved steel posts located not less than six feet on center, having a 
minimum height of six feet, and shall consist of wire mesh fabric of sufficient weight and rigidity to adequately 
span a maximum supporting post separation of six feet.  The fencing, when installed about the periphery of 
excavations and trenches, shall form an effective barrier against intrusion by the general public into areas of 
construction.  The Contractor, at all times when construction is not in progress, shall be responsible for maintaining 
the fencing in good repair, and upon notification by the Engineer, shall take immediate action to rectify any 
deficiency.  Prior to the start of any excavation or trenching required for the execution of the proposed Work, the 
Contractor shall submit to the Engineer for approval, detailed plans showing types of materials and methods of 
fabrication for the protective fencing.  There will be no separate measurement or payment for furnishing, installing, 
or maintaining protective fencing.  The cost shall be considered incidental to the cost of the pipe, bridge, and any 
other structures for which trenching is necessary. 

3.38 Plans and Shop Drawings, Samples and Substitution of Materials.  All submittals shall conform to 
MAG Specifications, Section 105.2 (Plans and Drawings) as modified by the MAG Supplement.  Contractor shall 
furnish, within three business days following request therefore by the City, detailed drawings of the Work, samples 
of Materials and other submittals required for the performance or coordination of the Work.  Substitutions shall be 
equal or superior to Materials specified in the Contract Documents, shall be clearly identified on submittals as 
“proposed substitutions” and shall be approved by the City in accordance with Section 2.4 above.  Contractor shall 
be fully responsible for the adequacy, completeness and promptness of all such submittals.  Materials shall not be 
furnished to the jobsite unless same is in strict compliance with the Specifications or otherwise approved in writing 
by the City.  Approval by the City shall not relieve Contractor of full responsibility for compliance with scope, 
intent and performance in accordance with this Contract. 

3.39 Cooperation with Utilities.  The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of MAG 
Specifications 105.6, as modified by the MAG Supplement. 

3.40 Sampling and Testing.  Sampling and testing shall conform to the requirements of the MAG 
Specifications, Section 106, as modified by the MAG Supplement. 

3.41 Cooperation between Contractors.  The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of MAG 
Specifications, Section 105.7, as modified by the MAG Supplement. 

3.42 Outdoor Construction Time Restrictions.  Unless otherwise permitted by the Engineer, 
construction will be restricted as listed in the following table: 

May 1 – October 31 November 1 – April 30 

5:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 6:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 

Construction Work shall not begin Work prior to 7:00 a.m. and shall stop by 7:00 p.m. on Saturdays, Sundays and 
all City, State and Federal holidays. 

3.43 Construction Survey.  Construction survey and as-built record drawings shall conform to the 
requirements of the MAG Specifications, Section 105.8 (Construction Stakes, Lines and Grades), as modified by 
the MAG Supplement. 

3.44 Survey Control Points.  Existing survey markers (either brass caps or iron pipes) shall be protected 
by the Contractor or removed and replaced under direct supervision of the Engineer.  Survey monuments shall be 
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constructed to the requirements of MAG Specifications, Section 405.  Lot corners shall not be disturbed without 
knowledge and consent of the property owner.  The Contractor shall replace benchmarks, monuments or lot 
corners moved or destroyed during construction at no expense to the City.  Contractor and its sureties shall be 
liable for correct replacement of disturbed survey benchmarks except where the City elects to replace survey 
benchmarks using its own forces. 

3.45 Stockpile of Materials. 

A. Engineer Approval.  The Contractor may, if approved by the Engineer, place or stockpile 
Materials in the public right-of-way provided such Materials do not prevent access to adjacent properties or 
prevent compliance with traffic regulations. 

B. No Traffic Interference.  Traffic shall not be required to travel over stockpiled Materials 
and proper dust control shall be maintained. 

3.46 Excess Materials.  When excavations are made, resultant loose earth shall be (A) utilized for 
filling by compacting in place or (B) disposed of off-site.  Excess or unsuitable material, broken asphaltic concrete 
and broken portland cement concrete excavated from the right-of-way shall be removed from the Project Site and 
disposed of by the Contractor.  Disposal of material within the Avondale City Limits or Planning Area must be 
approved by the Engineer.  Waste material shall not be placed on private property without express permission of 
the property owner.  The Contractor shall, at all times, keep the premises free from accumulation of waste 
materials or rubbish caused by its operations.  At the completion of the Work, Contractor shall remove all 
equipment, tools and surplus materials, and shall completely clean the premises, removing and disposing of all 
debris and rubbish and cleaning all stains, spots, marks, dirt, smears or other blemishes.  When the Work premises 
are turned over to the City, they shall be thoroughly clean and ready for immediate use.  Clean-up shall include 
removal of all excess pointing mortar materials within pipes and removal of oversized rocks and boulders left after 
finish grading.  The Contractor shall provide for the legal disposal of all waste products and debris and shall make 
necessary arrangements for such disposal. 

3.47 Dust Control and Water.  Contractor shall implement dust control measures in accordance with 
MAG Specifications, Section 104.1, and the MAG Supplement.  Installation and removal of fire hydrant meters 
should be scheduled at least three business days in advance through the City Water Billing Department.  Watering 
shall conform to the provisions of MAG Specifications, Section 225.  A deposit and installation fee in amounts set 
forth in the City’s fee schedule is required for each meter.  The cost of the water is at the prevailing rate. 

3.48 Temporary Sanitary Facilities.  The Contractor shall provide ample toilet facilities with proper 
enclosures for the use of workers employed on the Work site.  Toilet facilities shall be installed and maintained in 
conformity with all applicable State and local laws, codes, regulations and ordinances and shall be properly lit and 
ventilated, and kept clean at all times.  Adequate and satisfactory drinking water shall be provided at all times and 
under no circumstances and under no conditions will the use of common cups be permitted.  The Contractor must 
supply sanitary drinking cups for the benefit of all employees. 

3.49 Electric Power, Water and Telephone.  Unless otherwise specified, the Contractor shall make its 
own arrangements for electric power, water and telephone.  Subject to the convenience of the utility, it may be 
permitted to connect to existing facilities where available, but Contractor shall meter and bear the cost of such 
power or water, and installation and disconnect of such power, water and telephone services. 

3.50 Energized Aerial Electrical Power Lines.  Utility companies may maintain energized aerial 
electrical power lines in the immediate vicinity of this Project.  Contractor shall not presume any such lines to be 
insulated.  Construction personnel working in proximity to these lines may be exposed to an extreme hazard from 
electrical shock.  Contractor shall ensure that its employees and all other construction personnel working on this 
Project are warned of the danger and instructed to take adequate protective measures, including maintaining a 
minimum ten feet of clearance between the lines and all construction equipment and personnel.  (see: OSHA Std. 
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1926.550 (a) 15, as amended).  As an additional safety precaution, Contractor shall call the affected utility 
companies to arrange, if possible, to have these lines de-energized or relocated when the Work reaches their 
immediate vicinity.  The cost of such temporary arrangements shall be borne by the Contractor.  Contractor shall 
account for the time necessary to cause such utility disconnection in the preparation of its Bid.  Electrical utility 
companies may maintain energized underground electrical power lines in the immediate vicinity of this Project.  
These power lines represent an extreme hazard of electrical shock to any construction personnel or equipment 
coming in contact with them.  Arizona law requires all parties planning excavations in public rights-of-way to 
contact all utility firms for locations of their underground facilities.  Contractor shall ensure that its employees and 
all other personnel working near any underground power lines must be warned to take adequate protective 
measure.  (see: OSHA Std. 1926-651 (A), as amended). 

3.51 Site Clean Up.  Contractor shall at all times, but not less than daily unless otherwise agreed by 
City Representative, keep the premises on which the Work is being performed clean and free from accumulation of 
any waste materials, trash, debris and excess dirt, and at all times shall remove Contractor’s implements, 
machinery, tools, apparatus and equipment from the jobsite when not needed on the jobsite.  Should the City 
Representative find it necessary in his/her opinion to employ help to clean up, remove or store any of the foregoing 
due to failure of Contractor to do so, the expense thereof shall be charged to Contractor.  Verbal notice from the 
City Representative on clean-up or removal is considered adequate notice hereunder, and failure to conform with 
his/her request within 24 hours thereof will be construed as a breach of this Contract by the Contractor and such 
charges will be made against Contractor’s account as are necessary to accomplish the clean-up or removal.  The 
cost of cleanup, removal or storage by the City, if not deducted by the City from monies due Contractor, shall be 
paid by Contractor within five business days of written demand by the City. 

3.52 Use of the Site.  Contractor shall at all times comply fully with all laws, orders, citations, rules, 
regulations, standards and statutes with respect to occupational health and safety, the handling and storage of 
hazardous materials, accident prevention and safety equipment and practices, including any accident prevention 
and safety program of the City; provided, however, that the City shall not be required to impose any safety 
requirements or administer any such programs and the review or requirement of any safety plan by the City shall 
not be deemed to release Contractor or in any way diminish its liability, by way of indemnity or otherwise, as 
assumed by it under this Contract.  Contractor shall conduct inspections regularly to determine that safe working 
conditions and equipment exist and accepts sole responsibility for providing a safe place to Work for its employees 
and employees of its Subcontractors, laborers, suppliers of material and equipment and any other person visiting 
the Site, for adequacy of and required use of all safety equipment and for compliance herewith.  When so ordered, 
Contractor shall stop any part of the Work that the City deems unsafe until corrective measures satisfactory to the 
City have been taken.  Should Contractor neglect to adopt such corrective measures, the City may do so and deduct 
the cost from payments due Contractor.  Contractor shall timely submit copies of all accident or injury reports to 
the City. 

3.53 Public Information and Notification.  The Contractor shall submit a public information and 
notification plan for this Project (the “Notification Plan”) to the City Representative at the first pre-construction 
meeting held prior to start of construction.  The Notification Plan shall include, at a minimum, the items set forth in 
this Section 3.53; provided, however, that the Engineer may waive any portion of the requirements of this Section 
upon a written determination that the Project scope does not warrant such notification.  Contractor shall provide 
Project information to affected residents and homeowners’ associations prior to and throughout the Project’s 
duration.  The Contractor shall use the Notification Plan to inform the local citizens, businesses and City officials, 
not less than five business days in advance, of (A) necessary operations that create high noise levels, (B) street 
closures, (C) detour locations, (D) haul routes and material delivery routes and (E) disruption of bus routes, mail 
routes and other delivery/pick-up routes. 

A. Neighborhood Notification.  Prior to the start of any Work on the Project, the Contractor 
shall distribute a preliminary “Dear Neighbor” letter (8-1/2”x11”), as submitted to and subject to the approval of 
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the Engineer, to all businesses, property owners and residents within 600 feet of any portion of this Project.  This 
“Dear Neighbor” letter shall include, at a minimum, the following information: 

1. Contractor’s name, business telephone number and the 24-hour “Hot Line” 
telephone number for this Project. 

2. Name of Contractor’s Project Manager. 

3. Name of Contractor’s Project Superintendent. 

4. Brief description of the Project. 

5. Construction schedule, including anticipated Work hours. 

6. Anticipated lane restrictions, including the expected duration thereof. 

7. Name of City’s Project Manager. 

8. Name of the Engineer. 

The Engineer shall provide the Contractor with a distribution list for this “Dear Neighbor” letter.  Contractor shall 
(1) ensure that the letter is distributed to all persons and businesses indicated on the list provided by the Engineer 
and (2) provide the Engineer with a copy of the letter sent and sufficient proof of mailing.  Subsequent to delivery 
of the “Dear Neighbor” letter, the Contractor shall distribute bi-monthly construction progress updates, including 
construction schedule and any additional information the Engineer deems important as a result of construction 
activities, to all persons and businesses included on the aforementioned distribution list.  At the request of the 
Engineer, Contractor may be required to distribute additional public notifications.  At the end of construction a 
final “Dear Neighbor” letter shall be distributed to the persons and businesses on the aforementioned distribution 
list highlighting the Contractor’s and the City’s appreciation for their patience during construction of the Project. 

B. Project Signs.  Unless otherwise directed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall furnish and 
install at least two Project signs, not less than five business days before beginning construction, at locations 
determined by the Engineer, to inform the public of the forthcoming Project, construction dates and 24-Hour 
Hotline number.  The Contactor shall submit the proposed layout of the Project signs to the Engineer for approval 
prior to fabrication of the signs.  The Contractor shall maintain the signs as necessary and update the information 
as directed by the Engineer.  At the Final Completion of the Project, the Contractor shall remove and dispose of the 
signs.  The Project signs shall be fabricated as follows:  (1) the vinyl sheeting for the background, legend, and 
border shall be applied by heat bonding, except that the decal and legend for the project title, cost, and Contractor’s 
name shall be pressure sensitive application; (2) the four foot by eight foot (4’ x 8’) signs shall be mounted four 
feet above the ground level and anchored three feet into the ground with concrete backfill around the posts; and (3) 
sign colors shall be black letters on white background, over a ghost image of the City of Avondale logo.  The 
information on the Project signs shall be in the format and fonts proportions as depicted on the sample sign below.  
The image template may be obtained from the City of Avondale Engineering Department as a computer image file. 
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C. 24-Hour Project Hotline.  The Contractor shall be required to furnish a private 24-hour 
telephone line to be used solely for receiving incoming calls from local citizens or businesses with questions or 
complaints concerning Project construction operations or procedures (the “Hotline”).  The Contractor shall include 
this Hotline telephone number on all public information distributed throughout the duration of the Project.  
Contractor shall ensure that Contractor personnel man the Hotline during all hours that there is any Work being 
performed on this Project; the Hotline shall be answered by a live answering service during all other hours.  The 
Contractor shall maintain a log of incoming calls, responses and action taken that shall be submitted to the 
Engineer weekly and upon request. 

D. Public Meetings.  The Contractor shall attend such public meetings as deemed necessary 
by the Engineer. 

E. Press Releases.  The Contractor shall, at the request of the Engineer, prepare press 
releases regarding the Project. 

F. Payment for Public Notification.  The City will pay, based on time and materials invoices, 
an amount not to exceed the amount designated in the Price Sheet and entitled COMMUNITY RELATIONS, for 
Work performed in accordance with the Notification Plan.  Work that is eligible for reimbursement includes:  the 
Project signs; the “Dear Neighbor” letters; bi-monthly progress reports; meetings with impacted businesses, 
residents, schools, churches or other groups; scheduling newsletter when necessary (at least monthly); temporary 
signs for local access; and maintaining the Hotline.  No payment will be made under this item for any calendar day 
during which there are substantial deficiencies in compliance, as determined by the Engineer.  The Contractor shall 
submit a final report/evaluation of its Notification Plan process performed for this Project.  The report shall be 
submitted before the Contractor receives final payment. 

PART C - MISCELLANEOUS 

3.54 Applicable Law; Venue.  This Contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Arizona and 
suit pertaining to this Contract may be brought only in courts in Maricopa County, Arizona. 

3.55 Conflict of Interest.  This Contract is subject to the provisions of ARIZ. REV. STAT. § 38-511. The 
City may cancel this Contract without penalty or further obligations by the City or any of its departments or 
agencies if any person significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating this Contract 
on behalf of the City or any of its departments or agencies is, at any time while this Contract or any extension of 
this Contract is in effect, an employee of any other party to this Contract in any capacity or a consultant to any 
other party of this Contract with respect to the subject matter of this Contract. 
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3.56 Contract Amendments.  This Contract may be modified only by a written amendment signed by 
persons duly authorized to enter into contracts on behalf of the City and the Contractor; provided, however, that 
Change Orders may be issued and approved administratively by the City when such changes do not alter the 
Contract Price. 

3.57 Provisions Required by Law.  Each and every provision of law and any clause required by law to 
be in this Contract will be read and enforced as though it were included herein and, if through mistake or otherwise 
any such provision is not inserted, or is not correctly inserted, then upon the application of either party, this 
Contract will promptly be physically amended to make such insertion or correction. 

3.58 Severability.  The provisions of this Contract are severable to the extent that any provision or 
application held to be invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction shall not affect any other provision or 
application of this Contract which may remain in effect without the invalid provision or application. 

3.59 Independent Contractor.  It is clearly understood that each party will act in its individual 
capacity and not as an agent, employee, partner, joint venturer, or associate of the other.  An employee or agent 
of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employee or agent of the other for any purpose 
whatsoever.  The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that the Services provided under this Agreement are 
being provided as an independent contractor, not as an employee or agent of the City.  Contractor, its employees 
and subcontractors are not entitled to workers’ compensation benefits from the City.  The City does not have the 
authority to supervise or control the actual work of Contractor, its employees or subcontractors.  The Contractor, 
and not the City, shall determine the time of its performance of the services provided under this Agreement so 
long as Contractor meets the requirements of its agreed scope of work and the specifications, plans/construction 
drawings as set forth in Section 2.1 above and Exhibit A.  Contractor is neither prohibited from entering into 
other contracts nor prohibited from practicing its profession elsewhere.  City and Contractor do not intend to nor 
will they combine business operations under this Agreement. 

3.60 Entire Agreement; Interpretation-Parol Evidence.  This Contract represents the entire agreement 
of the parties with respect to its subject matter, and all previous agreements, whether oral or written, entered into 
prior to this Contract are hereby revoked and superseded by this Contract.  No representations, warranties, 
inducements or oral agreements have been made by any of the parties except as expressly set forth herein, or in any 
other contemporaneous written agreement executed for the purposes of carrying out the provisions of this Contract.  
This Contract shall be construed and interpreted according to its plain meaning, and no presumption shall be 
deemed to apply in favor of, or against the party drafting this Contract.  The parties acknowledge and agree that 
each has had the opportunity to seek and utilize legal counsel in the drafting of, review of, and entry into this 
Contract. 

3.61 Assignment; Delegation.  No right or interest in this Contract shall be assigned or delegated by 
Contractor without prior, written permission of the City, signed by the City Manager.  Any attempted 
assignment or delegation by Contractor in violation of this provision shall be a breach of this Contract by 
Contractor. 

3.62 Subcontracts.  No subcontract shall be entered into by the Contractor with any other party to 
furnish any of the Materials, Services or construction specified herein without the prior, written approval of the 
City. The Contractor is responsible for performance under this Contract whether or not Subcontractors are used. 

3.63 Rights and Remedies.  No provision in this Contract shall be construed, expressly or by 
implication, as waiver by the City of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law in the event of any 
claim of default or breach of this Contract.  The failure of the City to insist upon the strict performance of any term 
or condition of this Contract or to exercise or delay the exercise of any right or remedy provided in this Contract, 
or by law, or the City’s acceptance of and payment for Materials or Services, shall not release the Contractor from 
any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this Contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any 
right of the City to insist upon the strict performance of this Contract. 
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3.64 Attorneys’ Fees.  In the event either party brings any action for any relief, declaratory or 
otherwise, arising out of this Contract or on account of any breach or default hereof, the prevailing party shall be 
entitled to receive from the other party reasonable attorneys’ fees and reasonable costs and expenses, determined 
by the court sitting without a jury, which shall be deemed to have accrued on the commencement of such action 
and shall be enforced whether or not such action is prosecuted through judgment. 

3.65 Notices and Requests.  Any notice or other communication required or permitted to be given 
under this Contract shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given if (A) delivered to the party at 
the address set forth below, (B) deposited in the U.S. Mail, registered or certified, return receipt requested, to the 
address set forth below or (C) given to a recognized and reputable overnight delivery service, to the address set 
forth below:

or at such other address, and to the attention of such other person or officer, as any party may designate in writing 
by notice duly given pursuant to this Section.  Notices shall be deemed received (A) when delivered to the party, 
(B) three business days after being placed in the U.S. Mail, properly addressed, with sufficient postage or (C) the 
following business day after being given to a recognized overnight delivery service, with the person giving the 
notice paying all required charges and instructing the delivery service to deliver on the following business day.  If a 
copy of a notice is also given to a party’s counsel or other recipient, the provisions above governing the date on 
which a notice is deemed to have been received by a party shall mean and refer to the date on which the party, and 
not its counsel or other recipient to which a copy of the notice may be sent, is deemed to have received the notice. 

3.66 Overcharges by Antitrust Violations.  The City maintains that, in practice, overcharges resulting 
from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser.  Therefore, to the extent permitted by law, the Contractor 
hereby assigns to the City any and all claims for such overcharges as to the goods and services used to fulfill this 
Contract. 

3.67 Force Majeure.  Except for payment for sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other nor 
deemed in default under this Contract if and to the extent that such party’s performance of this Contract is 
prevented by reason of force majeure.  The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control 
of the party affected and occurs without its fault or negligence.  Without limiting the foregoing, force majeure 
includes acts of God; acts of the public enemy; war; riots; strikes; mobilization; labor disputes; civil disorders; fire; 
floods; lockouts, injunctions-intervention-acts, or failures or refusals to act by government authority; and other 
similar occurrences beyond the control of the party declaring force majeure which such party is unable to prevent 
by exercising reasonable diligence.  The force majeure shall be deemed to commence when the party declaring 
force majeure notifies the other party, in accordance with Section 3.65, of the existence of the force majeure and 
shall be deemed to continue as long as the results or effects of the force majeure prevent the party from resuming 
performance in accordance with this Contract.  Force majeure shall not include the following occurrences: 
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A. Late Delivery.  Late delivery of equipment or materials caused by congestion at a 
manufacturer’s plant or elsewhere, an oversold condition of the market, inefficiencies or similar occurrences. 

B. Late Performance.  Late performance by a Subcontractor unless the delay arises out of a 
force majeure occurrence in accordance with this Section 3.67. 

Any delay or failure in performance by either party hereto shall not constitute default hereunder or give rise to any 
claim for damages or loss of anticipated profits if, and to the extent that such delay or failure is caused by force 
majeure.  If either party is delayed at any time in the progress of the Work by force majeure, then the delayed party 
shall notify the other party in accordance with Section 3.65 and shall make a specific reference to this Section, 
thereby invoking its provisions.  The delayed party shall cause such delay to cease as soon as practicable and shall 
notify the other party in writing.  The time of Substantial Completion or Final Completion shall be extended by 
written Contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevent 
the delayed party from performing in accordance with this Contract. 

 3.68 Confidentiality of Records.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain procedures and 
controls that are acceptable to the City for the purpose of ensuring that information contained in its records or 
obtained from the City or from others in carrying out its obligations under this Contract shall not be used or 
disclosed by it, its agents, officers, or employees, except as required to perform Contractor’s duties under this 
Contract.  Persons requesting such information should be referred to the City.  Contractor also agrees that any 
information pertaining to individual persons shall not be divulged other than to employees or officers of 
Contractor as needed for the performance of duties under this Contract. 

3.69 Records and Audit Rights.  To ensure that the Contractor and its Subcontractors are complying 
with the warranty under Section 3.70 below, Contractor’s and its Subcontractors’ books, records, 
correspondence, accounting procedures and practices, and any other supporting evidence relating to this 
Contract, including the papers of any Contractor and its Subcontractors’ employees who perform any Work or 
Services pursuant to this Contract (all of the foregoing hereinafter referred to as “Records”), shall be open to 
inspection and subject to audit and/or reproduction during normal working hours by the City, to the extent 
necessary to adequately permit (1) evaluation and verification of any invoices, payments or claims based on 
Contractor’s and its Subcontractors’ actual costs (including direct and indirect costs and overhead allocations) 
incurred, or units expended directly in the performance of Work under this Contract and (2) evaluation of the 
Contractor’s and its Subcontractors’ compliance with the Arizona employer sanctions laws referenced in Section 
3.70 below.  To the extent necessary for the City to audit Records as set forth in this Section, Contractor and its 
Subcontractors hereby waive any rights to keep such Records confidential.  For the purpose of evaluating or 
verifying such actual or claimed costs or units expended, the City shall have access to said Records, even if 
located at its Subcontractors’ facilities, from the effective date of this Contract for the duration of the Work and 
until three years after the date of final payment by the City to Contractor pursuant to this Contract.  Contractor 
and its Subcontractors shall provide the City with adequate and appropriate workspace so that the City can 
conduct audits in compliance with the provisions of this Section.  The City shall give Contractor or its 
Subcontractors reasonable advance notice of intended audits.  Contractor shall require its Subcontractors to 
comply with the provisions of this Section by insertion of the requirements hereof in any subcontract pursuant to 
this Contract. 

3.70 E-verify Requirements.  To the extent applicable under ARIZ. REV. STAT. § 41-4401, the 
Contractor and its Subcontractors warrant compliance with all Federal immigration laws and regulations that relate 
to their employees and their compliance with the E-verify requirements under ARIZ. REV. STAT.§ 23-214(A).  
Contractor’s or its Subcontractors’ failure to comply with such warranty shall be deemed a material breach of this 
Contract and may result in the termination of this Contract by the City. 

3.71 Right to Inspect Plant.  The City may, at reasonable times, inspect the part of the plant or place of 
business of the Contractor or Subcontractor that is related to the performance of this Contract. 
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3.72 Warranties.  Contractor warrants to the City that all Materials and equipment furnished shall be 
new unless otherwise specified and agreed by the City and that all Work shall be of first class quality, free from 
faults and defects and in conformance with this Contract.  If at any time within one year following the date of Final 
Completion and acceptance of the entire Project (or such longer period as may be provided under warranties for 
equipment or Materials): (A) any part of the Materials furnished in connection with the Work shall be or become 
defective due to defects in either labor or Materials, or both, or (B) Contractor’s Work or Materials, or both, are or 
were not in conformance with original or amended Plans and Specifications, or supplementary shop drawings, then 
the Contractor shall upon written notice from the City immediately replace or repair such defective or non-
conforming Material or workmanship at no cost to the City.  Contractor further agrees to execute any special 
guarantees as provided by this Contract or required by law.  Contractor shall require similar guarantees from all 
vendors and from all its Subcontractors.  Contractor further agrees, upon written demand of the City and during the 
course of construction, to immediately re-execute, repair or replace any Work that fails to conform to the 
requirements of this Contract, whether caused by faulty Materials or workmanship, or both.  In the event 
Contractor shall fail or refuse to make such change upon the City’s written demand, the City shall have the right to 
have such Work re-executed, repaired or replaced, to withhold from or back charge to Contractor all costs incurred 
thereby. 

3.73 Inspection.  All Materials and/or Services are subject to final inspection and acceptance by the 
City.  Materials and/or Services failing to conform to the Specifications of this Contract will be held at 
Contractor’s risk and may be returned to the Contractor.  If so returned, all costs are the responsibility of the 
Contractor.  Upon discovery of non-conforming Materials or Services, the City may elect to do any or all of the 
following by written notice to the Contractor: (A) waive the non-conformance; (B) stop the Work immediately; or 
(C) bring material or service into compliance and withhold the cost of same from any payments due to the 
Contractor. 

3.74 No Replacement of Defective Tender.  Every tender of Materials shall fully comply with all 
provisions of this Contract.  If a tender is made which does not fully conform, this shall constitute a breach of this 
Contract as a whole. 

3.75 Shipment Under Reservation Prohibited.  Contractor is not authorized to ship Materials under 
reservation and no tender of a bill of lading will operate as a tender of the Materials. 

3.76 Liens.  All Materials, Service or construction shall be free of all liens and, if the City requests, a 
formal release of all liens shall be delivered to the City. 

3.77 Licenses.  Contractor shall maintain in current status all Federal, State and Local licenses and 
permits required for the operation of the business conducted by the Contractor as applicable to this Contract. 

3.78 Patents and Copyrights.  All Services, information, computer program elements, reports and other 
deliverables, which may be patented or copyrighted and created under this Contract are the property of the City 
and shall not be used or released by the Contractor or any other person except with the prior written permission of 
the City. 

3.79 Preparation of Specifications by Persons other than City Personnel.  All Specifications shall seek 
to promote overall economy for the purposes intended and encourage competition and not be unduly restrictive in 
satisfying the City’s needs.  No person preparing Specifications shall receive any direct or indirect benefit from the 
utilization of Specifications, other than fees paid for the preparation of Specifications. 

3.80 Advertising.  Contractor shall not advertise or publish information concerning this Contract 
without prior, written consent of the City. 
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PART D - ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

3.81 Scope.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary provided elsewhere in the Contract Documents, 
except for subsection 3.84(G) below, the alternative dispute resolution (“ADR”) process provided for herein shall 
be the exclusive means for resolution of claims or disputes arising under, relating to or touching upon this 
Contract, the interpretation thereof or the performance or breach by any party thereto, including but not limited to 
original claims or disputes asserted as cross claims, counterclaims, third party claims or claims for indemnity or 
subrogation, in any threatened or ongoing litigation or arbitration with third parties, if such disputes involve parties 
to contracts containing this ADR provision. 

3.82 Neutral Evaluator, Arbitrators.  The City will select a Neutral Evaluator to serve as set forth in this 
ADR process, subject to the Contractor’s approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.  In the 
event that the City and the Contractor are unable to agree upon a Neutral Evaluator, the neutral evaluation process 
shall be eliminated and the parties shall proceed with the binding arbitration process set forth in Section 3.84 
below.  The City and Contractor shall each select an arbitrator to serve as set forth in this ADR process.  Each 
arbitrator selected shall be a member of the State Bar of the State of Arizona and shall have experience in the field 
of construction law.  None of the arbitrators nor any of the arbitrator’s firms shall have presently, or in the past, 
represented any party to the arbitration. 

3.83 Neutral Evaluation Process.  If the parties have been unable to resolve the disputes after 
discussions and partnering, but the parties have agreed to a Neutral Evaluator, the following neutral evaluation 
process shall be used to resolve any such dispute. 

A. Notification of Dispute.  The City through its Engineer shall notify the Neutral Evaluator 
in writing of the existence of a dispute within ten days of the City or the Contractor declaring need to commence 
the neutral evaluation process. 

B. Non-Binding Informal Hearing.  The Neutral Evaluator shall schedule a non-binding 
informal hearing of the matter to be held within seven calendar days from receipt of notification of the existence of 
a dispute.  The Neutral Evaluator may conduct the hearing in such manner as he deems appropriate and shall notify 
each party of the hearing and of its opportunity to present evidence it believes will resolve the dispute.  The Neutral 
Evaluator shall require that each party submit a written outline of the issues and evidence intended to be introduced 
at the hearing and the proposed resolution of the dispute to the Neutral Evaluator before the hearing commences.  
Arbitrators shall not participate in such informal hearing or proceedings process.  The Neutral Evaluator is not 
bound by the rules of evidence when admitting evidence in the hearing and may limit the length of the hearing, the 
number of witnesses or any evidence introduced to the extent deemed relevant and efficient. 

C. Non-Binding Decision.  The Neutral Evaluator shall render a non-binding, written 
decision as soon as possible, but not later than five calendar days after the hearing. 

3.84 Binding Arbitration Procedure.  The following binding arbitration procedure, except as provided 
in subsection 3.84(G) below, shall serve as the exclusive method to resolve a dispute if (A) the parties cannot agree 
to a Neutral Evaluator as set forth in Section 3.82 above or (B) any party chooses not to accept the decision of the 
Neutral Evaluator.  The party requesting binding arbitration shall notify the Neutral Evaluator of a request for 
arbitration in writing within three business days’ of receipt of the Neutral Evaluator’s decision.  If the Contractor 
requests arbitration or if Contractor rejects the City’s selection of a Neutral Evaluator, it shall post a cash bond with 
the Neutral Evaluator in an amount agreed upon by the parties or, in the event of no agreement, the Neutral 
Evaluator shall establish the amount of the cash bond to defray the cost of the arbitration as set forth in subsection 
3.84(M) and the proceeds from the bond shall be allocated in accordance with subsection 3.84(M) by the 
Arbitration Panel. 

A. Arbitration Panel.  The Arbitration Panel shall consist of three arbitrators: the City’s 
appointed arbitrator, the Contractor’s appointed arbitrator and a third arbitrator (or “Neutral Arbitrator”) who shall 
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be selected by the parties’ arbitrators as set forth in subsection 3.84(B) If more than one consultant or contractor is 
involved in a dispute, the consultants and/or contractors shall agree on an appointee to serve as arbitrator.  The 
Neutral Evaluator shall not participate in the proceedings. 

B. Selection of Neutral Arbitrator.  The parties’ arbitrators shall choose the Neutral 
Arbitrator within five business days of receipt of notification of a dispute from the Neutral Evaluator.  The Neutral 
Arbitrator shall have the same qualifications as those of the arbitrators set forth in Section 3.82.  In the event that 
the selected arbitrators cannot agree on the Neutral Arbitrator as set forth above, the Neutral Arbitrator shall be the 
Default Neutral Arbitrator, a person or entity jointly selected by the City and the Contractor.  If the City and the 
Contractor cannot agree on a Default Neutral Arbitrator, the City and the Contractor shall each submit two names 
to an appropriate judge who shall select one person. 

C. Expedited Hearing.  The parties have structured this procedure with the goal of providing 
for the prompt, efficient and final resolution of all disputes falling within the purview of this ADR process.  To that 
end, any party can petition the Neutral Evaluator to set an expedited hearing.  If the Neutral Evaluator determines 
that the circumstances justify it, the Neutral Evaluator shall contact the selected Arbitration Panel and arrange for 
scheduling of the arbitration at the earliest possible date.  In any event, the hearing of any dispute not expedited 
will commence as soon as practical but in no event later than 20 calendar days after notification of request for 
arbitration having been submitted.  This deadline can be extended only with the consent of all the parties to the 
dispute, or by decision of the Arbitration Panel upon a showing of emergency circumstances. 

D. Procedure.  The Arbitration Panel will select a Chairman and will conduct the hearing in 
such a manner that will resolve disputes in a prompt, cost efficient manner giving regard to the rights of all parties.  
Each party shall supply to the Arbitration Panel a written pre-hearing statement which shall contain a brief 
statement of the nature of the claim or defense, a list of witnesses and exhibits, a brief description of the subject 
matter of the testimony of each witness who will be called to testify, and an estimate as to the length of time that 
will be required for the arbitration hearing.  The Arbitration Panel shall review and consider the Neutral Evaluator 
decision, if any.  The Chairman shall determine the nature and scope of discovery, if any, and the manner of 
presentation of relevant evidence consistent with deadlines provided herein and the parties’ objective that disputes 
be resolved in a prompt and efficient manner.  No discovery may be had of any materials or information for which 
a privilege is recognized by Arizona law.  The Chairman, upon proper application, shall issue such orders as may 
be necessary and permissible under law to protect confidential, proprietary or sensitive materials or information 
from public disclosure or other misuse.  Any party may make application to the Maricopa County Superior Court 
to have a protective order entered as may be appropriate to confirm such orders of the Chairman. 

E. Hearing Days.  In order to effectuate parties’ goals, the hearing once commenced, will 
proceed from business day to business day until concluded, absent a showing of emergency circumstances. 

F. Award.  The Arbitration Panel shall, within ten calendar days from the conclusion of any 
hearing, by majority vote, issue its award.  The award shall include an allocation of fees and costs pursuant to 
subsection 3.84(M) herein.  The award is to be rendered in accordance with this Contract and the laws of the State 
of Arizona. 

G. Scope of Award.  The Arbitration Panel shall be without authority to award punitive 
damages, and any such punitive damage award shall be void.  The Arbitration Panel shall be without any authority 
to issue an award against any individual party in excess of twenty percent (20%) of the original Contract amount, 
but in no event shall any award exceed $2,000,000, exclusive of interest, arbitration fees, costs and attorneys’ fees.  
If an award is made against any individual party in excess of $100,000, exclusive of interest, arbitration fees, costs 
and attorneys’ fees, it must be supported by written findings of fact, conclusions of law and a statement as to how 
damages were calculated.  Any claim in excess of twenty percent (20%) of the original Contract amount or in 
excess $2,000,000 shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the Superior Court of Arizona, Maricopa County.  Any 
party can contest the validity of the amount claimed if an action is filed in the Superior Court. 
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H. Jurisdiction.  The Arbitration Panel shall not be bound for jurisdictional purposes by the 
amount asserted in any party’s claim, but shall conduct a preliminary hearing into the question of jurisdiction upon 
application of any party at the earliest convenient time, but not later than the commencement of the arbitration 
hearing. 

I. Entry of Judgment.  Any party can make application to the Maricopa County Superior 
Court for confirmation of an award, and for entry of judgment on it. 

J. Severance and Joinder.  To reduce the possibility of inconsistent adjudications:  (1) the 
Neutral Evaluator or the Arbitration Panel may, at the request of any party, join and/or sever parties, and/or claims 
arising under other contracts containing this ADR provision, and (2) the Neutral Evaluator, on his own authority, 
or the Arbitration Panel may, on its own authority, join or sever parties and/or claims subject to this ADR process 
as they deem necessary for a just resolution of the dispute, consistent with the parties’ goal of the prompt and 
efficient resolution of disputes, provided, however, that the Contractor, Architect/Engineer and Project 
professionals shall not be joined as a party to any claim made by a Contractor.  Nothing herein shall create the right 
by any party to assert claims against another party not germane to this Contract or not recognized under the 
substantive law applicable to the dispute.  Neither the Neutral Evaluator nor the Arbitration Panel are authorized to 
join to the proceeding parties not in privity with the City.  Contractor cannot be joined to any pending arbitration 
proceeding, without Contractor’s express written consent, unless Contractor is given the opportunity to participate 
in the selection of the non-City appointed arbitrator. 

K. Appeal.  Any party may appeal (1) errors of law by the Arbitration Panel if, but only if, 
the errors arise in an award in excess of $100,000, (2) the exercise by the Chairman or Arbitration Panel of any 
powers contrary to or inconsistent with this Contract or (3) on the basis of any of the grounds provided in ARIZ. 
REV. STAT. § 12-1512, as amended.  Appeals shall be to the Maricopa County Superior Court within 15 calendar 
days of entry of the award.  The standard of review in such cases shall be that applicable to the consideration of a 
motion for judgment notwithstanding the verdict, and the Maricopa County Superior Court shall have the authority 
to confirm, vacate, modify or remand an award appealed under this Section, but not to conduct a trial, entertain the 
introduction of new evidence or conduct a hearing de novo. 

L. Uniform Arbitration Act.  Except as otherwise provided herein, binding arbitration 
pursued under this provision shall be governed by the Uniform Arbitration Act as codified in Arizona in ARIZ. 
REV. STAT. § 12-1501, et seq. 

M. Fees and Costs.  Each party shall bear its own fees and costs in connection with any 
informal hearing before the Neutral Evaluator.  All fees and costs associated with any arbitration before the 
Arbitration Panel, including without limitation the Arbitration Panelists’ fee, and the prevailing party’s reasonable 
attorneys’ fees, expert witness fees and costs, will be paid by the non-prevailing party, except as provided for 
herein.  In no event shall any Arbitrator’s hourly fees be awarded in an amount in excess of $200 per hour and (1) 
costs shall not include any travel expenses in excess of mileage at the rate paid by the City, not to exceed a one 
way trip of 150 miles, and (2) all travel expenses, including meals, shall be reimbursed pursuant to the travel policy 
of the City in effect at the time of the hearing.  The determination of prevailing and non-prevailing parties, and the 
appropriate allocation of fees and costs, will be included in the award by the Arbitration Panel.  Fees for the 
Neutral Evaluator shall be divided evenly between the City and the Contractor. 

N. Confidentiality.  Any proceeding initiated under ADR shall be deemed confidential to the 
maximum extent allowed by Arizona law and no party shall, except for disclosures to a party’s attorneys or 
accountants, make any disclosure related to the disputed matter or to the outcome of any proceeding except to the 
extent required by law, or to seek interim equitable relief, or to enforce an agreement reached by the parties or an 
award made hereunder. 

O. Equitable Litigation.  Notwithstanding any other provision of ADR to the contrary, any 
party can petition the Maricopa County Superior Court for interim equitable relief as necessary to preserve the 
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status quo and prevent immediate and irreparable harm to a party or to the Program pending resolution of a dispute 
pursuant to ADR provided herein.  No court may order any permanent injunctive relief except as may be necessary 
to enforce an order entered by the Arbitration Panel.  The fees and costs incurred in connection with any such 
equitable proceeding shall be determined and assessed in ADR. 

P. Change Order.  Any award in favor of the Contractor against the City or in favor of the 
City against the Contractor shall be reduced to a Change Order and executed by the parties in accordance with the 
award and the provisions of this Contract. 

Q. Merger and Bar.  Any claim asserted pursuant to this ADR process shall be deemed to 
include all claims, demands, and requests for compensation for costs and losses or other relief, including the 
extension of this Contract performance period which reasonably should or could have been brought against any 
party that was or could have been brought into this ADR process, with respect to the subject claim.  The 
Arbitration Panel shall apply legal principles commonly known as merger and bar to deny any claim or claims 
against any party regarding which claim or claims recovery has been sought or should have been sought in a 
previously adjudicated claim for an alleged cost, loss, breach, error, or omission. 

R. Inclusion in Other Contracts.  The Contractor shall cooperate with the City in efforts to 
include this ADR provision in all other Project contracts.  Subject to Contractor’s reasonable agreement, the 
Contractor agrees that any modification to this ADR provision that is included in the construction or other 
contracts shall also apply to the Contractor.  It is the intent of the parties that any changes to this ADR provision in 
later contracts will be evolutionary and designed to incorporate the terms of this ADR provision without material 
changes to the substance or procedure of this ADR provision.

SECTION 104 – SCOPE OF WORK 

 

104.01000 – Location and Project Boundaries: 
The Project is located on McDowell Road, from Agua Fria Bridge to Avondale Boulevard, in the 

City of Avondale, Arizona (City). 

 

104.02000 – Scope of Work Overview: 
The Work consists of widening McDowell Road includes removal of existing facilities, 

installation of new pavement, curb, gutter, sidewalk, street lighting, landscaping, irrigation, 

signal, storm drainage, and other related miscellaneous Work.

In the event of crossing any underground Century Link facilities, the Century Link line must be 

potholed, and a minimum separation of 12 inches (12-in) vertical and horizontal must be 

maintained.   

 

Southwest Gas (SWG)                                     Valerie Gallardo-Weller (602) 484-5342 

No apparent conflicts with Southwest Gas is present.  Prior to any excavations, the Contractor 

must call Blue Stake at (602) 263-1100 to accurately locate existing gas facilities, pursuant to the 

“Blue Stake Law” ARS, Chapter 2, Article 6.3, Sections 40-360.21 through .31).  

 

If conflicts exist, the Contractor shall contact Southwest Gas a minimum of 16 weeks from the 

date. The Contractor should hand dig carefully at these marked locations until the gas pipe has 

been found and exposed.  Use care to avoid damaging or breaking a small electrical tracer wire 

(which is used for locating purposes) that may be buried with the pipe.   

 

Abandoned steel gas lines may be present within the project limits.  Southwest Gas treats all of its 

steel pipe with unidentified coating/wrapping materials as potentially containing asbestos. If steel 

pipe is in direct conflicts and requires removal, it must only be done so by one of the Southwest 

Gas’s NESHAP certified contractors.   

  
105.6.3 – Potholing: 
Before any pipe main line excavation shall take place, the Contractor shall be required to pothole 

and verify all utility conflicts or utility crossings; known, marked (Blue Staked) and shown on the 

approved plans.  This includes all residential service lines which may not be marked.  The 

Contractor shall work with the City’s Blue Stake Specialist to coordinate locating services.  

Failure on the Contractor’s behalf to adequately locate and verify the utility conflicts/crossings 

well in advance of any main line or lateral line trench excavation shall preclude any claims or 

extra costs by the Contractor for delays or stand-by time.  All utility potholing in existing paved 

streets shall be done using the air/vacuum type method.  Dimensions for the potholing pavement 

cuts shall be limited to 12 inch (12-in) by 12 inch (12-in) square holes. All potholes shall be 

backfilled and patched in accordance with MAG Standard Detail No. 212. 

 

The City has obtained pothole data for the proposed utility crossings. The pothole information 

was used by the City of Avondale for the design purposes. The use of the pothole data is for 

additional information and does not release the Contractor from doing its due diligence when 

excavating near waterline, gas, and under-ground power lines.  This data shall not relieve the 

Contractor from complying with the “Blue Stake Law” requirements.   

 

Potholing is considered incidental to the work being performed, and no additional payment will 

be made for Potholing.   
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Bid Item 105.80010 – Construction Staking, Survey and Layout: 
The Work under this item shall consist of furnishing all Materials, equipment, and labor necessary 

for providing construction survey, staking and layout for the Project.  This item shall comply with 

MAG Specification 105.8 and as modified by the City’s MAG Supplement.  
Measurement for survey, staking and layout will be prorated (overall Project percent completion) 

each month over the Project’s duration.  Payment shall be made at the LUMP SUM price bid and 

shall be considered full compensation for this Work item. 

 

SECTION 107 – LEGAL REGULATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITY TO PUBLIC 

 

Bid Item 107.02000 - AZPDES (NPDES) SWPPP 
The Lump Sum price bid for this SWPPP work item shall include all material, labor, equipment 

and other incidental costs related to furnishing, installing, and maintaining the SWPPP during the 

project construction.  Maintenance shall include but is not limited to cleaning, repair and disposal 

of debris and compromised devices following storm events or other water runoff on the project.  

All administrative costs including plan and document preparation shall also be included. 

 

This project is subject to the Arizona Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (AZPDES) 

Construction General Permit (CGP) requirements under the EPA General Permit for Arizona.  All 

subcontractors shall comply with all AZPDES CGP requirements under the supervision of the 

General Contractor and shall submit a completed, signed subcontractor certification form, thereby 

designating themselves as co-permittees.  The Contractor will be expected to develop the Storm 

Water Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPP) following the most recent City of Avondale 

Approved SWPPP Template found on City of Avondale website.  Completed SWPPPs must be 

submitted to the City’s NPDES coordinator for review before a construction permit will be issued 

by the City.  All sections of the most recent City of Avondale Approved SWPPP Template must 

be complete in order for the City’s NPDES coordinator to initiate a review of the submitted 

SWPPP.  Any structural or non-structural best management practices included in the SWPPP that 

are not included in the City of Avondale Approved BMP List (found on the City of Avondale 

website) will be subject to the standards deviation process, and are not guaranteed approval.  

 

Subsequent to approval by the City’s NPDES coordinator, the Contractor will be expected to 

update/revise the approved SWPPP as necessary throughout the construction of the Project in 

order to ensure compliance with EPA, AZPDES, and CGP permit requirements.  Revisions to the 

SWPPP requiring use of the SWPPP bid item, or any other additional items, shall be subject to 

approval by the City prior to implementation.  The SWPPP document shall be kept at the project 

site at all times.  The final SWPPP document shall be retained by the Contractor for three years 

following project completion and final acceptance by the City. 

 

The contractor will be responsible to make submittals to the appropriate agencies.  In addition to 

review by the City and Maricopa County Department of Transportation (MCDOT), portions of 

this project may be in the urbanized, non-incorporated area governed by Maricopa County 

Environmental Services Department.  This department requires a submittal, fees, and process in 

addition to the standard NPDES requirements.  In addition, portions of this project are within a 
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quarter mile of the Gila River, which is an impaired waterway, and may require a special review 

or process from ADEQ. 

 

The Contractor shall submit a completed, signed Notice of Intent (NOI) form (including the 

signed subcontractor certification forms) to the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality 

(ADEQ), Water Permits Section/Storm Water NOI (5415B-3), 1110 W. Washington Street, 

Phoenix, Arizona 85007; or fax to (602) 771-4674, or online at ADEQ’s Smart NOI Web site at: 

http://az.gov/app/smartnoi/.The NOI shall be posted at the construction site at all times. 

 

Failure by the Contractor (or any applicable subcontractors) to submit the NOI forms and 

certifications to ADEQ, and/or the SWPPP to the City’s NPDES coordinator for review, by the 

start of construction activities will lead to delays in meeting EPA requirements, which will result 

in delay of the start of construction.  The Contractor will not be entitled to any additional 

compensation for costs resulting from such delay of the construction start date and/or any 

construction activities.   No construction activities shall begin until all applicable storm water 

pollution control devices are in place.  Any additional work or costs caused by the Contractor's (or 

subcontractor's) failure to properly implement the SWPPP shall not be considered for 

compensation.  The Contractor shall keep a copy of the latest STORM WATER GENERAL 

PERMIT FOR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES as printed in the Federal Register at the job site 

at all times. The Contractor shall keep a copy of the STORM WATER BASELINE 

CONSTRUCTION GENERAL PERMIT COVERAGE NOTICE received from the EPA (after 

submittal of the NOI) at the job site at all times. 

 

All SWPPP reports required under this contract shall be available to the public in accordance with 

the requirements of Section 308(b) of the Clean Water Act.  The Contractor shall make plans 

available to the public upon request through the EPA.  No conditions of the Arizona General 

Permit or the SWPPP shall release the Contractor from any responsibilities or requirements under 

other environmental statutes or regulations.  Asphalt plant and concrete plants (including mobile 

plants) require separate AZPDES industrial permits.  

 

Upon completion and acceptance of the work performed by a subcontractor co-permittee, either 

the Contractor or other subcontractors shall absolve such subcontractor of any involvement in, or 

responsibility for, any subsequent AZPDES violations on the project.  After project completion, 

acceptance, and de-mobilization, the Contractor shall submit a completed, signed Notice of 

Termination (NOT) form to the ADEQ Water Permits Section/Storm Water NOT (5415B-3), 

1110 W. Washington Street, Phoenix, Arizona 85007 or fax to (602) 771-4674, or online at 

ADEQ’s Smart NOI Web site at: http://az.gov/app/smartnoi/. 

 

As a minimum, the Contractor shall perform inspections in accordance with the scope and 

schedule specified in the most recent CGP Inspection and Corrective Action Report Form found 

on the ADEQ website. The Contractor is also encouraged to inspect all best management 

practices following all rainfalls, as it is the Contractor's responsibility to ensure the proper 

operation of each best management practice at all times. The Contractor shall maintain a record of 

each inspection.  No other separate measurements or payments will be made relative to SWPPP

The Lump Sum price bid for this SWPPP work item shall include all material, labor, equipment 

and other incidental costs related to furnishing, installing, and maintaining the SWPPP during the 

project construction.  Maintenance shall include but is not limited to cleaning, repair and disposal 

of debris and compromised devices following storm events or other water runoff on the project.  

All administrative costs including plan and document preparation shall also be included. 

 

Measurement for AZPDES (NPDES) SWPPP will be prorated (overall project percent 

completion) each month over the project’s duration.  Payment shall be made at the LUMP SUM 

price bid and shall be considered full compensation for this work item. 

 
Bid Item 107.15000 – Community Relations (Allowance): 
The work under this item shall consist of furnishing all necessary materials, equipment, labor, 

services and incidentals for providing public information and notification in accordance with 

Article III, General Terms and Conditions, Part B Performance of the Work, Section 3.53, “Public 

Information and Notification” of the Contract Documents.  The cost for providing Public 

Notification service shall be reimbursed through this work item.  Payment will be based on City-

approved time and material invoices for an amount not to exceed Ten thousand dollars 

($10,000.00) and shall be considered full compensation for this work item. 

 

Bid Item 107.15010– Project Information Signs:  
The Work under this item shall consist of furnishing all necessary materials, equipment, labor, 

services and incidentals for providing project information signs in accordance with Article III, 

General Terms and Conditions, Part B Performance of the Work, Section 3.53, “Public 

Information and Notification” of the Contract Documents. The cost for installing and maintaining 

project information signs, in accordance with the contract documents, shall be included in this 

work item. The Contractor shall also be responsible for removing the project information signs 

once the Project has reached final completion. Measurement and Payment will be based on 

EACH project sign and shall be considered full compensation for this work item. 

 

107.20010 – Permits: 
The City of Avondale Engineering Right-of-Way Permit fee will be waived for this project.  All 

other required permits shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to obtain and pay for which may 

include but not be limited to; Maricopa County Environmental Dust Control permit and City fire 

hydrant meter fees.  The cost for all permits shall be included in the Contractor’s bid price. 

 

107.7.4 – Trench and Street Barricading 
Trench Plates: 

All trenching must be safely secured and barricaded at all times.  Overnight trenching involving 

street cuts shall be steel plated in accordance with MAG Standard Detail No. 211.  Steel plate 

installation shall be Type 2 (milled in) for arterial and collector streets.  Type 1 (ramped) shall be 

allowed on local streets only.   Plates are only allowed for a maximum period of five (5) business 

days after which the street must be permanently patched.  Temporary asphalt patching, if allowed 
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by the Engineering Inspector, is only allowed for a maximum period of five (5) business days 

after which the street must be permanently patched. 

 

SECTION 108 – COMMENCEMENT, PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS 

 

108.50010 – Limitation of Operations and Sequencing of Construction:  
The Contractor shall be aware of and coordinate this Project’s Work with any other ongoing 

construction and/or traffic control in the immediate vicinity of the Project area.  

 

Night and weekend work is not allowed unless specifically pre-approved by the City.  The 

Contractor shall assume no night or weekend work for bidding purposes. 

 

A minimum of two thru lanes, one lane for each direction, shall remain open at all times.  

Provisions shall be made to allow for left turns including dedicated turn bays at all signalized 

intersections and other major collector cross-street intersections, unless otherwise specifically pre-

approved by the City. 

 

The Contractor shall maintain access to all driveways, alleys, parking lots, and adjacent business 

during their hours of operations. Where properties have more than one point of access, no more 

than one access may be restricted or closed at a time.  Closures and restrictions to affected 

property owners or business operators shall be notified at least 72 hours in advance of 

construction activities.   

 

Any activities that will affect peak time traffic shall be pre-approved for times, days, and method 

by the City prior to implementation.  Generally, no activities that affect peak time traffic on major 

collector and arterial streets will be allowed between 7:00 a.m. - 9:00 a.m. and from 4:00 p.m. - 

6:00 p.m.  Deviations may only occur when specifically approved by the City Engineer. 

 

All work within the rights-of-way must be stopped, equipment removed and all barricades 

removed the Thursday before race weekend (February – March PIR Race Week) OR (November 

PIR Race Week).  Work may resume on Monday following race weekend. 

 

All milling, crack sealing and pavement replacement shall be completed before any preservative 

seals or slurry/micro seals can be applied. 

 

SECTION 109 - MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT 

 

109.00010 – General 
Bid Item Numbers listed herein correspond to the Item Numbers listed in the Price Sheet of the 

IFB’s Exhibit “C”. 

 

Measurement for each bid item shall be done in the units installed or percent complete as 

indicated in the Price Sheet of the IFB’s Exhibit “C”.  Measurement shall be for all work that is 

satisfactorily completed in place, with no allowance for waste, and that which is verified by field 
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measurements as applicable. 

 

In general, payments to the Contractor shall be in accordance with Article III, General Terms and 

Conditions, Part A-General, Section 3.18, “Payments to Contractor” of the Contract Documents.  

Specific bid item payment guidelines shall be in accordance with the MAG Specifications as 

applicable unless as revised or more particularly described in these Technical Specifications.  

Payment will be made at the Unit Price or Lump Sum price that was bid and as shown in the Price 

Sheet of the IFB’s Exhibit “C” and shall constitute payment in full for furnishing all materials, 

equipment, appurtenances, labor, plant and tools necessary to provide a complete Project in a 

workmanlike and satisfactory manner as shown by the Plan Drawings and in the Contract 

Documents described herein. 

 

Bid Item 109.10010 – Mobilization/Demobilization: 
The work under this item shall consist of furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor necessary 

to provide the Contractor a one-time, round trip mobilization/demobilization of the Contractor’s 

personnel equipment, supplies and incidentals, establishment of offices, buildings and other 

facilities, required for the performance of the work on the Project, including preparatory work and 

operations prior to the commencement of the work on the Project site.  Measurement and 

Payment for mobilization and demobilization shall be done in two equal parts of the Contractor’s 

Bid Item LUMP SUM price.  The first half payment shall be included in the Contractor’s initial 

invoice and the second half payment shall be made after the Project has reached Substantial 

Completion as declared by the City and shall be considered full compensation for this work item. 

 

Bid Item 109.50010 - Miscellaneous Reimbursable (Allowance): 
The work under this item shall consist of furnishing all necessary materials, equipment, and labor 

for work not covered by the Contract plans or documents due to an unforeseen field condition or 

other circumstance that has been identified during the construction phase as necessary to complete 

the Project.  No work shall be performed under this item unless it is authorized, in writing, by the 

City or authorized representative.  The scope of work, conditions, completion schedule and 

pricing for any extra work must be mutually agreed on and approved by the City before the work 

can commence.  Measurement shall be based on City-approved time and material invoices or on 

a pre-approved, mutually agreed on price.  Payment shall be for an amount not to exceed Seventy 

Five thousand dollars ($75,000.00) based on the approved time and material invoices or the pre-

determined, pre-approved price for each separate extra work item and shall be considered full 

compensation for the work item. 
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SECTION 200 – EARTHWORK 

 
Bid Item 201.01012 – Remove Existing Tree 
Bid Item 201.01013 – Remove Existing Palm:  The Work under this item shall consist of the tree 

removal as shown on the plans, and disposal of waste. Removal of the existing tree shall be to the 

approximate location shown on the plans. In addition, the following work may be necessary and is 

deemed incidental to the removal of the existing tree. The Contractor shall expose the existing 

landscape irrigation conduit around the tree before the removal of the tree root ball to ensure that 

the facilities are protected. Exposing the existing irrigation before removal of the existing trees 

shall be deemed incidental to the removal of the tree. As needed, the Contractor shall 

move/temporarily relocate the irrigation lines such that the Contractor can remove the tree trunk 

and root ball. Payment for this work shall be made at the EACH price bid and shall include all, 

but not limited to, the incidental work such as described above. 

 

Bid Item 215.01510 – Earthwork for Retention Basin:  The work under this item shall consist of 

furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for the construction of a retention basin.  This work 

consists of excavation of a retention basin where indicated on the plans.  Construction shall be in 

accordance with the approved plans.  Payment will be made at the unit price bid per CUBIC 

YARD of material excavated and properly disposed of, and such payment shall be compensation 

in full for the work complete in place. 

 
Bid Item 220.10150 – Plain Rip Rap (D50=6-inch):  The work under this item shall consist of 

furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for construction of a rip rap.  The rip rap shall be of 

stone in accordance with MAG Standard specifications section 703.  The Rip Rap used shall be 

D50 or equal to 6-inch.   Payment will be made at the unit price bid per CUBIC YARD of rip rap 

installed, and such payment shall be compensation in full for the item complete in place.   

 

SECTION 300 – STREETS AND RELATED WORK 

 

Bid Item 301.01000 – Subgrade Preparation: The work under this item shall consist of 

furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor necessary for preparation of natural or excavated 

areas prior to the placement of any sub-base material, pavement, curbs and gutters, driveways, 

sidewalks or other structures.  Unless provided for in another bid item, this work shall include the 

removal and disposal of all unsuitable material including existing pavement and other 

obstructions in accordance with MAG Specification Section 301.  The Contractor shall be 

required to provide and pay for all quality control geotechnical testing in accordance with the 

MAG Specifications and the City’s MAG Supplement.  Measurement for Subgrade Preparation 

will be by the SQUARE YARD, measured by the total accepted area of new pavements, 

including paved shoulders, tapers, turnouts and driveways that are paved or surfaced with an 

aggregate base material.  The areas under concrete curb and gutter, sidewalk and concrete 

driveway entrances will not be included.  Unless provided for in other separate bid items or unless 

otherwise specified; Clearing and Grubbing, Roadway Excavation, Borrow Excavation, and Fill 

Construction shall not be measured, in which case payment for these earthwork items, if required, 

shall be included in the unit price for Subgrade Preparation.  Payment for Subgrade Preparation 
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shall be made at the unit price bid and shall be considered full compensation for this work item. 

 

Bid Item 308.02000–Paving Fabric (Petromat 4598 or Equal): This work shall consist of 

furnishing and placing asphalt overlay geotextile (paving fabric-Petromat or equal) beneath a 

pavement overlay to provide a moisture barrier membrane and a stress absorbing interlayer. The 

paving fabric shall only be placed after the existing cracks have been thoroughly cleaned, sealed 

and filled with City approved crack sealant. This item will include supplying, placing and/or 

applying all necessary adhesive and/or tack coats for the proper installation of the Paving fabric. 

Rolling or similar maybe necessary before the final asphaltic concrete pavement is applied to 

eliminate voids and deformations. 
 

The Paving Fabric - Petromat 4598 or equal shall meet or exceed all of the following 

characteristics and shall be installed as directed.  Warranties shall meet or exceed that of the 

Petromat 4598. 
 

Material Requirements: Paving Fabric: will be a staple fiber, needle-punched, nonwoven 

material consisting of at least 85 percent by weight polyolefins, polyesters or polyamides. The 

paving fabric shall be resistant to chemical attack, rot and mildew and shall have no tears or 

defects that will adversely alter its physical properties. The fabric shall be specifically designed 

for pavement applications and be heat-set on one side to reduce tack coat bleed-through and to 

minimize fabric pick-up by construction equipment during installation. The fabric shall meet the 

physical requirements specified in Table 1. 
 

Tack Coat: The tack coat used to impregnate the fabric and bond the fabric to the pavement is 

typically the same grade asphalt cement as used in the hot mix asphalt concrete. A cationic or 

anionic emulsion may be used as approved by the Engineer. The Contractor shall follow the 

special recommendations of the paving fabric manufacturer when an asphalt emulsion is used. 

The use of cutbacks or emulsions that contain solvents shall not be permitted. 
 

Construction and Installation Requirements: Shipping and Storage: The paving fabric shall be 

kept dry and wrapped such that it is protected from the elements during shipping and storage. If 

stored outdoors, the fabric shall be elevated and protected with a water- proof cover. The paving 

fabric shall be labeled in accordance with ASTM D 4873-88, “Standard Guide for Identification, 

Storage, and Handling of Geotextiles.” 

 

Weather Limitations: The air and pavement temperatures shall be at least 50°F(10 °C) and rising 

for placement of asphalt cement and shall be at least 60°F(16 °C) and rising for placement of 

asphalt emulsion. Neither asphalt tack coat nor paving fabric shall be placed when weather conditions are 

not suitable, in the opinion of the Engineer. Surface Preparation: The pavement surface shall be dry 

and thoroughly cleaned of all dirt and oil to the satisfaction of the Engineer. Cracks 1/8inch 

(3mm) wide or greater shall be cleaned and filled with suitable bituminous material or by a 

method approved by the Engineer. Crack-filling material shall be allowed to cure prior to 

placement of the paving fabric. Potholes and other pavement distress shall be repaired. Repairs 

shall be performed as directed by the Engineer. The paving fabric must be placed on a drainable 

grade with no depressions which may hold water in the overlying asphalt concrete.

Tack Coat Application: The tack coat shall be applied using a calibrated distributor truck 

spray bar. Hand spraying, squeegee and brush application may be used in locations where the 

distributor truck cannot reach. Every effort shall be made to keep hand application to a 

minimum. The tack coat shall be applied uniformly to the prepared, clean, dry pavement 

surface. The tack coat application rate must be sufficient to saturate the fabric and to bond the 

fabric to the existing pavement surface. The tack coat application rate shall be 0.22 to 

0.28 (1.0 to 1.3 liters per square meter) gallons per square yard as required by the roadway 

surface and environmental conditions. When using emulsions, the application rate must be 

increased as directed by the Engineer to offset the water content of the emulsion. Within street 

intersections, on steep grades or in other zones where vehicle braking is common, the normal 

application rate shall be reduced by about 20 percent as directed by the Engineer, but to not 

less than 0.20 gallons per square yard (0.9 liters per square meter). The temperature of the tack 

coat shall be sufficiently high to permit a uniform spray pattern. For asphalt cements, the 

minimum temperature shall be 290°F (143 °C). To avoid damage to fabric, distributor tank 

temperatures shall not exceed 325 °F (163 °C). For asphalt emulsions, the distributor tank 

temperatures shall be maintained between 130°F (55°C) and 160°F(71°C). The target width of 

the tack coat application shall be equal to the paving fabric width plus 6-inches (152mm). Tack 

coat application shall be wide enough to cover the entire width of fabric overlaps. The tack 

coat shall be applied only as far in advance of paving fabric installation as is appropriate to 

ensure a tacky surface at the time of paving fabric placement. Traffic shall not be allowed on 

the tack coat. Excess tack coat shall be cleaned from the pavement. 

 

Paving Fabric Placement: The paving fabric shall be placed onto the tack coat using mechanical 

or manual laydown equipment capable of providing a smooth installation with a minimum 

amount of wrinkling or folding. The paving fabric shall be placed before the asphalt cement 

tack coat cools and loses its tackiness. Paving fabric shall not be installed in areas where the 

overlay asphalt tapers to a minimum compacted thickness of less than 1.5 inches (38mm). 

When asphalt emulsions are used, the emulsion shall be allowed to cure properly such that 

essentially no water moisture remains prior to placing the paving fabric. Wrinkles severe 

enough to cause folds shall be slit and laid flat. Brooming and/or rubber-tire rolling will be 

required to maximize paving fabric contact with the pavement surface. Additional hand-placed 

tack coat may be required at overlaps and repairs as required by the Engineer. Turning of the 

paver and other vehicles shall be done gradually and kept to a minimum to avoid movement 

and damage to the paving fabric. Abrupt starts and stops shall also be avoided. Damaged 

fabric shall be removed and replaced with same type of fabric and a tack coat. Joints and 

Overlaps: At joints, fabric rolls shall overlap by 1 to 6 inches (25 to 152mm). End joints and 

joints from repair of wrinkles should be made to overlap or “shingle” in the direction that the 

pavement overlay will be placed. Overlaps of adjacent rolls may be as great as 6 inches to 

accommodate variations between the width of the road- way and paving fabric. Excess fabric 

shall be cut and removed to ensure that overlaps of adjacent rolls do not exceed 6 inches 

(152mm). Additional tack coat shall be applied between all fabric overlaps. Any locations that 

do not have additional tack for the overlaps shall be corrected by manual placement of tack 

coat prior to overlay construction. Unless otherwise approved by the Engineer, no traffic 

except necessary construction traffic will be allowed to drive on the paving fabric. Overlay 
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Placement: Asphalt overlay construction shall closely follow fabric placement. All areas in 

which paving fabric has been placed should be paved during the same day. Excess tack coat 

that bleeds through the paving fabric shall be removed by broadcasting sand on the paving 

fabric. Excess sand should be removed before beginning the paving operation. In the event of 

rainfall on the paving fabric prior to the placement of the asphalt overlay, the paving fabric 

must be allowed to dry before asphalt concrete is placed. Overlay asphalt thickness shall meet 

the requirements for the contract drawings and documents. The minimum compacted thickness 

of the first lift of overlay asphalt shall not be less than 1.5 inches (38mm) in areas of paving 

fabric installation.

Payment 
The accepted quantities of Portland Cement Concrete Pavement, measured as provided for herein, 

will be paid for at the contract unit price complete in place, per MAG specifications. 
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Bid Item 329.02000 – Emulsified Bituminous Tack Coat:  The work under this item shall 

consist of the furnishing and application of an emulsified asphalt tack coat in accordance with 

MAG Specifications Sections 329 and 713 with the application rate set at 0.08 gallons per square 

yard. Immediately before application, the underlying base course or other designated surface area 

shall be thoroughly cleaned of dirt, debris or other objectionable material.  Application shall not 

take place until the Engineer or authorized representative has inspected and approved the cleaned 

surface area.  Measurement for Emulsified Bituminous Tack Coat will be made by the TON of 

diluted material applied.  Payment shall be made at the unit price bid per TON and shall be 

considered full compensation for this work item.

The work for these items shall consist of furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor necessary 

for the construction of new Portland cement concrete curb and gutter at the locations, grades and 

elevations shown on the project plan documents.  All curb and gutter work shall be constructed in 
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accordance with MAG Specification Section 340, the designated MAG Detail No., and the 

designated ADOT Standard Detail, curb details as shown in the plans, and the City of Avondale 

Supplement to the MAG Specifications as applicable.  The Contractor shall verify line and grade 

and get approval from Avondale prior to placing any concrete.  Measurement for Curb and Gutter 

will be by the LINEAR FOOT installed in place.

Salvaged sign panels shall be 

delivered to the City of Avondale Municipal Operations Services Center (MOSC), 399 E. Lower 

Buckeye Road, Avondale, AZ at no additional cost to the City. Measurement: Removal and 

salvage of traffic signs shall be measured per EACH sign removed, including removing and 

disposing of all posts and foundations. Payment: shall be made at the unit price bid and shall be 

considered full compensation for this work item. 

 
Bid Item 350.21000– Remove Existing Gate:  The work under this item shall consist of removing 

existing fence gate where shown on the plans. The contractor shall utilize salvageable fencing as 

much as deemed appropriate or as directed by City Engineer or their representative. All unusable 

fencing will be hauled away by contractor and is considered incidental to this item.  Prior to 

removing the existing fence, the contractor shall coordinate with the City Engineer, their 

representative, ADOT, or the private property owner where appropriate to notify them of the 

disruption in perimeter fencing. While performing the work on the private property fencing, the 

contractor needs to secure the site during construction. Measurement and Payment for removal 

and temporary securing during construction of the existing gate will be made at the contract unit 

price per EACH. 
 
Bid Item 350.50001– Remove Safety Rail:  The work under this item shall consist of removing 

existing safety rail where shown on the plans. Work shall be done per MAG Specification Section 

350. Measurement and Payment for removal of the existing safety rail will be made at the 

contract unit price per LINEAR FOOT. 
 
Bid Item 350.50012– Remove 6’ CMU Wall, Footing, Backfill and Compact:  The work under 

this item shall consist of removing existing CMU wall where shown on the plans. Work shall be 

done per MAG Specification Section 350. Measurement and Payment for removal of the 

existing safety rail will be made at the contract unit price per LINEAR FOOT. 

 
Bid Item 351.20001 – Relocate 6’ Chain Link Fence, MAG 160: Relocation of existing chain 

link fence shall include the removal and re-installation of existing 6’ chain link fence as shown on 

the project plans.  Installation shall conform to MAG Std. Det. 160 and MAG specifications. 

Contractor shall store chain link fence until ready for installation. Damage to existing chain link 

fence by the Contractor shall be replaced at the Contractors expense.  Measurement will be made 

at the unit price bid per LINEAR FEET including the removal and installation of 6’ chain link 

fence as specified in the plans.  Payment shall be compensation in full for the item complete in 

place 
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Bid Item 351.46000– Relocate Existing Sign: Relocation of existing signing shall include the 

removal and installation to the location specified on the plans.  Installation shall conform to the 

City of Avondale General Signal and Striping Notes the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control 

Devices, MCDOT supplement to the MAG standard details and specifications, ADOT Signing 

and Marking Details, and the plans.  All materials for signing shall be in accordance with Section 

XI of the City of Avondale Supplement to MAG Uniform Standard Specifications and Details for 

Public Works Construction.  Measurement will be made at the unit price bid per EACH 

including the removal and installation of each sign as specified in the plans.  Payment shall be 

compensation in full for the item complete in place. 

 

SECTION 400 – RIGHT OF WAY & TRAFFIC CONTROL  

 
Bid Item 401.01000– Traffic Control:  The Work performed under this Bid Item shall consist of 

providing all required traffic control barricades, devices, signage, temporary paint pavement 

markings (striping), flagmen set-ups, pilot cars and other related maintenance as necessary, in 

accordance with MAG Standard Specification Section 401 and as amended by the City’s “Traffic 

Regulations” Section of the General Terms and Conditions of the Contract Documents and the 

City’s MAG Supplement as applicable.   Traffic Control shall be further defined by site specific 

pre-approved traffic control plans (TCPs) and such costs consisting of preparing and submitting 

ATSSA certified traffic control plans for approval shall be included.  Plans must be submitted to 

the City of Avondale for review and approval a minimum of 5 Avondale Business Days (M – TH) 

prior to the start of the related work. The plans must be complete, detailed and meet the City’s 

submittal guidelines. 

 

Night and weekend work is not allowed unless specifically pre-approved by the City.  The 

Contractor shall assume no night or weekend work for bidding purposes. 

 

Road closures for convenience of the Contractor shall not be allowed.  During construction 

activities, a minimum of two thru lanes, one each direction, shall remain open at all times.  

Provisions shall be made to allow for left turns including dedicated turn bays at all signalized 

intersections and other major collector cross-street intersections, unless otherwise specifically pre-

approved by the City.  Any activities that will affect peak time traffic shall be pre-approved for 

times, days, and method by the City prior to implementation.  Generally, no activities or traffic 

restrictions that affect peak time traffic on major collector and arterial streets will be allowed 

between 6:00 a.m. - 9:00 a.m. and from 4:00 p.m. - 7:00 p.m., M-F.  Deviations may only occur 

when specifically pre-approved by the City. 

 

It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to provide, erect, maintain, remove and/or relocate 

all temporary and existing traffic control devices and signal indications necessary to properly 

mark and control the construction area(s) for the safe and efficient movement of all roadway users 

including pedestrians.  The Contractor shall inspect and maintain all installed temporary traffic 

control devices at least once during a twenty-four (24) hour period. More frequent intervals of 

inspection and maintenance shall be made during periods of high winds or other detrimental 

conditions including a continuing problem maintaining the signs and devices.  All temporary 
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traffic control devices shall be ballasted with sandbags. 

 

Friendship Park currently has two access points from McDowell Road (one ingress only and one 

egress only).  The Contractor shall stage construction activities such that access to and from 

Friendship Park is maintained at all times.   

 

The Contractor shall maintain access to all driveways, alleys, parking lots, and adjacent business 

during their hours of operations. Where properties have more than one point of access, no more 

than one access may be restricted or closed at a time.  Closures and restrictions to affected 

property owners or business operators shall be notified at least 72 hours in advance of 

construction activities. 

 

The Contractor shall maintain the existing traffic signal operations. The Contractor shall provide a 

uniformed police officer whenever the signal is de-activated.  

 

The work shall not start until the traffic control plans have been approved by the City.  Payment 

for uniformed off-duty police officers shall be paid under a separate bid item as an allowance. 

Measurement for Traffic Control will be prorated (overall project percent completion) each 

month over the project’s duration.  The Contractor is responsible for all costs incurred, including 

development of traffic control plans; installation, maintenance and inspection of all temporary 

traffic control devices, and replacing lost or damaged traffic control devices and traffic control 

warning signs.  Payment for Traffic Control shall be made at the LUMP SUM price bid and shall 

be considered full compensation for this work item. 
 

Item 401.01100 –Uniformed Off-Duty Officer (Allowance): This item shall consist of providing 

a Uniformed Off-Duty Police Officer to coordinate and direct on-site traffic control when 

construction activities are within 200-ft of a signalized street intersection and the activities impact 

traffic movement, or as otherwise required or directed by the City.  Prior approval of the use of a 

Uniformed Off-Duty Police Officer shall be obtained from the City of Avondale.  The City of 

Avondale Police Department shall have the first right of refusal to provide the service.  Contractor 

shall provide at least 72 hours of prior notice. Contractor shall contact Frances Jones 

(fjones@avondale.org) or at (623) 333-7260 Monday through Thursday between 6 am and 4 pm 

to schedule a Uniformed Off-Duty Police Officer.  If the Contractor contracts directly with the 

City of Avondale Police, then the Contractor will be responsible to provide worker’s 

compensation insurance coverage.  Measurement and Payment for a police officer will be on an 

hourly basis not to exceed five thousand dollars ($10,000.00). 

 

Bid Item 405.00010 – Survey Monument (MAG Detail 120-1 Type “A”): 
Bid Item 405.00020 – Survey Monument (MAG Detail 120-1 Type “B”):   
The work under this item shall consist of furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor necessary 

for the installation of a MAG Detail 120-1 Type “A” or Type “B” survey monument at the 

locations shown on the project plan documents.  Installation of the survey monument shall also 

establish the horizontal and vertical (as-built) datum control for the specific location being 

referenced; and as it relates to the City of Avondale standard datum and coordinate network as

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applicable.  Installation of the survey monument shall be in strict accordance with MAG Standard 

Specification Section 405 and MAG Detail No. 120-1 Type “B”.   

 

Any new or reset land survey monument shall be set per the current “Arizona Boundary Survey 

Minimum Standards” as published with the Arizona State Board of Technical Registration.  Any 

new or reset land survey monuments will have an Arizona Land Surveyors registration number 

attached or stamped on the land surveying monument. In the case of a new or reset MAG detail 

monument standard detail 120 (https://www.azmag.gov/documents/2016_detail-drawings-all-

bookmarked.pdf), the detail notes 8-10 will be completed, including stamping sectional 

information as required for section land surveying monuments.  A sealed hardcopy and PDF copy 

of any recorded results of survey or corner records to be provided for the City of Avondale 

records. 

 

Measurement for a MAG Detail 120-1 Type “A” or Type “B” survey monument will be per 

EACH one installed in place complete.  Recording and providing sealed hardcopy and PDF files 

of recorded results is considered incidental to this item.  Payment shall be made at the unit price 

bid and shall be considered full compensation for this work item. 

 

Bid Item 420.00180 – 1800 mm (6’) High Chain Link Fence, MAG Det. 160 
Bid Item 420.02624 – 1.83m x 7.32m (6’x24’) Chain Link Fence Gate, MAG Det. 160 
Bid Item 420.10100 –Wrought Iron Gate (Length=56’) 
The work under this item shall consist of furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor necessary 

for the installation of new fencing as shown on the project plan documents.  Work shall include 

all excavation, footing foundations, posts, columns, related hardware and painting as required by 

fence type.  All fences shall be constructed per the plan details if provided. The Contractor shall 

match the new Wrought Iron Gate with the existing Wrought Iron Gate at Friendship Park as 

shown on the plans.  When matching existing fence types, the Contractor shall construct the new 

fence to exactly match the dimensions (except the length shall be long enough to span the 

Friendship access width), style, look and color of the existing, adjacent fencing.  When matching 

existing fence type, the Contractor shall submit shop drawing for approval by the City of 

Avondale.  All new fencing shall be built to current industry standards and local building codes.  

Chain link fencing shall be constructed in accordance with MAG Standard Specifications Section 

420.  Any reuse fencing must be approved by the City Engineering Inspector prior to installation.  

Fence post/footings shall not be reused.  Any required landscape restoration shall be per separate 

bid item.  Measurement for installation of new fencing will be per LINEAR FOOT installed 

complete in place.  Payment shall be made at the unit price bid and shall be considered full 

compensation for this work item. 

 

Bid Item 430.01001 – Landscape Establishment:  Work under this item shall consist of 

furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for the ongoing establishment and maintenance of 

the plant materials as shown on the plans until receipt of project acceptance by Owner. Maintain 

landscape areas weekly for first thirty days, bi weekly for the remaining contract days until 

acceptance, removing weeds and grasses, and fine tuning irrigation system to ensure adequate 

coverage while minimizing overspray.

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Plant Material:  Maintain by pruning, cultivating, watering, weeding, fertilizing, restoring planting 

saucers, tightening and repairing stakes and guy supports, and resetting to proper grades or 

vertical position, as required to establish healthy, viable plantings.  Treat as required to keep trees 

and shrubs free of insects and disease.  Restore or replace damaged tree wrappings. 

  

Remove and replace dead plants immediately unless required to plant in succeeding planting 

season. 

 

Replace exterior plants at end of guarantee period that are more than 25 percent dead, in 

unhealthy condition or at Owner direction. 

 

A limit of one replacement of each exterior plant will be required, except for losses or 

replacements due to failure to comply with requirements. 

 

Spray or dust appropriate insecticides, miticides and fungicides necessary to maintain plants in 

healthy and vigorous growing condition until accepted by Owner.  Apply pest and disease control 

chemicals in accordance with manufacturer's instructions and in compliance with governing 

agency codes.  Remove weeds and grasses such as Dallas, Bermuda, Johnson and Nut grasses 

from project site resulting from landscape installation. 

 

Measurement will be made for this bid item at the unit price of LUMP SUM. Payment shall be 

compensation in full for the item complete per task. 

 
Bid Item 430.01021 – Shrubs – 1 gal: 
Bid Item 430.01025 – Shrubs – 5 gal:   
Work for these items shall consist of furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for the 

installation of shrubs / accents / groundcover plant material as shown on the project plans. All 

items shall be in accordance with the 2008 City of Avondale Supplement to MAG uniform 

Standard Specifications and Details for Public Works Construction Section 430, and any 

additional details called out on the plans. The shrub/accent/groundcover shall be in accordance 

with MAG Section 430 and 795 unless specified otherwise on the project plans. Upon completion 

of the work of this Section, trees and shrubs shall have been pruned and injuries repaired as 

required or directed. Limit amount of pruning to minimum necessary to remove dead and injured 

twigs and branches.  Measurement will be made for this bid item at the unit price of EACH. 

Payment shall be compensation in full for the item complete in place.  

 

Bid Item 430.01053 – Tree 36” Box:  Work under this item shall consist of furnishing all 

materials, equipment, and labor for the installation of tree plant material as shown on the plans. 

All items shall be in accordance with the City of Avondale Supplement to MAG uniform 

Standard Specifications and Details for Public Works Construction Section 430, and details 

provided in the project plans. Tree shall be staked and included as part of this bid item. The trees 

shall be in accordance with MAG Section 430 and 795 unless specified otherwise on the plans. 

Upon completion of the work of this Section, trees and shrubs shall have been pruned and injuries 
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repaired as required or directed. Limit amount of pruning to minimum necessary to remove dead 

and injured twigs and branches. Measurement will be made for this bid item at the unit price of 

EACH. Payment shall be compensation in full for the item complete in place. 

 
Bid Item 430.01060 – Date Palm Tree 20’ Height:  The work under this item shall consist of 

furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for the installation of trees as shown on the project 

plans. All items shall be in accordance with the 2008 City of Avondale Supplement to MAG 

Uniform Standard Specifications and Details for Public Works Construction section 430 and 

details provided in the project plans. The Palms shall be in accordance with MAG Section 430 

and 795 unless specified otherwise on the plans. Measurement will be made for all trees at the 

unit price bid per EACH. Payment shall be compensation in full for the item complete in place. 

 

Bid Item 430.42000 –Decomposed Granite, 2” Thick:  The decomposed granite areas shall be 

cleared and grubbed in accordance with MAG Section 201. They shall be graded according to the 

plans. The ground shall be reasonably smooth and firm and all deleterious material and rocks 

larger than one inch in diameter shall be removed and disposed of before placing the mulch. The 

area shall be treated with pre-emergence control Surflan or equal (“or equal” must be approved by 

Owner’s Representative) prior to and after placement of the mulch. 
 

The decomposed granite shall be in accordance with MAG Section 430 and 795 unless specified 

otherwise on the project plans. Mulch shall be evenly distributed on the designated areas to a 

depth as indicated on the plans and details. Decomposed granite shall be ‘Express Gold’ in color 

or equal (“or equal” must be approved by Construction Manager) and size as shown on the project 

plan. Contractor shall submit five pound sample of each gradation for approval prior to 

installation. Granite shall be free of lumps and foreign substances.  Install granite to a depth of 2 

inches, measured after compaction and rolling. 

 

After placing and grading decomposed granite for general landscape use, the Contractor shall 

lightly water the mulch to remove fine material from the surface. Contractor shall settle and 

compact mulch areas to ensure all voids are removed and mulch has attained final settlement. 

Settlement of mulch shall be accomplished by water settling, rolling or other methods necessary 

as approved. Contractor will be responsible for repairs of any areas that settle following 

installation during the guarantee period.  Measurement will be made for this bid item at the unit 

price of SQUARE FOOT. Payment shall be compensation in full for the item complete in place. 

 

Bid Item 440.01300 – Irrigation System (PVC Drip): Work under this item shall consist of 

furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for the installation of drip irrigation system and 

product material as shown on the plans. All items shall be in accordance with the 2008 City of 

Avondale Supplement to MAG uniform Standard Specifications and Details for Public Works 

Construction Section 440, and any additional details called out on the plans. The Irrigation 

System shall be in accordance with MAG Section 440 and 757 unless specified otherwise on the 

plans. 

 

Verify water pressure matches conditions taken into account in drawings and notify owner and 
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designer of discrepancies and adjust as necessary to correctly provide adequate delivery of water 

to sustain plants and irrigation system. 

 

Location of emission devices, valves, piping and principal fittings shall be staked out by the 

Contractor.  As the staking progresses, additions or changes in equipment locations whether or 

not necessitating an increase or decrease in compensation, shall be noted on a copy of Working 

Plan from which Construction Record Drawings will be made by this Contractor. 

 

Test sprinklers, valves and Controller for operation and performance with records kept of results 

and date(s) of tests.  Make necessary adjustments to irrigation equipment as required to assure 

efficient operation.  Operate system through a complete cycle before official maintenance period 

can begin or before Project is turned over to Owner. 

 

When automatic watering Systems are installed, four (4) copies of an Operation Instruction 

Manual shall be furnished to Owner on or before final Inspection.  It shall include complete 

technical description; complete operation, function and performance; complete detailed servicing 

instructions and replacement parts list; and information regarding protection of equipment.  The 

Manual shall also be equipped with Record Forms for collecting data during initial break-in 

period and subsequent operations. Provide a Maintenance Manual to accompany Instruction 

Manual. This Manual shall give instructions to Owner on proper operation; adjustments in 

watering cycle; proper maintenance and replacement of system parts; as well as instructions in 

winterization of system and any other pertinent information.  Furnish four (4) copies to Engineer. 

 

Insure and warranty complete coverage of areas shown on drawings to be irrigated.   Contractor 

shall warranty the satisfactory operation of entire system and workmanship and restoration of 

area.  Warranty entire system to be complete in every detail for a period of one (1) year from date 

of its acceptance, and Contractor hereby agrees to repay or replace any such defects occurring 

within that year, free of expense to Owner. 

 

This includes, but is not limited to, installation of PVC pipe and emitters, connections to potable 

water supply, sleeving, valves, fittings, valve boxes, backflow devices, and control systems, and 

any other items shown on the project plans.

These bid items consist of furnishing all materials, equipment, and labor for the application of 

traffic paint applied prior to permanent striping, permanent thermoplastic striping, and preformed 

pavement symbols on new and/or existing pavement surfaces, and to replace or restore previous 

road striping or as otherwise directed by the City. All pavement marking and preformed symbols 

shall conform to the project plans, including the City of Avondale General Signing and Striping 

Notes, the latest ADOT Signing and Marking Details as applicable, ADOT Standard 

Specifications Section 704 through 708, Part 1000 of the MAG Supplemental Specifications, the 

MCDOT Supplement to the MAG Uniform Standard Specifications and Details for Public Works 

Construction, these Technical Specifications, and as shown on the Project Plans. 
 

The Contractor shall be required to survey, layout and provide temporary marking and provide 

any associated temporary signage at no additional cost to the City.  After layout, the contractor 

shall request City field inspection to verify and approve the layouts.  The City requires two (2) 

Avondale business days (M-Th; daytime only) to schedule striping field inspections.  Upon 

approval, the Contractor shall install pre-final traffic paint based striping per ADOT Standard 

Specifications Section 708. After a 30 day period, the Contractor shall return and install 

permanent thermoplastic striping.  The Contractor shall proceed to complete installation if the 

permanent thermoplastic line striping, pavement markings, and reflectorized markers only after 

the City has approved the layout.  For asphalt pavement overlays and other asphalt pavement 

surface treatments on existing streets, the Contractor shall be responsible for measuring, 

documenting, setting off-set references and/or whatever necessary to re-establish location and 

alignment of any existing striping and pavement markings.

Measurement for RPMs shall be 

measured by EACH marker furnished and placed.  Payment shall be made at the unit price bid 

and shall be considered full compensation for this work item.

All materials for 

signing shall be in accordance with the City of Avondale Supplement to MAG Uniform Standard 

Specifications and Details for Public Works Construction. Measurement of sign posts shall be 

measured per LINEAR FOOT complete in place provided and constructed per Section 1001.3 of 

the MAG Supplement Specifications and Standard Signing Detail A1033.  Measurement of flat 

sheet aluminum sign panel shall be measured per SQUARE FOOT. Payment for Perforated sign 

post and flat sheet aluminum sign panel measured as described above will be paid for the work 

complete in place as full compensation for the work, complete in place, including furnishing all 

labor and equipment.

All fiber optic splice vaults shall be 

provided and installed by the Contractor as specified on the plan detail and in accordance with 

Avondale Standards and Guidelines.  All box lids shall be marked as “City of Avondale Fiber 

Optics”.  Measurement of the fiber optic splice boxes shall be measured per unit EACH which 

includes providing and installation in accordance with the specifications identified with this 

document and on the plans.  Payment for Fiber Optic Splice Vault, as measured above, will be 

paid for at the contract unit price for the completed work in place. No separate measurement or 

payment will be made for additional materials or hardware required to complete this work. 

 
Bid Item 483.00020 – CCTV Camera Assembly:  The work under this item includes furnishing, 

installing, and testing CCTV cameras and associated equipment including, but not limited to, 

cameras, camera housings, pan/tilt/zoom assemblies, mounting hardware, 

power/communications/video cabling and miscellaneous materials required to provide a complete 

and operational CCTV system.  

 

The work includes control center hook-up, testing and other ancillary equipment required to 

assemble a complete, fully-functional system integrated with equipment furnished by others on 

previous projects. 

 

Materials: 

 

All materials provided shall be new.  Refurbished materials shall not be acceptable.  All parts and 

materials provided shall be currently supported by the manufacturer, and not scheduled for end-

of-life within five years after Notice to Proceed for a project. 

 

The CCTV cameras shall be digital, IP-addressable, and shall be following: 

 

 Axis 6034E CCTV Camera 

 

The contractor shall furnish mounting arms and required mounting hardware to install the CCTV 

assembly on the pole as shown on the Project plans.   

 

The contractor shall supply all grommets, connectors, cabling, nipples, power supply, and 

incidental hardware required to install the power and network cabling from the signal controller 

cabinet to the CCTV Assembly.  

 

The contractor shall coordinate with the City of Avondale to obtain IP addressing, and program IP 

and other communications parameters into the CCTV camera. 
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Construction Requirements: 

 

The contractor shall mount the CCTV assembly which includes the camera mount, camera 

housing, camera, zoom lens, tilt/pan drive, and receiver/driver on the CCTV camera pole per the 

requirements of the CCTV camera supplier. 

 

No wire, cables, or conductors shall be exposed from the base of the tilt/pan drive to the ground. 

All conductors shall be routed inside the support structure. 

 

The surge suppression rack shall be installed in the CCTV equipment cabinet and all surge 

suppressors connected per the supplier/manufacturer’s instructions. All surge protector leads shall 

be as straight and short as possible. The mounting bolts for the chassis and terminal strips shall 

not protrude from the outside of the enclosure. All cabling, connectors, and hardware required to 

interconnect the various CCTV field and fiber optic communications equipment shall be 

furnished and installed by the contractor. The remote data port shall also be placed in the CCTV 

cabinet. 

 

The contractor shall not be required to program the system with camera ID information, 

directional messages, preset positions with text messages, and privacy zones.  This shall be 

accomplished by City of Avondale personnel.  The contractor shall coordinate with City of 

Avondale personnel to schedule the programming of the CCTV cameras. 

 

The CCTV shall be programmed by the contractor.  The contractor shall coordinate with City of 

Avondale personal for the programming of each CCTV camera prior to its installation. 

 

(A) Test Requirements 

 

  (1) General: 

 

All CCTV components shall be subject to testing and monitoring to determine conformance with 

all applicable specifications and to ensure proper operation of the equipment and system. 

 

For purposes of completing the tests, “bright sunlight” conditions shall be defined as occurring 

between 10:00 a.m. local time and 2:00 p.m. local time on a cloudless day. “Night” conditions 

shall be defined as occurring between one hour after local sundown and one hour before local 

sunrise. The moon shall be no more than one-quarter full. 

 

The contractor shall develop testing procedures and submit them to the Engineer for approval a 

minimum of 30 days prior to conducting any testing. 

 

  (2) Stand-Alone Tests: 

 

The test shall exercise all stand-alone (non-network) functional operations of the CCTV. The tests 

shall verify the following: 
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 Control of focus, zoom, digital zoom, white balance, iris, tilt/pan, and power on/off 

 Response to automatic preset positioning commands 

 Display of Camera ID information and directional indicators 

 Video “blacked out” when in a privacy zone 

 Presence and quality of video signal during bright sunlight and night conditions 

 Retention of non-volatile RAM data (i.e., sector text, preset positions) 

 

  (3) Subsystem Test (SST): 

 

The CCTV SST test shall verify the following: 

 

 All items in the stand-alone test 

 Color and Black/White modes of operation 

 Transmission of high quality video images to the ADOT TOC 

 Transmission of control signals to field locations 

 Positioning of each camera from the control panels 

 Response to automatic preset positioning commands 

 Priority and partitioning of commands 

 Generation of text, date, and time on monitors 

 

The Engineer shall be the sole judge of video quality acceptability. If in the Engineer’s opinion 

the video is substandard, the contractor shall be required to perform video resolution and signal to 

noise ratio testing on however many cameras the Engineer requires, in which case the contractor 

shall submit a test procedure for approval, prior to the testing. 

 

  (4) System Acceptance Test (SAT): 

 

As part of the SAT, at least once per week, and on the final day of the SAT, the Department shall 

demonstrate that all CCTV system functions tested in the stand-alone test are operational. 

 

The CCTV field equipment installation will be measured as a unit for EACH CCTV field 

equipment furnished and installed, complete in place. The accepted quantity of CCTV field 

equipment installation, measured as provided above, will be paid for at the contract unit price, 

complete in place and successfully tested. 

 
Bid Item 485.20000 - Video Detection System (4-Camera System):  This bid item includes 

providing a video detection system in accordance with Section 901 of the MAG Supplemental 

Specifications and these technical specifications. 

 

The following specifications describe the minimum requirements for providing a complete Video 

Detection System that will be fully compatible and fully integrated with the City of Avondale’s 

ASC/3 controller, both hardware and the intersection firmware.  Initially, the system shall be 

capable of providing presence vehicle detection at signalized intersections in the project limits.  
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The video system shall be expandable without removing or replacing existing units. 

 

The purpose of the Video Unit is to detect the presence of vehicles over optical detection zones, 

which are placed on a standard video image (CCIR or EIA).  Using standard image sensor optics 

and in the absence of occlusion, the system shall be able to detect vehicle presence with 98% 

accuracy under normal conditions (days and nights), and 96% accuracy under adverse conditions 

(fog, rain, snow). 

 

All items and materials furnished shall be new, unused, current production models installed and 

operational in a user environment and shall be items currently in distribution.  The detection 

algorithms shall have a proven record of field use at other installations for at least three (3) years 

of service i.e., not including prototype field trials prior to installation.  Video cameras shall be 

available commercially, no sole source cameras will be allowed. 

 

Video Vehicle Detection System: 

 

These technical specifications describe the minimum physical and functional properties of a video 

detection system.  The system shall be capable of monitoring all licensed vehicles on the roadway, 

providing video detection for areas.   

 

1. System Hardware 

The video detection system (VDS) shall consist of up to four video cameras, a video 

detection processor (VDP) capable of processing from one to four video sources, output 

extension modules, video surge suppressors and a pointing device that is viewable and 

configurable from remote location (COA Traffic Operations Center). 

 

1.1 Available System Configurations 

a. The VDS will be deployed at locations where site conditions and roadway geometry 

vary.  The VDS system may also be deployed at locations where existing cabinets or 

equipment exist.  Existing site configurations will dictate the availability of cabinet space 

and VDS usage. 

 

b. The proposed VDS shall be available in various configurations to allow maximum 

deployment flexibility.  Each configuration shall have an identical user interface for 

system setup and configuration.  The communications protocol to each configuration shall 

be identical and shall be hardware platform independent.  The proposed VDS shall have 

multiple configurations available for deployment as described in Table 1.

1.2 System Software 

The system shall include software that discriminately detects the presence of individual 

vehicles and bicycles in a single or multiple lanes using only the video image. Detection 

zones shall be defined using only an on-board video menu and a pointing device to place 

the zones on a video image. A minimum of 24 detection zones per camera view shall be 

available. A separate computer shall not be required to program the detection zones.  A 

separate computer shall not be required to program the detection zones but the system 

shall have the ability of local and remote Mouse and Laptop configurations. 

 

1.3 The VDS shall be made in the U.S.A. in compliance with FTA “Buy America” 

regulations. 

 

2. VDP Hardware 

  

2.1 VDP System Interfaces: The following interfaces shall be provided for each of the 

configurations identified in Table 1. 

 

2.1.1 Video Input: Each video input shall accept RS170 (NTSC) or CCIR (PAL) signals from 

an external video source (camera sensor, DVD or video tape player).  The interface 

connector shall be BNC type and shall be located on the front of the video processing unit. 

 For four-channel VDPs, an all adapter cables that converts a DB15 interface to 4 

individual BNC connectors shall be used including the remote configuration Quad 

channel rack mounting video processing.  The VDP shall have the capability to be 

terminated into 75-ohms or high impedance (Hi-Z) using dip switches or software control 

from the user menu.    

2.1.2 Video Lock LED:A LED indicator shall be provided to indicate the presence of the video 

signal.  The LED shall illuminate upon valid video synchronization and turn off when the 

presence of a valid video signal is removed. 

 

2.1.3 Video Output: One video output shall be provided.  The video output shall be RS170 or 

CCIR compliant and shall pass through the input video signal.  For multi-channel video 

input configurations, a momentary push-button shall be provided on the front panel to 
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cycle through each input video channel.  In the absence of a valid video signal, the 

channel shall be skipped and the next valid video signal shall be switched.  The real time 

video output shall have the capability to show text and graphical overlays to aid in system 

setup.  The overlays shall display real-time actuation of detection zones upon vehicle 

detection or presence.  Overlays shall be able to be turned off by the user.  Control of the 

overlays and video switching shall also be provided through the serial communications 

port.  The video output interface connector shall be positive locking BNC type.  Friction 

type (e.g. RCA type) connectors shall not be allowed. 

 

2.1.4 Serial Communications: A serial communications port shall be provided on the front 

panel.  The serial port shall be compliant with EIA232 electrical interfaces and shall use a 

DB9 type connector mounted on the front panel of the VDP.  The serial communications 

interface shall allow the user to remotely configure the system and/or to extract calculated 

vehicle/roadway information.  The interface protocol shall be documented or interface 

software shall be provided.  The interface protocol shall support multi-drop or point-to-

multipoint communications.  Each VDS shall have the capability to be addressable.  The 

VDP shall support data rates of 1200 bps to 230,400 bps, inclusive. 

 

2.1.5 Contact Closure Output: Open collector (contact closure) outputs shall be provided.  Four 

(4) open collector outputs shall be provided for the single, dual or quad channel rack-

mount configuration.  Additionally, the VDP shall allow the use of extension modules to 

provide up to 24 open collector contact closures per camera input.  Each open collector 

output shall be capable of sinking 30 mA at 24 VDC.  Open collector outputs will be used 

for vehicle detection indicators as well as discrete outputs for alarm conditions.  The VDP 

outputs shall be compatible with industry standard detector racks assignments.   

 

2.1.6 Logic Inputs: Logic inputs such as delay/extend or delay inhibit shall be supported 

through the appropriate detector rack connector pin or front panel connector in the case of 

the I/O module.  For VDPs and extension modules, 4 inputs shall be supported via 

detector rack interface.  The I/O module shall accommodate eight (8) inputs through a 15-

pin “D” connector. 

 

2.1.7 Detection LEDs: Detection status LEDs shall be provided on the front panel.  The LEDs 

shall illuminate when a contact closure output occurs.  Rack-mounted video processors 

shall have a minimum of four (4) LEDs.  Rack-mounted extension modules shall have 

two (2), four (4) or eight (8) LEDs (depending upon extension module type) to indicate 

detection. 

 

2.1.8 Test Switches: The front panel of the VDP shall have detector test switches to allow the 

user to manually place vehicle and bicycle calls on each VDP output channel.  The test 

switch shall be able to place either a constant call or a momentary call depending on the 

position of the switch. 

 

2.1.9 Mouse Port: A USB mouse port shall be provided on the front panel of the rack mount 
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VDP unit.  The mouse port shall not require special mouse software drivers.  The mouse 

port shall be used as part of system setup and configuration.  A mouse shall be provided 

with each VDP. 

 

2.1.10 Extension Module Port: Extension modules (EM) shall be connected to the VDP by an 8-

wire twisted-pair cable with modular RJ45 connectors. VDP and EM communications 

shall be accommodated by methods using differential signals to reject electrically coupled 

noise.   

 

2.2 Extension Modules: Extension modules (EM) shall be available to eliminate the need of 

rewiring the detector rack, by enabling the user to plug an extension module into the 

appropriate slot in the detector rack to provide additional open collector outputs.  The EM 

shall be available in both 2- and 4-channel configurations.  EM configurations shall be 

programmable from the VDP.  A separate I/O module shall also be available having 32 

outputs through a 37-pin “D” connector on the front panel and 8 inputs through a 15-pin 

“D” connector using an external wire harness for expanded flexibility. 

 

2.3 Both the VDP and EM shall be specifically designed to mount in a standard detector rack, 

using the edge connector to obtain power, provide contact closure outputs and accept 

logic inputs (e.g. delay/extend).  No adapters shall be required to mount the VDP or EM 

in a standard detector rack and no rack rewiring shall not be required.  

 

2.4 VDP printed circuit boards (PCBs) shall be conformally coated in accordance with 

Caltrans and NEMA specifications. 

 

2.5 On-board Memory: The VDP shall utilize non-volatile memory technology to store on-

board firmware and operational data. 

 

2.6 Firmware Upgrade: The VDP shall enable the loading of modified or enhanced software 

through the EIA232 or front-panel USB port (using a USB thumb drive) and without 

removing or modifying the VDP hardware. 

 

2.7 Input Power: The VDP and EM shall be powered by 12 or 24 volts DC.  VDP and EM 

modules shall automatically compensate for either 12 or 24 VDC operation.  VDP power 

consumption shall not exceed 7.5 watts.  The EM power consumption shall not exceed 3 

watts. 

 

2.8 Operating Temperature: The VDP shall operate satisfactorily in a temperature range from 

-30° F to +165° F (-34° C to +74° C) and a humidity range from 0%RH to 95%RH, non-

condensing as set forth in NEMA specifications. 

 

2.9 Video Surge Suppression: An Edco CX-06M video surge suppresser shall be provided 

and utilized for each video input.  The surge suppresser shall be appropriately grounded to 

the cabinet ground rod using 14 AWG (2.5mm2) minimum. 
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3. VDP Software 

3.1 General System Functions 

 

3.1.1 Detection zones shall be programmed via an on-board menu displayed on a video monitor 

and a pointing device connected to the VDP. The menu shall facilitate placement of 

detection zones and setting of zone parameters or to configure system parameters. A 

separate computer shall not be required for programming detection zones or to view 

system operation. The system shall have the ability of local and remote Mouse and Laptop 

configurations. 

 

3.1.2 The VDP shall store up to three completely independent detection zone patterns in non-

volatile memory. The VDP can switch to any one of the three different detection patterns 

within 1 second of user request via menu selection with the pointing device.  Each 

configuration shall be uniquely labeled and able to be edited by the user for identification. 

 The currently active configuration indicator shall be displayed on the monitor. 

 

3.1.3 The VDP shall detect vehicles and bicycles in real time as they travel across each 

detection zone. 

 

3.1.4 The VDP shall accept new detection patterns from an external computer through the 

EIA232 port when the external computer uses the correct communications protocol for 

downloading detection patterns.  A Windows™-based software designed for local or 

remote connection and providing video capture, real-time detection indication and 

detection zone modification capability shall be provided with the system. 

 

3.1.5 The VDP system shall have the capability to automatically switch to any one of the stored 

configurations based on the time of day which shall be programmable by the user. 

 

3.1.6 The VDP shall send its detection patterns to an external computer through the EIA232 

port when requested when the external computer uses the appropriate communications 

protocol for uploading detection patterns. 

 

3.1.7 The VDP shall default to a safe condition, such as a constant call on each active detection 

channel, in the event of unacceptable interference or loss of the video signal. 

 

3.1.8 The system shall be capable of automatically detecting a low-visibility condition such as 

fog and respond by placing all affected detection zones in a constant call mode.  A user-

selected alarm output shall be active during the low-visibility condition that can be used to 

modify the controller operation if connected to the appropriate controller input 

modifier(s).  The system shall automatically revert to normal detection mode when the 

low-visibility condition no longer exists. 

 

3.1.9 Up to 24 detection zones per camera input shall be supported and each detection zone 
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must be user-sizeable to suit the site and the desired vehicle detection region. 

 

3.1.10 The VDP shall provide up to 24 open collector output channels per camera input using 

one or more extension modules.  

 

3.1.11 A single detection zone shall be able to replace multiple inductive loops and the detection 

zones shall be OR'ed as the default or may instead be AND'ed together to indicate vehicle 

presence on a single approach of traffic movement. 

 

3.1.12 When a vehicle is detected within a detection zone, a visual indication of the detection 

shall activate on the video overlay display to confirm the detection of the vehicle for the 

zone. 

 

3.1.13 Detection shall be at least 98% accurate in good weather conditions, with slight 

degradation possible under adverse weather conditions (e.g. rain, snow, or fog) which 

reduce visibility.  Detection accuracy is dependent upon site geometry, camera placement, 

camera quality and detection zone location, and these accuracy levels do not include 

allowances for occlusion or poor video due to camera location or quality. 

 

3.1.14 The VDP shall provide dynamic zone reconfiguration (DZR). DZR sustains normal 

operation of existing detection zones when one zone is being added or modified during 

the setup process. The new zone configuration shall not go into effect until the 

configuration is saved by the operator. 

 

3.1.15 Detection zone setup shall not require site specific information such as latitude and 

longitude to be entered into the system.   

 

3.1.16 The VDP shall process the video input from each camera at 30 frames per second.  

Multiple camera processors shall process all video inputs simultaneously. 

 

3.1.17 The VDP shall output a constant call during the background learning period of no longer 

than 3 minutes. 

 

3.1.18 Detection zone outputs shall be individually configurable to allow the selection of 

presence, pulse, extend, and delay outputs.  Timing parameters of pulse, extend, and delay 

outputs shall be user definable between 0.1 to 25.0 seconds. 

 

3.1.19 Up to six detection zones per camera view shall have the capability to count the number 

of vehicles detected.  The count value shall be internally stored for later retrieval through 

the EIA232 port.  The zone shall also have the capability to calculate and store average 

speed and lane occupancy at user-selectable bin intervals of 10 seconds, 20 seconds, 1 

minute, 5 minutes, 15 minutes, 30 minutes and 60 minutes. 

 

3.1.20 In addition to the count type zone, the VDP shall be able to calculate average speed and

lane occupancy for all of the zones independently.  These values shall be stored in non-

volatile memory for later retrieval. 

 

3.1.21 The VDP shall have an “advance” zone type where raw detection output duration to the 

traffic controller is compensated for angular occlusion and distance. 

 

3.1.22 The VDP shall employ color overlays on the video output. 

 

3.1.23 The VDP shall have the ability to show controller phase status (green, yellow, or red) for 

up to 8 phases.  These indications shall also be color coded. 

 

3.1.24 The user shall have the ability to enable or disable the display of the phase information on 

the video output. 

 

3.1.25 The VDP shall have the capability to change the characteristics of a detection zone based 

on external inputs such as signal phase.  Each detection zone shall be able to switch from 

one zone type (i.e. presence, extension, pulse, etc.) to another zone type based on the 

signal state.  For example, a zone may be a “count” zone when the phase is green but 

change to a “presence” zone type when the phase is not green.  Another application would 

be zone type of “extension” when the signal phase is green and then “delay” when red. 

 

3.1.26 For alpha numeric user inputs, the VDP shall utilize a virtual keyboard on the video 

overlay system to ease user input.  The virtual keyboard shall use the standard QWERTY 

keyboard layout. 

 

3.1.27 The VDP shall aid the user in drawing additional detection zones by automatically 

drawing and placing zones at appropriate locations with only a single click of the mouse.  

The additional zone shall utilize geometric extrapolation of the parent zone when creating 

the child zone.  The process shall also automatically accommodate lane marking angles 

and zone overlaps. 

 

3.1.28 When the user wishes to modify the location of a zone, the VDP shall allow the user move 

a single zone, multiple zones or all zones simultaneously. 

 

3.1.29 When the user wishes to modify the geometric shape of the zone, the VDP shall allow the 

user to change the shape by moving the zone corner or zone sides. 

 

3.1.30 On screen zone identifiers shall be modifiable by the user.  The user shall be allowed to 

select channel output assignments, zone type, input status, zone labels or zone numbers to 

be the identifier. 

 

3.1.31 For multiple camera input VDPs, the user shall have the ability to enable automatic video 

output switching.  The dwell time for each video input shall be user programmable. 
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3.1.32 The VDP shall support bicycle type zones where the zone can discriminate between 

motorized vehicles and bicycles, producing a call for one but not the other. 

 

3.1.33 Bicycle zone types shall only output when a bicycle is detected.  Larger motorized 

vehicles such as cars and trucks that traverse a bicycle zone shall not provide an output. 

 

3.1.34 The VDP shall provide the ability to assign a separate output channel for bicycle zones to 

allow traffic controllers to implement special bicycle timing. 

 

3.1.35 Placement of bicycle type zones in vehicle lanes shall be allowed. 

 

3.1.36 Upon detection of a bicycle, the video output overlay shall indicate active detection as 

well as providing a unique bicycle detection identifier to visually distinguish bicycle 

detection versus vehicle detection. 

 

4. VDS Camera Sensor 

To accommodate deployment flexibility, the VDS camera sensor shall be compatible will 

all VDP platforms identified in Table 1.  The VDS camera sensor shall be supplied by the 

VDS manufacturer.  

 

4.1 The advanced camera enclosure shall utilize Indium Tin Oxide (ITO) technology for the 

heating element of the front glass.  The transparent coating shall not impact the visual 

acuity and shall be optically clear. 

 

4.2 Cable terminations at the camera for video and power shall not require crimping or special 

tools.  The video termination shall only require a coax stripper and a screw driver.  No 

connectors (e.g. BNC) shall be allowed.  The power termination shall only require a 

standard wire stripper and screw driver. 

 

4.3 The camera sensor shall allow the user to set the focus and field of view either at the 

camera sensor or from the controller cabinet.  Camera sensor control from the controller 

cabinet shall communicate over the coaxial cable.  No additional wires shall be required. 

 

4.4 The camera shall produce a useable video image of the features of vehicles under all 

roadway lighting conditions, regardless of time of day. The minimum range of scene 

luminance over which the camera shall produce a useable video image shall be the 

minimum range from nighttime to daytime, but not less than the range 0.003 lux to 10,000 

lux. 

 

4.5 The camera electronics shall include automatic gain control (AGC) to produce a 

satisfactory image at night for the VDS algorithms. 

 

4.6 The imager luminance signal to noise ratio (S/N) shall be more than 50 dB with the 

automatic gain control (AGC) disabled. 
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4.7 The imager shall employ three dimensional dynamic noise reduction (3D-DNR) to 

remove unwanted image noise. 

 

4.8 The camera imager shall employ wide dynamic range (WDR) technology to compensate 

for wide dynamic outdoor lighting conditions.  The dynamic range shall be greater than 

100 dB. 

 

4.9 The camera shall be digital signal processor (DSP) based and shall use a CCD sensing 

element and shall output color video with resolution of not less than 540 TV lines.  The 

color CCD imager shall have a minimum effective area of 811(h) x 508(v) pixels. 

 

4.10 The camera shall include an electronic shutter control based upon average scene 

luminance and shall be equipped with an auto-iris lens that operates in tandem with the 

electronic shutter.  The electronic shutter shall operate between the range of 1/60th to 

1/90,000th second. 

 

4.11 The camera shall utilize automatic white balance. 

 

4.12 The camera shall include a variable focal length lens with variable focus that can be 

adjusted, without opening up the camera housing, to suit the site geometry by means of a 

portable interface device designed for that purpose and manufactured by the detection 

system supplier. 

 

4.13 The horizontal field of view shall be adjustable from 2.4 to 58 degrees. This camera 

configuration may be used for the majority of detection approaches in order to minimize 

the setup time and spares required by the user.  The lens shall be a 27x zoom lens with a 

focal length of 3.25mm to 88.0mm.   

 

4.14 The lens shall also have an auto-focus feature with a manual override to facilitate ease of 

setup. 

 

4.15 The camera shall incorporate the use of preset positioning that store zoom and focus 

positioning information.  The camera shall have the capability to recall the previously 

stored preset upon application of power. 

 

4.16 The camera shall be housed in a weather-tight sealed enclosure.  The enclosure shall be 

made of 6061 anodized aluminum.  The housing shall allow the camera to be rotated to 

allow proper alignment between the camera and the traveled road surface. 

 

4.17 The camera enclosure shall be equipped with a sunshield.  The sunshield shall include a 

provision for water diversion to prevent water from flowing in the camera's field of view. 

The camera enclosure with sunshield shall be less than 6" (15.24 cm) diameter, less than 

18" (45.72 cm) long, and shall weigh less than 6 pounds (2.73 kg) when the camera and 
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lens are mounted inside the enclosure. 

 

4.18 The enclosure shall be design so that the pan, tilt and rotation of the camera assembly can 

be accomplished independently without affecting the other settings. 

 

4.19 The camera enclosure shall include a proportionally controlled Indium Tin Oxide heater 

design that maximizes heat transfer to the lens.  The output power of the heater shall vary 

with temperature, to assure proper operation of the lens functions at low temperatures and 

prevent moisture condensation on the optical faceplate of the enclosure. 

 

4.20 The glass face on the front of the enclosure shall have an anti-reflective coating to 

minimize light and image reflections. 

 

4.21 When mounted outdoors in the enclosure, the camera shall operate satisfactorily in a 

temperature range from -30° F to +140° F (-34 °C to +60 °C) and a humidity range from 

0% RH to 100% RH.  Measurement of satisfactory video shall be based upon VDP system 

operation. 

 

4.22 The camera shall be powered by 120-240 VAC 50/60 Hz.  Power consumption shall be 5 

watts typical and 25 watts or less under worst conditions.   

 

4.23 Recommended camera placement height shall be 33 feet (or 10 meters) above the 

roadway, and over the traveled way on which vehicles are to be detected. For optimum 

detection the camera should be centered above the traveled roadway. The camera shall 

view approaching vehicles at a distance not to exceed 350 feet (107 meters) for reliable 

detection (height to distance ratio of 10:100). Camera placement and field of view (FOV) 

shall be unobstructed and as noted in the installation documentation provided by the 

supplier. 

 

4.24 The camera shall provide 2 options for set up, diagnostic testing, and viewing of video.  A 

lens adjustment module (LAM) supplied by the VDP supplier, when connected directly to 

the camera shall allow set up, diagnostic testing, and viewing of video while the camera is 

being installed on a mast arm or pole. The (LAM) shall also allow set up, diagnostic 

testing, and viewing of the video from the cabinet when connected to the coaxial cable.    

 

4.25 The video signal shall be fully isolated from the camera enclosure and power cabling 

 

4.26 Cable terminations at the camera for video and power shall not require crimping tools.   

 

4.27 A weather-proof protective cover shall be provided shall be provided to protect all 

terminations at the camera.  No special tooling shall be required to remove or install the 

protective cap. 

 

5. Installation 
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5.1 The coaxial cable to be used between the camera and the VDP in the traffic cabinet shall 

be Belden 8281.  This cable shall be suitable for installation in conduit or overhead with 

appropriate span wire. BNC plug connectors shall be used where applicable.  The coaxial 

cable, BNC connector, and crimping tool shall be approved by the supplier of the video 

detection system, and the manufacturer's instructions must be followed to ensure proper 

connection. 

 

5.2 The power cabling shall be 16 AWG (1.5 mm2) three-conductor cable with a minimum 

outside diameter of 0.325 inch (8.25 mm) and a maximum diameter of 0.490 inch (12.45 

mm). The cabling shall comply with the National Electric Code, as well as local electrical 

codes.  Cameras may acquire power from the luminaire if necessary. 

 

5.3 The video detection camera shall be installed by factory-certified installers as 

recommended by the supplier and documented in installation materials provided by the 

supplier.  Proof of factory certification shall be provided. 

 

6. Warranty 

 

6.1 The supplier shall provide a limited three-year warranty on the video detection system.   

 

6.2 During the warranty period, technical support shall be available from the supplier via 

telephone within 4 hours of the time a call is made by a user, and this support shall be 

available from factory-certified personnel or factory-certified installers. 

 

6.3 During the warranty period, updates to VDP software shall be available from the supplier 

without charge. 

 

7. Maintenance and Support 

 

7.1 The supplier shall maintain an adequate inventory of parts to support maintenance and 

repair of the video detection system. These parts shall be available for delivery within 30 

days of placement of an acceptable order at the supplier's then current pricing and terms of 

sale for said parts. 

 

7.2 The supplier shall maintain an ongoing program of technical support for the video 

detection system.  This technical support shall be available via telephone, or via personnel 

sent to the installation site upon placement of an acceptable order at the supplier's then 

current pricing and terms of sale for on-site technical support services. 

 

7.3 Installation or training support shall be provided by a factory-authorized representative 

and shall be a minimum IMSA-Level II Traffic Signal Technician certified. 

 

7.4 All product documentation shall be written in the English language. 
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8. WARRANTY 

 

8.1 The video detection system shall be warranted against manufacturing defects in materials 

and workmanship for a period of two years from date of installation or thirty months from 

date of shipment, whichever comes first.  The video detection supplier shall provide all 

documentation necessary to maintain and operate the system. 

 

Measurement for Video Detection System, as described above shall be measured as LUMP SUM 

system provided and installed. Payment for video detection system, as measured above, shall be 

paid for at the contract unit for the completed system in place.

PURPOSE:
Staff is requesting that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an Intergovernmental 
Agreement between the City of Avondale and the Arizona Department of Transportation for the 
design, procurement, and construction of the sign management system project, and authorize the 
Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

BACKGROUND:
On June 2, 2014, City Council approved Resolution 3191-614 – Intergovernmental Agreement 
(IGA) with ADOT for the Development of a Traffic Sign Management System. This IGA was for 
Phase 1 of this project, which included the purchase of asset management software and the 
inventory of signs within the City to develop a sign management system, with a total cost of 
$115,000.   

On May 18, 2015, City Council approved Resolution 3250-515 – IGA with ADOT for Phase 2 of the 
Traffic Sign Management System.  Phase 2 includes the initial round of sign replacement 
installations for FY16 at a total cost of $ 222,000. 

On July 6, 2015, City Council approved Resolution 3263-715 – Amendment 1 to Intergovernmental 
Agreement with ADOT for the Traffic Sign Management System Project. 

Maricopa Association of Governments (MAG) has programmed this next phase (Phase 3) of the 
sign management system project for additional Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) 
funding in FY17. In order to receive federal funding for this additional phase, an IGA is necessary. 
The new IGA will allow for the completion of the Phase 3 scope of work (purchase and installation 
of signs).  

DISCUSSION:
The purpose of the IGA is to designate the State as the City’s authorized agent to obtain federal 
funds for the continued development of a sign management system, including procurement and 
installation of regulatory, warning, and street name signs expected to degrade below the minimum 
levels of retroreflectivity based on the expected sign life management method.   

The IGA proposes the following terms of agreement:     



� ADOT will be responsible to submit all documentation required to FHWA with the 
recommendation that funding be approved for procurement and installation of equipment and 
or services and request the maximum programmed federal funds for this Project. Proceed to 
administer design, procurement, construction, advertise for, receive and open bids, subject to 
the concurrence of the City to whom the award is made, and enter into a contract(s) with a 
firm(s) for the construction of the Project.  

� The City will be responsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as 
set forth under this Agreement, not covered by federal funding. Should costs be deemed 
ineligible or exceed the maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the 
City is responsible for these costs, payment for these costs shall be made within thirty (30) 
days of receipt of an invoice from the State. Certify that all necessary rights-of-way have been 
or will be acquired prior to advertisement for bid and that all obstructions or unauthorized 
encroachments of any nature, either above or below the surface of the Project area, shall be 
removed from the proposed right-of-way, or will be removed prior to the start of construction. 
Upon notification of Project completion, from the State, agree to accept, maintain and assume 
full responsibility of the Project in writing. 

BUDGET IMPACT:
Funding for this Project is included in the proposed budget for FY17 under the One Time Project 
Fund Line Item 322-1349-00-8420, Avondale Sign Management System and Sign Upgrade. This 
third phase is funded in FY17 at $207,000 which includes $15,000 reimbursement to the State for 
design fees. The remaining $192,000 is earmarked for construction activities including construction 
engineering/inspection fees (15% of construction funds, reimbursed to the State) and five percent 
(5%) of the construction total fund for Project contingencies.  The State will reimburse the City 
100% of construction-eligible costs within 30 days of receipt of invoice and approval of invoice 
under this Agreement.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an Intergovernmental 
Agreement (IGA) between the City of Avondale and the Arizona Department of Transportation 
(ADOT) for the design, procurement, and construction of the sign management system project, and 
authorize the Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

BETWEEN 

THE STATE OF ARIZONA 
AND 

CITY OF AVONDALE 
 
 

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this date, ________________________________, 2016, pursuant to 
the Arizona Revised Statutes §§ 11-951 through  11-954, as amended, between the STATE OF ARIZONA, 
acting by and through its DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (the “State” or “ADOT”) and the CITY OF 
AVONDALE, acting by and through its MAYOR and CITY COUNCIL (the “City”).  The State and the City are 
collectively referred to as “Parties.” 
 
I. RECIT ALS 
 

1. The State is empowered by Arizona Revised Statutes § 28-401 to enter into this Agreement and 
has delegated to the undersigned the authority to execute this Agreement on behalf of the State. 
 

2. The City is empowered by Arizona Revised Statutes § 48-572 to enter into this Agreement and has, 
by resolution, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, resolved to enter into this 
Agreement and has authorized the undersigned to execute this Agreement on behalf of the City. 
 

3. Congress has established the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) as a core federal-aid 
for the specific purpose of achieving a significant reduction in traffic fatalities and serious injuries on public 
roads. The State, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the City have identified systematic 
improvements within the City as eligible for this funding. 
 

4. The purpose of this Agreement between the State and the City is to allow the State to acquire 
federal funds for the design, purchase and install pre-made regulatory, warning and guide signs per the 
MUTCD (2009 Manual Uniform Traffic Control Devices) to replace the existing sign panels at various 
locations within the City limits, hereinafter referred to as the “Project”. The State will advertise, bid, award 
and administer the design and construction of the Project. The Project will be performed, completed, 
accepted and paid for in accordance with the requirements of the Project plans and specifications. 
 

5. The interest of the State in this Project is the acquisition of federal funds for the use and benefit of 
the  City and authorization of such federal funds for the Project pursuant to federal law and regulations.  The 
State shall be the designated agent for the City for the Project, if the Project is approved by FHWA and 
funds for the Project are available.

Be granted, without cost, the right to enter City rights-of-way, as required, to conduct any and 
all construction and preconstruction related activities, including without limitation, temporary construction 
easements or temporary rights of entry to accomplish among other things, soil and foundation 
investigations. 
 

g. Notify the City that the Project has been completed and is considered acceptable, coordinating 
with the City as appropriate to turn over full responsibility of the Project improvements. De-obligate or 
otherwise release any remaining federal funds from the construction phase of the Project within 90 days of 
final acceptance. 
 

h. Not be obligated to maintain said Project, should the City fail to budget or provide for proper 
and perpetual maintenance as set forth in this Agreement. 
 

2. The City will: 
 

a. Designate the State as authorized agent for the City for the Project. 
 

b. Review design plans, specifications and other such documents and services required for the 
construction bidding and installation of the Project, including design plans and documents required 
by FHWA to qualify projects for and to receive federal funds. Provide design review comments to the State 
as appropriate.   
 

c. Be responsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as set forth 
under this Agreement, not covered by federal funding. Should costs be deemed ineligible or exceed the 
maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the City is responsible for these costs, 
payment for these costs shall be made within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the State.

to any property or for injuries to or death of any person, to the extent caused by, arising out of, or contributed 
to, by reasons of any alleged act, omission, professional error, fault, mistake, or negligence of the City, its 
employees, officers, directors, agents, representatives, or contractors, their employees, agents, or 
representatives in connection with or incident to the performance of this Agreement. The City’s obligations 
under this paragraph shall not extend to any Claims to the extent caused by the negligence of the State, 
except the obligation does apply to any negligence of the City which may be legally imputed to the State by 
virtue of the State’s ownership or possession of land. The City’s obligations under this paragraph shall 
survive the termination of this Agreement.

Either an electronic or hardcopy of 
the Single Audit is to be sent to Arizona Department of Transportation Financial Management Services 
within the required deadline of nine (9) months of the sub recipient fiscal year end.

If funds are not 
allocated and available for the continuance of this Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated by the 
State at the end of the period for which the funds are available. No liability shall accrue to the State in the 
event this provision is exercised, and the State shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments as a 
result of termination under this paragraph.

PURPOSE:
Staff is requesting that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an Intergovernmental 
Agreement (IGA) between the City of Avondale and the Arizona Department of Transportation 
(ADOT) for the design, procurement, and construction of the sign management system project, and 
authorize the Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

BACKGROUND:
On June 2, 2014, City Council approved Resolution 3191-614 – Intergovernmental Agreement 
(IGA) with ADOT for the Development of a Traffic Sign Management System. This IGA was for 
Phase 1 of this project, which included the purchase of asset management software and the 
inventory of signs within the City to develop a sign management system, with a total cost of 
$115,000.   

On May 18, 2015, City Council approved Resolution 3250-515 – IGA with ADOT for Phase 2 of the 
Traffic Sign Management System.  Phase 2 includes the initial round of sign replacement 
installations for FY16 at a total cost of $ 222,000.  

On July 6, 2015, City Council approved Resolution 3263-715 – Amendment 1 to Intergovernmental 
Agreement with ADOT for the Traffic Sign Management System Project. 

Maricopa Association of Governments (MAG) has programmed this final phase (Phase 4) of the 
sign management system project for additional Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) 
funding in FY17-18. In order to receive federal funding for this additional phase, an IGA is 
necessary. The new IGA will allow for the completion of the Phase 4 scope of work (purchase and 
installation of signs).

DISCUSSION:
The purpose of the IGA is to designate the State as the City’s authorized agent to obtain federal 
funds for the continued development of a sign management system, including procurement and 
installation of regulatory, warning, and street name signs expected to degrade below the minimum 
levels of retro reflectivity based on the expected sign life management method.   

The IGA proposes the following terms of agreement:  



� ADOT will be responsible to submit all documentation required to FHWA with the 
recommendation that funding be approved for procurement and installation of equipment and 
or services and request the maximum programmed federal funds for this Project. Proceed to 
administer design, procurement, construction, advertise for, receive and open bids, subject to 
the concurrence of the City to whom the award is made, and enter into a contract(s) with a 
firm(s) for the construction of the Project.   

� The City will be responsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as 
set forth under this Agreement, not covered by federal funding. Should costs be deemed 
ineligible or exceed the maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the 
City is responsible for these costs, payment for these costs shall be made within thirty (30) 
days of receipt of an invoice from the State. Certify that all necessary rights-of-way have been 
or will be acquired prior to advertisement for bid and that all obstructions or unauthorized 
encroachments of any nature, either above or below the surface of the Project area, shall be 
removed from the proposed right-of-way, or will be removed prior to the start of construction. 
Upon notification of Project completion, from the State, agree to accept, maintain and assume 
full responsibility of the Project in writing. 

BUDGET IMPACT:
Funding for this Project is included in the proposed budget for FY17-18 under the One Time Project 
Fund Line Item 322-1349-00-8420, Avondale Sign Management System and Sign Upgrade. This 
fourth and final phase is funded in FY17-18 at $216,600 which includes $15,000 reimbursement to 
the State for design fees. The remaining $201,600 is earmarked for construction activities including 
construction engineering/inspection fees (15% of construction funds, reimbursed to the State) and 
five percent (5%) of the construction total fund for Project contingencies.  The State will reimburse 
the City 100% of construction-eligible costs within 30 days of receipt of invoice and approval of 
invoice under this Agreement.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an Intergovernmental 
Agreement (IGA) between the City of Avondale and the Arizona Department of Transportation 
(ADOT) for the design, procurement, and construction of the sign management system project, and 
authorize the Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

Once 
awarded, invoice the City for the difference between estimated and actual costs, if applicable. 
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f. Be granted, without cost, the right to enter City rights-of-way, as required, to conduct any and 
all construction and preconstruction related activities, including without limitation, temporary construction 
easements or temporary rights of entry to accomplish among other things, soil and foundation 
investigations. 

 
g. Notify the City that the Project has been completed and is considered acceptable, coordinating 

with the City as appropriate to turn over full responsibility of the Project improvements. De-obligate or 
otherwise release any remaining federal funds from the construction phase of the Project within 90 days of 
final acceptance. 
 

h. Not be obligated to maintain said Project, should the City fail to budget or provide for proper 
and perpetual maintenance as set forth in this Agreement. 
  

2. The City will: 
 

a. Designate the State as authorized agent for the City for the Project. 
 

b. Review design plans, specifications and other such documents and services required for the 
construction bidding and installation of the Project, including design plans and documents required 
by FHWA to qualify projects for and to receive federal funds. Provide design review comments to the State 
as appropriate.   

 
c. Be responsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as set forth 

under this Agreement, not covered by federal funding. Should costs be deemed ineligible or exceed the 
maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the City is responsible for these costs, 
payment for these costs shall be made within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the State. 
 

d. Certify that all necessary rights-of-way have been or will be acquired prior to advertisement for 
bid and that all obstructions or unauthorized encroachments of any nature, either above or below the 
surface of the Project area, shall be removed from the proposed right-of-way, or will be removed prior to the 
start of construction, in accordance with The Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition 
Policies Act of 1970 as amended; 49 CFR 24.102 Basic Acquisition Policies; 49 CFR 24.4 Assurances, 
Monitoring and Corrective Action, parts (a) & (b) and ADOT ROW Manual: 8.02 Responsibilities, 8.03 Prime 
Functions, 9.06 Monitoring Process and 9.07 Certification of Compliance.  Coordinate with the appropriate 
State’s Right-of-Way personnel during any right-of-way process performed by the City, if applicable. 
 

e. Not permit or allow any encroachments upon or private use of the right-of-way, except those 
authorized by permit. In the event of any unauthorized encroachment or improper use, the City shall take all 
necessary steps to remove or prevent any such encroachment or use. 
 

f. Grant the State, its agents and/or contractors, without cost, the right to enter City rights-of-way, 
as required, to conduct any and all construction and preconstruction related activities, including without 
limitation, temporary construction easements or temporary rights of entry to accomplish among other 
things, soil and foundation investigations.   

 
g. Be obligated to incur any expenditure should unforeseen conditions or circumstances increase 

Project costs. Be responsible for the cost of any City requested changes to the scope of work of the Project, 
such changes will require State and FHWA approval.  Be responsible for any contractor claims for 
additional compensation caused by Project delay attributable to the City. Payment for these costs will be 
made to the State within 30 days of receipt of an invoice from the State. 
 

h. Upon notification of Project completion, agree to accept, maintain and assume full 
responsibility of the Project in writing. 
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III. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 
 
 1. The terms, conditions and provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect until 
completion of the Project and all related deposits and/or reimbursements are made. Any provisions for 
maintenance shall be perpetual, unless assumed by another competent entity. This Agreement may be 
cancelled at any time prior to the award of the Project contract and after 30 days written notice to the other 
Party. It is understood and agreed that, in the event the City terminates this Agreement, the City will be 
responsible for all costs incurred by the State up to the time of termination. It is further understood and 
agreed that in the event the City terminates this Agreement, the State shall in no way be obligated to 
complete or maintain the Project.   
 

2. The City shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State, any of its departments, agencies, 
officers or employees (collectively referred to in this paragraph as the “State”) from any and all claims, 
demands, suits, actions, proceedings, loss, cost and damages of every kind and description, including 
reasonable attorneys' fees and/or litigation expenses (collectively referred to in this paragraph as the 
“Claims”), which may be brought or made against or incurred by the State on account of loss of or damage 
to any property or for injuries to or death of any person, to the extent caused by, arising out of, or contributed 
to, by reasons of any alleged act, omission, professional error, fault, mistake, or negligence of the City, its 
employees, officers, directors, agents, representatives, or contractors, their employees, agents, or 
representatives in connection with or incident to the performance of this Agreement. The City’s obligations 
under this paragraph shall not extend to any Claims to the extent caused by the negligence of the State, 
except the obligation does apply to any negligence of the City which may be legally imputed to the State by 
virtue of the State’s ownership or possession of land. The City’s obligations under this paragraph shall 
survive the termination of this Agreement. 
 

3. The cost of construction and construction engineering work under this Agreement is to be covered 
by the federal funds set aside for this Project, up to the maximum available. The City acknowledges that the 
actual costs may exceed the maximum available amount of federal funds, or that certain costs may not be 
accepted by the federal government as eligible for federal funds. Therefore, the City agrees to pay the 
difference between actual Project costs and the federal funds received. 
 

4. The State shall include Section 107.13 of the 2008 version of the Arizona Department of 
Transportation Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, incorporated to this Agreement 
by reference, in the State’s contract with any and all contractors, of which the City shall be specifically 
named as a third-party beneficiary.  This provision may not be amended without the approval of the City.

Additionally, in a timely manner, the City will provide 
information that is requested by the State to enable the State to comply with the requirements of the Act, as 
may be applicable. 

 
7. The  City acknowledges compliance with federal laws and regulations and may be subject to the 

Office of Management and Budget (OMB), Single Audit, Circular A-133 (Audits of States, Local 
Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations).  Entities that expend $500,000.00 or more (prior to 12/26/14) 
and $750,000.00 or more (on or after 12/26/14) of federal assistance (federal funds, federal grants, or 
federal awards) are required to comply by having an independent audit. Either an electronic or hardcopy of 
the Single Audit is to be sent to Arizona Department of Transportation Financial Management Services 
within the required deadline of nine (9) months of the sub recipient fiscal year end.

and 35-215 shall apply to this Agreement. 
 
11. This Agreement is subject to all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (Public 

Law 101-336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable Federal regulations under the Act, including 28 
CFR Parts 35 and 36. The parties to this Agreement shall comply with Executive Order Number 2009-09 
issued by the Governor of the State of Arizona and incorporated herein by reference regarding 
“Non-Discrimination”. 

 
12. Non-Availability of Funds: Every obligation of the State under this Agreement is conditioned upon

PURPOSE:
Staff is requesting that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an Intergovernmental 
Agreement (IGA) between the City of Avondale and the Arizona Department of Transportation 
(ADOT) for the construction of the McDowell Road Fiber Optic project in the amount of $911,544 
and authorize the Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

BACKGROUND:
The City of Avondale applied for Federal Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) funding 
through the Maricopa Association of Governments (MAG) for the Avondale ITS McDowell Road-
Dysart Road to Avondale Boulevard project. MAG has programmed this Project for construction in 
FY2017 (construction is anticipated to begin during the 3rd quarter of FY2017 and last for 5 
months.) In order to receive federal funding for this construction component, an IGA is necessary.   

This IGA is for the construction of an ITS project that will furnish and install fiber backbone starting 
at Dysart Road and ending at Avondale Boulevard along McDowell Road. The facility is to be 
located within existing City of Avondale right-of-way. Two (2) new traffic signal controllers and one 
(1) CCTV camera will be installed at the Santa Fe Trail and Friendship Park intersections. The City 
will provide the design component for the Project which will include final plans, specifications and 
estimate.

DISCUSSION:
The purpose of the IGA is to designate the State as the City’s authorized agent to obtain federal 
funds for the construction and installation of the ITS System with ACS controllers and CCTV 
cameras at the Santa Fe Trail intersections. Upon project completion, traffic signals along the 
McDowell Road corridor will be connected via fiber optic communications to the Traffic Operations 
Center (TOC). This will enable staff to efficiently and effectively diagnose and troubleshoot traffic 
signal issues from the TOC. With TOC upgrades, staff would have the capability to implement traffic 
signal timing changes and/or actively manage traffic flow on McDowell Road from Dysart Road to 
Avondale Boulevard.   

The IGA proposes the following terms of agreement: 

� ADOT will be responsible to submit all documentation required to FHWA with the 
recommendation that funding be approved for construction and request the maximum 
programmed federal funds for the construction of this Project. Should costs exceed the 



maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the City will be responsible 
for any overage. ADOT shall proceed to administer construction, advertise for, receive and 
open bids, subject to the concurrence of the City to whom the award is made, and enter into a 
contract(s) with a firm(s) for the construction of the Project. Enter into an agreement with the 
design consultant which states that the design consultant shall provide professional post-
design services as required and requested throughout and upon completion of the 
construction phase of the Project.   

� The City will be responsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as 
set forth under this Agreement, not covered by federal funding. Should costs be deemed 
ineligible or exceed the maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the 
City is responsible for these costs, payment for these costs shall be made within thirty (30) 
days of receipt of an invoice from the State. Certify that all necessary rights-of-way have been 
or will be acquired prior to advertisement for bid and that all obstructions or unauthorized 
encroachments of any nature, either above or below the surface of the Project area, shall be 
removed from the proposed right-of-way, or will be removed prior to the start of construction. 
Upon notification of Project completion, from the State, agree to accept, maintain and assume 
full responsibility of the Project in writing. 

BUDGET IMPACT:
The Project’s estimated construction cost is $911,544. The federal contribution is estimated to be 
$424,498 and the City’s cost share is estimated to be $487,046 and any difference between the 
estimated and actual construction costs. 

Funding in the amount of $487,046 will be available in FY17 CIP Street Fund Line Item 304-1328-
00-8420, McDowell Road ITS. Funding is contingent upon the Council adopting the FY 2017 budget 
on June 20, 2016. Once adopted, the funding will be available after July 1, 2016.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff is requesting that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing an Intergovernmental 
Agreement (IGA) between the City of Avondale and the Arizona Department of Transportation 
(ADOT) for the construction of the McDowell Road Fiber Optic project in the amount of $911,544 
and authorize the Mayor, or City Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.

THE CITY OF AVONDALE 

 
 

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this date ________________________________, 2016, pursuant to 
the Arizona Revised Statutes §§ 11-951 through 11-954, as amended, between the STATE OF 
ARIZONA, acting by and through its DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (the “State”) and the CITY 
OF AVONDALE, acting by and through its MAYOR and CITY COUNCIL (the “City”).  The State and the 
City are collectively referred to as “Parties”. 
 
 
I. RECIT ALS 
 

1. The State is empowered by Arizona Revised Statutes § 28-401 to enter into this Agreement and 
has delegated to the undersigned the authority to execute this Agreement on behalf of the State. 

 
2. The City is empowered by Arizona Revised Statutes § 48-572 to enter into this Agreement and 

has by resolution, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, resolved to enter into this 
Agreement and has authorized the undersigned to execute this Agreement on behalf of the City. 

 
3. The work proposed under this Agreement, hereinafter referred to as the “Project” consists of 

installing fiber communications  backbone starting at Dysart Road and ending at Avondale Boulevard 
along McDowell Road.  The Project is within existing City right-of-way. Two new traffic signal controllers 
and one CCTV cameras will be installed at Santa Fe Trail and Friendship Park intersections.  The City will 
complete and will provide the design; the State will review the design, advertise, bid, award and 
administer the construction of the Project. The plans, estimates and specifications for the Project will be 
prepared and, as required, submitted to the State and Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) for 
approval. 

 
4. The City, in order to obtain federal funds for the construction of the Project, is willing to provide 

City funds to match federal funds in the ratio required or as finally fixed and determined by the City and 
FHWA, including actual construction engineering and administration costs (CE). 

 
5. The interest of the State in this Project is the acquisition of federal funds for the use and benefit of 

the City and the authorization of such federal funds for the Project pursuant to federal law and 
regulations.  The State shall be the designated agent for the City for the Project, if the Project is approved 
by FHWA and funds for the Project are available. The Project will be performed, completed, accepted and 
paid for in accordance with the requirements of the Project specifications and terms and conditions.  
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6. The Parties will perform their responsibilities consistent with this Agreement; any change or 

modification to the Project will only occur with the mutual written consent of both Parties. 
 
7. The federal funds will be used for the construction of the Project, including the construction 

engineering and administration cost (CE). The estimated Project costs are as follows:

If the final bid amount is less than the initial estimate, the difference between the final bid 
amount and the initial estimate will be de-obligated or otherwise released from the Project. The City 
acknowledges it remains responsible for, and agrees to pay according to the terms of this Agreement, 
any and all actual costs exceeding the final bid amount. 
 
THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements expressed herein, it is agreed as follows: 
 
 
II. SCOPE OF WORK

a. Upon execution of this Agreement, be the designated agent for the City for the Project, if the

required.  Once the costs have been finalized, the State will either invoice or reimburse the City for the 
difference between estimated and actual design review costs.     

 
c. Upon receipt of the initial PMDR costs, review the design plans, specifications and other such 

documents and provide services required for the construction bidding and construction administration of 
the Project and provide comments to the City, as appropriate.  
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d. Upon execution of this Agreement, prior to bid advertisement, invoice the City for the City's  

share of the Project construction costs, currently estimated at $457,046.00.  Once the construction costs 
have been finalized, the State will either invoice or reimburse the City for the difference between 
estimated and actual Project construction costs. 

 
e. Upon receipt of the City's estimated share of the Project construction costs, submit all 

documentation required to FHWA with the recommendation that funding be approved for construction and 
request the maximum programmed federal funds for the construction of the Project.  Should costs exceed 
the maximum federal funds available, it is understood and agreed that the City will be responsible for any 
overage. 

 
f. Upon FHWA authorization, proceed to administer construction, advertise for, receive and 

open bids, award and enter into a contract(s) with a firm(s) for the construction of the Project. If the bid 
amounts exceed the construction cost estimate, obtain City concurrence prior to awarding the contract. 

 
g.  Be granted, without cost requirements, the right to enter City right-of-way as required to 

conduct any and all construction and pre-construction related activities for said Project, including without 
limitation, temporary construction easements or temporary rights of entry on to and over said rights-of-
way of the City. 

 
h. Notify the City that the Project has been completed and is considered acceptable, 

coordinating with the City as appropriate to turn over full responsibility of the Project improvements. De-
obligate or otherwise release any remaining federal funds from the construction phase of the Project 
within ninety (90) days of final acceptance. 

 
i. Not be obligated to maintain said Project, should the City fail to budget or provide for proper 

and perpetual maintenance as set forth in this Agreement.  
 
 

2. The City will: 
 
a. Upon execution of this Agreement, designate the State as authorized agent for the City for 

the Project. 
 

b. Within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the State, pay the initial PMDR costs, 
currently estimated at $30,000.00.  If, during the development of the design, additional funding to cover 
PMDR costs is required, pay the invoiced amount to the State within thirty (30) days of receipt. Be 
responsible for any difference between the estimated and actual design review and construction costs. 

 
c. Prepare and provide the design plans, specifications and other such documents and services 

required for construction bidding and construction of the Project and incorporate comments from the State 
as appropriate. 

 
d. Enter into an agreement with the design consultant which states that the design consultant 

will provide professional post-design services as required and requested throughout and upon completion 
of the construction phase of the Project.   
 

e. Upon execution of this Agreement, within thirty (30) days of receipt of an invoice from the 
State and prior to bid advertisement, pay, the City's  Project construction costs, estimated at $457,046.00.  
Once the Project costs have been finalized, the State will either invoice or reimburse the City for the 
difference between estimated and actual costs.  
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f. Be responsible for all costs incurred in performing and accomplishing the work as set forth

Be responsible for any contractor 
claims for additional compensation caused by Project delay attributable to the City. Payment for these 
costs will be made to the State within 30 days of receipt of an invoice from the State. 

 
h. Certify that all necessary rights-of-way have been or will be acquired prior to advertisement 

for bid and that all obstructions or unauthorized encroachments of any nature, either above or below the 
surface of the Project area, shall be removed from the proposed right-of-way, or will be removed prior to 
the start of construction, in accordance with The Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property 
Acquisition Policies Act of 1970 as amended; 49 CFR 24.102 Basic Acquisition Policies; 49 CFR 24.4 
Assurances, Monitoring and Corrective Action, parts (a) & (b) and ADOT ROW Manual: 8.02 
Responsibilities, 8.03 Prime Functions, 9.06 Monitoring Process and 9.08 Certification of Compliance; 
Coordinate with the appropriate State’s Right-of-Way personnel during any right-of-way process 
performed by the City, if applicable. 

 
i. Not permit or allow any encroachments upon or private use of the right-of-way, except those 

authorized by permit. In the event of any unauthorized encroachment or improper use, the City shall take 
all necessary steps to remove or prevent any such encroachment or use. 

 
j. Grant the State, its agents and/or contractors, without cost, the right to enter City rights-of-

way, as required, to conduct any and all construction and preconstruction related activities, including 
without limitation, temporary construction easements or temporary rights of entry to accomplish among 
other things, soil and foundation investigations.   

  
k. Upon completion of the construction phase of the Project, provide an electronic version of the 

record drawings to Arizona Department of Transportation Project Resource Office, 205 S. 17th Ave, 
Phoenix, Arizona 85007.  

 
l. Upon notification of Project completion, from the State, agree to accept, maintain and 

assume full responsibility of the Project in writing. 
 

 
III. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 
 

1. The terms, conditions and provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect until 
completion of said Project, including related deposits and/or reimbursements.  Any provisions for 
maintenance/electrical power and/or landscaping maintenance shall be perpetual by the City.  This 
Agreement may be cancelled at any time prior to advertisement of the Project construction contract, upon 
thirty (30) days written notice to the other Party. It is understood and agreed that, in the event the City 
terminates this Agreement, the City will be responsible for all costs incurred by the State up to the time of 
termination.  It is further understood and agreed that should the City terminate this Agreement, the State 
shall not be obligated to complete the Project.    

 
2. The City shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State, any of its departments, agencies, 

officers or employees (collectively referred to in this paragraph as the “State”) from any and all claims, 
demands, suits, actions, proceedings, loss, cost and damages of every kind and description, including 
reasonable attorneys' fees and/or litigation expenses (collectively referred to in this paragraph as the 
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“Claims”), which may be brought or made against or incurred by the State on account of loss of or 
damage to any property or for injuries to or death of any person, to the extent caused by, arising out of, or 
contributed to, by reasons of any alleged act, omission, professional error, fault, mistake, or negligence of 
the City, its employees, officers, directors, agents, representatives, or contractors, their employees, 
agents, or representatives in connection with or incident to the performance of this Agreement. The City’s 
obligations under this paragraph shall not extend to any Claims to the extent caused by the negligence of 
the State, except the obligation does apply to any negligence of the City which may be legally imputed to 
the State by virtue of the State’s ownership or possession of land.  The City’s obligations under this 
paragraph shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 
 

3. The cost of construction and construction engineering work under this Agreement is to be 
covered by the maximum available amount of federal funds programmed for this Project.  The City 
acknowledges that actual Project costs may exceed the maximum available amount of federal funds, or 
that certain costs may not be accepted by FHWA as eligible for federal funds.  Therefore, the City agrees 
to pay the difference between actual costs of the Project and the federal funds received.    

 
4. The State shall include Section 107.13 of the 2008 version of the Arizona Department of 

Transportation Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, incorporated to this Agreement 
by reference, in the State’s contract with any and all contractors, of which the City shall be specifically 
named as a third-party beneficiary.  This provision may not be amended without the approval of the City. 

 
5. Should the federal funding related to this Project be terminated or reduced by the federal 

government, or Congress rescinds, fails to renew, or otherwise reduces apportionments or obligation 
authority, the State shall in no way be obligated for funding or liable for any past, current or future 
expenses under this Agreement. 
 

6. The cost of the Project under this Agreement includes indirect costs approved by FHWA, as 
applicable. 
 

7. The Parties warrant compliance with the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 
2006 and associated 2008 Amendments (the "Act").  Additionally, in a timely manner, the City will provide 
information that is requested by the State to enable the State to comply with the requirements of the Act, 
as may be applicable. 

 
8. The City acknowledges compliance with federal laws and regulations and may be subject to the 

Office of Management and Budget (OMB), Single Audit, Circular A-133 (Audits of States, Local 
Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations).  Entities that expend $500,000.00 or more (prior to 
12/26/14) and $750,000.00 or more (on or after 12/26/14) of federal assistance (federal funds, federal 
grants, or federal awards) are required to comply by having an independent audit. Either an electronic or 
hardcopy of the Single Audit is to be sent to Arizona Department of Transportation Financial Management 
Services within the required deadline of nine (9) months of the sub recipient fiscal year end.

9. This Agreement shall become effective upon signing and dating of the Determination Letter by 

the State’s Attorney General. 
 
10. This Agreement may be cancelled in accordance with Arizona Revised Statutes § 38-511. 

 
11. To the extent applicable under law, the provisions set forth in Arizona Revised Statutes §§ 35-214 

and 35-215 shall apply to this Agreement. 
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12. This Agreement is subject to all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act 
(Public Law 101-336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable federal regulations under the Act, 
including 28 CFR Parts 35 and 36. The Parties to this Agreement shall comply with Executive Order 
Number 2009-09 issued by the Governor of the State of Arizona and incorporated herein by reference 
regarding “Non-Discrimination”. 
 

13. Non-Availability of Funds: Every obligation of the State under this Agreement is conditioned upon 
the availability of funds appropriated or allocated for the fulfillment of such obligations. If funds are not 
allocated and available for the continuance of this Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated by the 
State at the end of the period for which the funds are available. No liability shall accrue to the State in the 
event this provision is exercised, and the State shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments as 
a result of termination under this paragraph. 

 
14. In the event of any controversy, which may arise out of this Agreement, the Parties hereto agree 

to abide by required arbitration as is set forth for public works contracts in Arizona Revised Statutes § 12-
1518. 
 

15. The Parties shall comply with the applicable requirements of Arizona Revised Statute § 41-4401. 
 

16. The Parties hereto shall comply with all applicable laws, rules, regulations and ordinances, as 
may be amended. 

 
17. All notices or demands upon any Party to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered

PURPOSE:
Staff will provide Mayor and City Council with an annual update on the City’s investments as of 
January 31, 2016.

BACKGROUND:
In 2009, Council authorized staff to reallocate some of the City’s investments in an effort to increase 
the yield or dividend income to the City.  On February 18, 2010, the City transferred $30,000,000 
($30M) from the State Treasurers Local Government Investment Pool (LGIP - Pool 7) to the City’s 
Brokerage account.  In FY 2013-14, the City transferred another $30,000,000 to the brokerage 
account and currently has $61.4M in the brokerage account. 

US Government securities are purchased through the City’s broker  and held at U.S. Bank.  In the 
future, the City will utilize a financial advisor instead of a broker to purchase securities.  The City’s 
investment policy permits the following investments: 

� Certificates of deposit in eligible depositories.  Financial institutions must provide secure 
collateral in excess of the Federal Insured Amount (as outlined in A.R.S. §35-323) for such 
investments. 

� Interest bearing savings accounts in banks and savings and loan institutions doing business in 
this state whose accounts are insured by federal deposit insurance for their industry. Deposits 
in excess of the insured amount are secured by the collateral as outlined in A.R.S. §35-323 
statute. 

� The pooled investment funds established by the state treasurer pursuant to A.R.S. §35-326. 
� Obligations issued or guaranteed by the United States or any of the senior debt of its 

agencies, sponsored agencies, corporations, sponsored corporations or instrumentalities. 
� Bonds or other evidence of indebtedness of this state or any of its counties, incorporated 

cities or school districts.   

Currently the City has funds invested in US Government Treasuries and agency paper.  (See 
attachment A for a listing of securities held at January 31, 2016).

DISCUSSION:
The new investment program has been very successful, and has allowed the City to significantly 
increase the dividend income for all fiscal years since the change in strategies in 2010. 



The current yield for the State LGIP as of January 31 was .26% (26 basis points).  The yield for the 
US Government securities for the same time period was 0.81% (81 basis points).  Dividend income 
on the $60M investment totaled $485,434 for the period covering February, 2015 through January, 
2016.  If the $60M had been invested with the LGIP dividend income would have totaled $72,083.  
As a result, the City received an additional $413,351 in dividend income for the year as a result of 
the different investment strategy.

BUDGET IMPACT:
The yield from the Treasuries and Agencies can assist the City in producing a structurally balanced 
budget and provide goods and services to residents.

PURPOSE:
Staff is seeking approval of a Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with Vision Technologies for 
website development, visionLive™ in the amount of $57,530 and subscription and maintenance 
services in the amount of $12,000 per year for years 2, 3 and 4 and authorize the Mayor or City 
Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents. 

BACKGROUND:
The city's website is a critical component for customer service delivery, information sharing, and 
citizen engagement. Innovations in website development are ever-evolving, and it is important that 
the city continues to keep up with those trends and innovations.

In addition to being a online presence for the city's brand and image, the website also functions as 
a virtual City Hall, providing residents and business clients with 24-7 access -- from obtaining 
information about the city's service and lodging requests for help, to signing up for recreation 
classes and paying utility bills.

DISCUSSION:
In 2007, the city underwent a re-design of its website, www.avondale.org. with the exception of a 
new portal page to highlight the launch of the city's rebranding in 2014, the design of the website 
has not changed significantly over the years. 

In an effort to catch up with innovations in website design, including one that is designed to work 
efficiently on mobile devices such as smartphones and tablets, staff sought a supplemental request 
from the City Council in FY 2015-16 in the amount of $60,000 to redesign the website, which was 
granted as part of the budget process. 

A city Website Core Team was formed, consisting of representatives from a number of city 
departments, to determine the most appropriate platform and approach for a new city website. 
Important desired features for the new website included a highly searchable site, ease of 
navigation, as well as eye-catching design. After exploring several alternatives and researching 
other city websites, staff decided to pursue a Cooperative Purchase Agreement with Vision 
Technologies Solutions, which has designed dozens of municipal websites around the country, 
including several in Arizona.



BUDGET IMPACT:
The agreement for the re-design of the website, to include a subsite for the Avondale Libraries, is 
$57,530, with visionLive™ subscription and maintenance services during Years 2, 3 and 4 at 
approximately $12,000 per year. Funding is available in line item 101-5110-00-6180.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff requests Council approval on a Cooperative Purchase Agreement with Vision Technologies 
for website development, visionLive™ in the amount of $57,530 and subscription and maintenance 
services in the amount of $12,000 per year for years 2, 3 and 4 and authorize the Mayor or City 
Manager and City Clerk to execute the necessary documents.
